A. A. A. FOLLOWS THE
A LTHOUGH almost inured to re- 

** verses at the hands of the Su­
preme Court, the New Deal received 
a body blow Monday, in the decision 
on the constitutionality o f the A. A.
A., which may prove the final blow 
to the hopes of the administration 
along this line.

All the elaborate structure which 
the President and his aides had built 
up for the protection and advance­
ment of the farming interests o f the 
nation fell at one swoop with the de­
cision of the court, which was not at 
all unexpected by the administra­
tion.

Along with the A.A.A. are almost 
certain to go the Bankhead cotton 
act. the Kerr-Smith tobacco act and 
the potato control law.

In fact, the Supreme Court seems 
to lie out gunning in earnest for anv 
and all legislation bearing the stamp 
of the New Deal.

° f  the many New Deal measures 
which they have passed upon, they 
have declared constiutional and ap­
proved but one—the abrogation of 
gold payment promises in private 
contracts.

Into the discard have gone the 
A.A.A., the N.R.A., recovery act reg-

ulation of “ hot oil” shipments, and 
other New Deal measures on which 
the court has been asked to pass.

Just what will be the outcome of 
the abandonment o f the A.A.A. not 
even the administration apparently 
knows yet, though we have a sneak­
ing suspicion that the President was 
not caught napping by any means. 
There is little doubt that he has had 
in mind for some time just what 
should Ik* done in case the court nul­
lified the A.A.A., and the people, if 
he has, won’t Ik* long in learning 
what it is.

All o f which leads us to reiterate 
that we lielieve the recently suggest­
ed plan for dividing the nation into 
a number o f administrative districts, 
whereby the peculiar requirements 
of each district could be looked after 
and not interfered with by other 
districts whose wants were o f an en­
tirely different character.

Just as sure as two times two 
makes four, the day is coming when 
there must be a radical change in our 
present plan of government, and this 
is but one suggestion which has been 
made to accomplish that result.
