PROPAGANDA of every nature is flowing 
possibly mor rapidly in the I’ nited States to­

day than at any other peace-time period, just 
as it has spread throughout history whenever 
a nation has been faced with change or war.

It has been charged—in an effort to show 
their evils—that CCC camps have become a hot­
bed for Communistic and other types of propa­
ganda.

Getting closer to home, it is said that adult 
education classes are being used for the pur­
pose o f spreading propaganda against the pres­
ent administration.

These charges may be true, at least to some 
extent. They will always be true whenever a 
group of people gather. If you wish to consider 
it that way, one might claim with some degree 
o f accuracy that the churches promulgate prop­
aganda.

Nowhere is there more such information re­
ceived than in a newspa|>er office.

This does not mean that the churches and 
newspapers have evil influences. Ir the case of 
the newspaper, it is up to the editor to separate 
the propaganda from the actual news and give 
the latter to his readers.

In other cases, it is up to the individual to 
weigh, judge and pick the facts from the hear­
say. retaining the one and discarding the other. 
I f we attempt to prevent the spreading of any 
type o f propaganda, we shall have little or no 
group gatherings left.

The person who has the ability to separate 
the truth from the hear-say or direct misin- 
■truction will not he touched. But those who ac­
cept anything without invesigation will always 
be reached by the propagandist.

MILITARY LEADERS SEE OWN SHADOWS
PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT did the r i g h t  
* thing in squelching those overamhitious army 
officers who had so much to say about Amer­
ican “war plans” in this hemisphere.

An army strategist is apt to say almost any­
thing. of course, and it would be foolish to at­
tach too much weight to the whole affair. And 
yet it is a timely warning of something that we 
usually fail to realize— the fact that militarism 
is a growth not confined to Europe and Asia, 
after all. We have our own share of it. and it’s 
time we realized it.

Consider, for instance, the ideas which Brig. 
Gen. F. M. Andrews, chief of the new (General 
Headquarters Air Force, spread before a con­
gressional committee recently.

We must, said General Andrews, keep our 
eyes on New Foundland, the French islands of 
St. Pierre and Miquelon, Bermuda, the Baha­
mas. Jamaica. Trinidad. British Honduras and 
the lesser Honduras. Any or all these places 
would make dangerous enemy air bases in the 
event o f war; we must kcey them under surveil­
lance. be ready to bomb them if we find air 
bases developed on them, and lie prepared to 
■eize them by main force “ if the situation is 
sufficiently vital to require it.”

Nor is that all. Other army officers urge Con-

Kess to establish a huge air base in the Great 
ikes border. They admit that Canada prob­

ably is not meditating war on the United States; 
but they point out that if any “hostile power” 
lodged itself in Canada, it would be within easy 
raiding distance of our great industrial centers.

Now all this is very little less than vicious. It 
represents militarism in its worst sense— the 
attitude o f  mind that sees everything in terms 
o f  military equation and ignores a!! the su­
premely important intangibles o f international 
relations.

One of our greatest assets is the fact that we 
enjoy friendly relations w ith our neighUirs. The 
Canadian border has gone unfortified for a cen­
tury. The average American no more expects 
trouble from Newfoundland or Bermuda than 
he expects Pittsburgh t« attack Cincinnati.

But such facts mean nothing to a militarist. 
TTiere is foreign soil at our door-step; it must 
be the soil o f an enemy; let us spend hugs sums 
and lay elaborate plans to repel attack, even if 
it means replacing international friendship 
with suspicion, fear, and dislike!

Th is is the time of year when 
the pollen* begin to be blown 
about by the wind and when those 
who arr sensitive to them bepn to 
offer with the sneezing roughing, 

and conge-tion that are signifi­
cant to hay fever.

Long before « «  knew that the 
pollens were responsible, there 
was some Indication that hay fev ­
er came at certain seasons and 
that it could be avoided by v hang­
ing one's residence to an area in 
which the pollens were not preva­
lent

For example, it has been point- 
ed out that Dame! Webster suf­
fered from rsgnseeH hay fever for

HO years and did not have the 
symptoms in 18311, when he spent 
the summer in Scotland.

It is known that the Rev Henry 
W ard Beecher had hay fever and 
obtained relief when he went to 
the Catskill mountains. As long 
•go as 1875 Judge Gary mention, 
ed the fart that he used to get re­
lief from hia hay fever in north­
ern Michigan.

However, as people have trav­
eled about and as intercommuni­
cation has grown, certain areas

A study has been made o f the 
distribution o f ragweed through­
out the l  nited States over a per­
iod o f a good many years, and a 
system has been set up for find­
ing out how much ragweed pollen 
is present in the air at various 
times.

Only the North Pacific coast 
states were found to he entirely 
free. Ragweeds and related hay 
fever plants do not grow in that 
region, and the Cascades prevent 
th# pollens from being blown in 
from the intermountain region.
