and thoroughly ventilated at least 
twice daily . The quaren tine  i* to 
rem ain in effect until thV num ber 
of cas**s of influenra shall had 
,|rop|H’d below fifty a day.

Austili, Texas, Dee. 10.-—S tate  
Health Officer W It Uollin* 
heartily  approves of the policy 
adopted by San Antouio in Ihe 
tight against inffueuxa. Dr. Col­
lins said that the epidemic would
