S H O U LD  F IN D  N E W  USES FOR CO TTO N

D F M A N I )  FOR R A W  C O TTO N  results from  the 
fact that it can be made into commodities which j 

sa tis fy  wants, and the products made from  cotton) 
are eheajier than satisfactory substitutes made from  
other materials, declares Dr. A. R. Cox, o f  the Uni­
versity o f  Texas and internationally known cotton 
economist.

Dr. Cox says that the huge demand fo r  cotton has 
been built on its desirable qualities as a raw material 
fo r  manufacture, and because o f its cheapness.

“ Raw cotton itself is used fo r  manufacture and 
fo r  nothing else. Alm ost 1(X) j»er cent o f the raw cot­
ton must be spun into yarn before it is usable, and a 
very  large per cent o f  the yarn must be woven into 
cloth. Since this is the case, it is a universal custom 
to measure the demand for cotton by the volume o f 
cotton spinning consumption.

“ The demand fo r  cotton produced in the United 
States is within the United States mostly. Demand

Since Dr. Cox has made an analysis o f how cotton 
is used, he should have gone a step farther and told 
how other uses could be created fo r the raw ma­
terial. causing a demand fo r  more cotton. He 
adm its that products made from  cotton are cheajier 
than other substitutes. I f  that is true, and no one 
questions it, research laboratories should be estab­
lished all over the South to find new cotton uses, and 
thus help the millions o f people who are dejiendent 
upon cotton fo r  their existence.
