These educators— and among them 
are the tt^raidvnt* of a number of 
vesiern''state universities as well as 
‘he heads of a number of private col- 
legits in western slates— believe that 
ffbe junior collrge offers an immediate 
xnd local incentive to students in 
iigh schools, even in remote parts 
of the state, to continue their edu­
cation. It finally delivers to the 
university only those students who 
hove been able to make good.

There are several other results 
shown by the junior college which 
are lending to make it o f vital 
importance. It gives the student the 
opportunity to remain under home in­
fluences; it lessens the expense, lead­
ing to the attendance of many who 
graduating from high school, would 
not he able otherwise to continue 
tl.nr work; it gives state-wide assist­
ance in hearing the burden of the 
state university.

California, which has made con* 
• nlerable progress with the junior 
college idea, ha* twenty we\V n of 
these intermediate branches of the 
state university.

O f these intermediate branches, 
seventeen are connected with pub­
lic high schools; four are attached 
to private schools of secondary grade, 
three o f which are church schools; 
and six have been organised under 
recent legislation providing for jun­
ior college instruction in state teach­
ers college*.
