, S. M. N. Marrs, state superin­
tendent o f public instruction, 
spoke at the court house last 
Thursday afternoon to a number 
of county and district trustees, 
and a few other citixens interest­
ed in education, and his address 
should have been heard by every 
patron and trustee in the county.

“ The slogan from now on”  he 
said “ should be better schools for 
the money, as Texas has passed 
laws which assure the school dis­
tricts enough money to conduct 
schools for six months without 
touching the local tax money. 
The State apportionment this 
year will be $16 per capita, and 
the same amount will be available 
for the next school year. Now 
that the objective o f securing 
more money from the state for 
school purposes has been attain­
ed, I am pleading with the trus­
tees everywhere to change their 
slogan form ‘more money for the 
school' to ‘more school for the 
money,' by providing better teach­
ers, better school government and 
higher efficiency. The import­
ance of education in the eyes of 
our legislators is indicated by the 
fact that 46 cents out o f each $1 
o f tax money is expended for 
education.

“ Previous to the 40th Legisla­
ture, however, there had always 
existed a gap between the rural 
school and the state colleges and 
University. Where ther rural 
school offered no high school 
course, the parents had to pay 
high school tuition somewhere 
else, over and above the trans­
ferred per capita money, which 
was sometimes not transferred. 
Completing the plan o f providing 
equal educational opportunity for 
all children alike, whether they 
live in city or rural community. 
Heretofore the rural parent has 
had to pay tuition.

Hereafter, under the act o f the 
40th legislature, when a rural 
district does not offer high school 
advantages, it must, if able, pay 
the tutition o f children living 
within the district who go to an­
other district to get high school 
work. If the district ts tins hie 
to pay such tuition, then the State 
reimburses it. This guarantees 
to any child a free education, 
from elementary grades to the 
high university— free so far as 
tuition fees are concerned."
