Poison Is Ordered 
For Grasshoppers"unil lu # Yn# t * »

A large number o f small, but 
hungry, grasshoppers were re­
ported as moving into Hall County 
this week, and the county com­
missioners court and county ag« nt 
took st*qis to fight the possible 
disastrous e ffect o f tbe insects.

Foison has been ordered from 
government stations to aid in de­
stroying the grasshoppers, and it 
is believed that governmental 
agencies in Hall County will all 
cooperate in the fight.

The grasshoppers are ct the 
Mexican migratory variety, and 
are small, black insects.
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Unrestricted liquor sales <n 
Memphis, under the somewhat 
doubtful heading o f "drugs, 
practically went out o f existence 
Monday w hen Governor NN. Lee 
O'Daniel signed into a law a bill 
prohibiting physicians from wril 
mg more than one hundred pre- 
acriptitfns fo r liquor in 90 day*.

The law, designed to curtail 
liquor sales in dry areas such *» 
Hall County, provides prescrip­
tion forms must be obtained from 
the state liquor board, and (be 
doctor must write hit diagnosis 
o f the patient on the form.

A representative o f the state 
board was in Memphis Monday to 
inform local druggists who handle 
liquor via the prescription route 
o f the new law. An order to 
keep all liquor "on  the shelves 
until further instruction* was made 
by the board's representative.

In addition, all doctors were t«*d 
to refrain  from writing any pre­
scription* fo r  liquor until they 
were given a permit bjr the state I 
board to do to, and urtd they had I 
received the corrsX't foim s on 
which to naue th* prescription*.

Drug store* are forbidden by

the law to have in stock more than 
j ten gallons o f liquor at any given I 
time, and prescription liquor must 
conform to the standard* set up j 
in the United States pharmacopeu.

Local druggists who have more 
than the ten gallons o f liquor at 
present are somewhat at a loss 
a* far a* disposal o f the surplus 
stock is concerned. The law ap­
parently makes no arrangement* 
for the reduction o f the stock to 
the 10-gallon limit. A local o f­
ficial said this week, how­
ever, that it would have to be sent 
back to the wholesaler from which
it came. ,

The offic ia l also stated that one 
druggist had been contacted by 
a resident o f Memphis concerning 
the buying o f the 
The would-be buyer is allegedly 
a "bootlegger." the offic ia l said. 
The liquor cannot lie sold in this, 
manner, however, since druggists 
are required to account for all j

A large amount o f liquor has, 
been sold via the prescription route

T ’ H IS  city is very lovely in 
lots o f respects,’ ’ she writes.

It ’s an old southern town with 
beautiful big homes, lovely gar­
dens, moss-hung oak and cypress 
trees. W e are only 12 miles from 
the ocean, where there are two 
beautiful beaches. The weather 
is warm— we never have any 
snow.

“ Right now, tiie northerners 
und Uie government have suc­
ceeded in turning the town up­
side down.

In addition, 
they’re preparing to "make a dent 
in the countryside”  with 111,167 
fruit trees and vines and 12,443 
ornamental plants they have rooted 
from seeds and cuttings.

A great many 4-H (Tub girls 
in Texas reported clothing them­
selves for the year on about $17.

The fact 
that they made 86,71*1 garments 
themselves and improved their 
methods o f selecting and caring for 
clothes made that $17 expenditure 
possible. Miss Jacks says.

While their 4-H records don’t 
show great money profits, the 
girls spent 68,620 on home im­
provements to bring "com fort, con­
venience and beauty to morel 
people even than their own fatn-j 
ilies.”

past few  years. A  number o f
drug stores, both here and in other 
dry sections, have what is known 
as “ house doctors" who make their 
livelihood through the writing o f 
liquor prescriptions alone.

The price charged by the doc­
tors fo r prescriptions varied, al­
though a charge o f 25 cents each 
was usually made. The 25-cent 
price lias been prevalent in Mem­
phis for some time, but in Chil­
dress, where sales are much heav­
ier than in this city, only 15 cents 
fo r each prescription was charged.

The revent omnibus tax bill, 
which went into e ffec t immediate­
ly after its passage only a few  
days ago, hiked the price o f the 
prescriptions by 22 cents. With 
the passage o f the new law, 
however, it is not believed that 
this portion o f the omnibus tax ■ 
bill will raise the amount first 
estimated.

Local officials and others ex­
pressed the belief that with the 
passing o f the prescription liquor 
sales “ bootlegging" will come 
back to a great extent.

THE MYSTERIOUS CASE of Rudolph Hess’ sud­
den and surprise flight to England has held the 

attention of almost everyone in the United States 
during the past week.

No one seems to know exactly what the No. 3 of 
Nazi dom is doing in the hands of his enemy—espe­
cially since he was thoughtful enough to deliver him­
self.

There are several schools of thought along the line, 
and all of them seem to have their background and 
sensibility.

First there is the theory that Hess was afraid, and 
this theory seems to be the foremost one of all. Afraid 
of what? Possibly of Hitler, possibly of what might 
have happened if he had stayed in Germany, possibly 
of himself.

Hess may have been the near-future object of a 
“purge” , although the German propagandists say 
no to that. If he knew’ he was to be purged, natur­
ally he would have been afraid of Hitler and what 
might have happened to him. He even might have 
been afraid of himself—Germans still have souls, at 
least some of them.

The second theory, which aiso has sensibility, is 
that Hess went to England to give out information to 
the English—incorrect information to lead the Brit­
ish o ff on the wrong track and give the Germans the 
advantage in some military strategy.

Now this theory naturally calls for heroism on the 
part of Hess, who is, after all, just a human with a 
family of his own. He would be taking a great chance 
of being killed by the British should his information 
be wrong and the Allies discovered the fact.

This theory, however, has its good points. Even 
Hess might want to be a martyr for his country. The 
Allies have martyrs—surely the Germans, no matter 
what we may think of them, can have men willing to 
give their lives for their country. Hess, of course, 
was one of the leaders in his nation (unless he was to 
be purged), but then some of our leaders in the past 
have sacrificed, or offered to sacrifice, their lives 
for this country.

The other theory is that Hess has decided to give 
up his life of participation in wholesale murder, un­
fair invasions, and dictatorial policies. In this case, 
if he is bitterly opposed to the tyj>e of life he has been 
living and the type of men with whom he has been 
working, then he might be able to give a great deal 
of useful and needed information to the British.

It is almost certain that Hess knows much about 
the strength of the German nation. He should know 
the vulnerable points which might be attacked for 
British gains; he should know future plans of Hitler 
and his other cohorts. Information along these lines 
would be invaluable to the Allies.

Naturally, in America, we know only what we read 
in the papers or hear from newscasters via the radio. I 
We have to put all of these somewhat varied ana) 
mixed-up accounts together, read between the lines, 
and finally guess at and come to our own conclusion.!

The Hess case gives us here a particularly good 
opportunity to do a little guessing. And. who knows, 
your guess will probably be as good as anv other i»er- 
son’s.

W e can, however, be thankful that we can figure it 
out our owm way, come to our own conclusions—ana 
NOT HAVE TO KEEP OUR THOUGHTS UNDER
