THE DANGER in  s h o r t  s t a p l e  c o t t o n

COME CONDITIONS that have developed in the 
^  world market for cotton should lie carefully noted 
b y  farmers as the time draws near for this year's
planting. ,

Those conditions make it ap|>ear that the demand j 
for Texas cotton of less than * q-inch staple is going 
to be very slack. Some authorities are predicting that 
the difference in price between short staple cotton , 
and that of ~q-inch o r  more will Ik* as much as three 
cents.

The situation arises from the fact that foreign 
countries are now producing all the short staple cot­
ton thev require, largel) cutting off the exj>ort mar­
ket for that product. American spinners who use | 
short staple can obtain all they need in Georgia, which 
is closer to the mills, so that th» v are indisposed to 
buy from Texas.

Buyers this year are expected to pay close atten­
tion to staple. That means that the grower of cotton 
under '*-ineh staple is going to Ik * penalized.

There has l»een a penalty imposed in the past, but __________________________
the farmer was not always aware of it. Hie practice! Many people dsn dr the g«>v«m- 
of -hog-round” buying. Which has prevailed in much • 'L t r C 'L t o
of Texas in the past, has caused the emphasis to be 
put on quantity rather than on staple. The farmer 
who produced standard staple got no more for it 
than his neighbors got for their short staple bales.
That has not been the case as much in this immediate 
vicinity as it has been in Texas generally.
