Supreme Court
Rejects Plea

WASHINGTON, May 8 P —
The supreme court rejected today
two requesis for a rehearing of its
recent decision that negroes have
the right to vole In Texas demo-
cratle primary elections.

Grover Sellers, attorney gener-
al of Texas, and two Houston elec-
tion judges involved in the case,
filed separatle requests for a re-
hearing,

The court made no comment in
denying the petitions.

The election judges protested
that the 8-1 decision upset a un-
animous supreme court rullng of
nine years ago which sustained
exclusion of negroes from Texas
democratic primaries. Texas stal-
utes, they said, have not been
changed in any great respect since
the earlier decision.

The recent decision held that
the democtratic party In Texas
is required to follow state legis-
lative procedurs in selecting
party nominees in primary elec-
tions, and thus the party be-
comes a stale agency, To this,
Sellers complained;

“This court makes much of the
fact that the statutes of Texas
regulate the manner in which pri-
mary elections are conducted. It
Is true that the statutes so oper-
ate, but it Is equally trus that
under the constitution and decis-
lons in Teaxs, all primary elee-
tions are conducted by party offi-
cials at party expense, and that
the state can say not one word
with respect to the persons who
are entiteld to participate in such
elections. x x x Strange Indeed is
a doctrine which transforms a pri-
vate association into a state agen-
¢y merely because the police pow-
ers of the state are applicable to
such association,

The election judges, 8. E. All-
wright and James E. Liuza, told
the supreme court that “the demo-
cratic party (nor any other party)
in Texas is not responsible for the
acts of the legislature and cannot
prevent enactment of statules
which attempt to control party
affairs,”

A majority voted against cloture
in 1941,

There are two reasons for that:
Some day other senators might
gang up and impose cloture on
them; or, they think It's demo-
cratic to permit endless debate,
But there are even ways of pre-
venting attempted . cloture, and
this is one of them:

At the start of every senate
session, after the prayer, comes
the reading of the journal of the
previous day's business. Ordi-
parily this is dispensed with by
unanimous consent. If any sena-
tor objects, the journal has to be
read.

If the poll taxers wanted to,
on the .day they knew the anti-
poll taxers were going to ask for
a vote on the bill, they could ask
for a reading of the journal.

Any senator can offer an
amendment or correction to the
journal. These amendments and
| corrections are privileged matter
with which the senate must pro-
ceed untll finished.

Until that is done no other mo-

toller in the defense vinevard.
His blographlcal sketch, lssued
by petroleum administration
publicisis, was as dry as dust,

merely recounting his business
background.

It was Daviex' job to see first
that every Army, Navy and Mer-
chant Marine demand for fuel was

met, that no one using ofl for
heating in the nation suffered
critically for lack of heat, and
that this nation on wheels didn't
stop rolling to the detriment of
the war effort.
