bulbous plants, i. e. tillies, cannas, 
iftahlia*. etc. This should be done 
by carefully removing the top dirt 
aad spading at safe distance 
around bulbs so they ran be lift­
ed in bunches as they have 
grown and then with a sham 
kmtfc separate the bulb', being 
careful to reset in their natural 
growing poaition.

Dahlias should be ,'t or 4 feet 
apart, a t least partially protected 
from sun and wind and set about 
ft or *  inches deep. Ground
abouid be spaded deep with liberal 
mixture of sand and fertilizer and 
a handful of wood ashes should 
he worked into soil where bulb is 
to  be placed. They do not need 
watering so often hut when they 
are watered they should be thor- 
awghly soaked, then ground
around them kept loosened so it 
will not bake
