COLLEGE STATION. April 4 
— As soon as baby chicks are 
hatched they should be put in a 
warm and quiet place until they 
are thoroughly hungry, which is 
when they are about 4* or 72 
hours old, according to information 
given out by Prof. I). H. Reid, 
head o f the poultry husbandry de­
partment, A & M college of Tex­
as. Then the little chicks should 
be transferred to a warm brooder, 
where plenty o f feed is available.

In most case* it will |>ay to use 
a commercial chick starter, unless 
plenty o f skim milk is available 
for the chicks. A ration ran be 
made up o f sixty pounds yellow 
corn meal, twenty pounds shorts, 
five pound* cottun*eed meal, five 
pound* alfalfa meal, five pounds 
meat scrap*, three pound* bone 
mean, and two pounds fine oyster 
shell. At least eight pound* of 
dried butermilk should be added 
to the ration if skim milk is not 
available for them at all times.

The brooder should be warm 
and comfortable, large enough 
that the chicks are not crowded, 
and of a type that i» easily clean­
ed. Probably the cheapest form 
for Texas farmers is the oil heat- - coniposed 
ed broudwr fa re  must be taken 
that the wind does not blow on the 
brooder as oil brooders will quick­
ly catch fire.

An added precaution for the 
health o f the chicks i* to put them 
on wire netting, one-half inch 
mesh, so that all droppings go 
through and out of reach o f the 
chicks.
