THE BABY IN BATTLE.

Soldieri Nursed It Four Days. Then Re 
turned It to Its Mother.

It will lx. remembered that at! 
the battle of Fredericksburg 
Dec. 18, IHG2. the Confederates 
were driven out „ f  the c|ty „ J  
tl»e 12th, and did not recapture! 
the town and enter it again till 
tlie 16U». On the 12th the last 
regiment to leave the place was 
the Twenty-First Mississippi,! 
and tie inai, man wbo brought 
up the rear, being closely pre»* 
ed by the invading tns.ps, was 
Duck Denman. He was a Mlssi- 
ssippi bear hunter, a superb 
specimen of manhood, tall and 
straight broad shouldered and 
deep chested. \\ |th tiie eye of 
an eagle and a voice like a bull of 
Bashan, lie was rough in manner 
iw* a bear and tender in heart as 
a woman.
Wlian tiie invaders were charged 

up the principal street and shells 
from the siege guns across the 
river were busting over the 
housetops, Buck Denman was 
kneeling beside a house corner 
Ullage a'ast allot. Just as liis 
finger trembled on the trigger a 
little baby girl 8 years old toddled 
out of an alley and with a New­
foundland dog ran after a big 
shell that iiad spent its force 
and was rolling along the pave 
ni. nl the dog was snarling at it 
and the little girl slapping her 
hands inglee.

To rescue the child from such 
deadly peril was Buck's only 
thought. Without pausing to 
consider he rushed to her and 
gathering her to his bosom. 
Naxt there was nothing to do 
hut to run, which lie speedily 
did, pursued hy shot and shell, 
holding tiie htuiy with one arm 
and trailing Ills gun with the 
other, as lie sped up Marye's 
Heights to join Ills retreating 
comrades. And tiie re behind 
tiiat historic stone wall and on 
the 16th of the cold December 
month while the shells were 
shrieking and the storm of battle 
raged—Burk fought Burnside 
and nursed the baby girl by 
turns.

Never was u child so cared 
for. There were other nurses 
as tierce and bearlike as he who 
t(Mik turns patting and soothing 
her and engaged in sharp riv 
airy for her quiet slumber un 
der their soldier blankets. 
Couriers were sent far atui near 
to procure milk and tiie camp 
ransacked for a dainty morsel of 
food. And so the days and 
nights wore on.

Attorney Genersl Wins Before Supreme 
Court in Colquitt Controversy.

Austin, Tex., March 22. — A t­
torney General Light! not was 
this morning awarded the man­
damus requiring State Treasurer 
Sparks to pay the voucher issu­
ed in favor of Attorney Terrell, 
employed by the Attorney lien 
cral, the Supreme Court, render­
ing its decision in the case. 
This adds another chapter to the 
controversy between Gov. Col­
quitt and Attorney General 
Lightfoot, involving the right of 
the latter to employ special 
counsel.

The decision of the Supreme 
Court sustained the Attorney 
General’s every contention and I 
ruled that the contract between I 
Terrell and the State was bind | 
mg upon the latter, as the At j 
torney General and the former 
Governor had the rigl.t to em­
ploy him as counsel. The court 
ruled also that the approval of 
tin* Governor was not necessary 
to make the voucher valid, and 
that it was regularly issued and 
should have been paid by the 
Treasurer.

"The court haa passed on the 
matter, that settles it,"  was the 
only comment Gov. Colquitt 
would make when seen regard 
mg the decision.

Attorney General Lightfoot 
said:

‘ ‘Tiie opinion speaks for itself, 
it sustains toy contention. Ir
have now been sustained by the 
higher court and both houses of 
the Legislature.*'

State Treasurer Sam Sparks 
made no comment further than 
to say that if the mandamus was 
awarded there was nothing for 
him to do but to cash the voucher.

The controversy arose over 
tlie use of the appropirution of
*'2r>,(KKi made by the Thirty-First

egislature fertile  employment 
of special counsel by the A t­
torney General. TbeGovernor'a 
refusal to approve the warrant 
was based on the claim that the 
Attorney General had no right 
to pay for special assistants out 
of this fund. The decisiou of 
the court today is that Terrell is 
an attorney regularly retained, 
and not an assistant.
