Austin, Texas, Jan. 26.— That 
students who are working to earn 
their expense* while attending the 
University o f Texas make better 
grades and rompletr more couraes 
during the year than the average 
students is shown by statistic* com­
piled by Dean T. U. Taylor o f the 
College o f Engineering. There are 
now 118 students o f engineering 
who are doing outside work, such ns 
Mating table, washing dishes, sweep­
ing floors, drafting, clerking, carry­
ing paper routes, IxMikkeeping, paint­
ing, engineering, and doing janitor 
work.

These student* averaged during 
the fall term over 19 hours a week 
in outside work, earned an average 
sum o f S.'Id.HI per month, and pass­
ed in an average o f 4.07 rourses. 
The average for all studenU in the 
University for 1920-1921 was com­
pletion of 3.37 courses, so the work­
ing studenU carried the equivalent 
o f two course* in ouUide work and 
passed in more actual rourses than 
the average student. Furthermore, 
IS per rent o f the working studenU 
made the honor roll, while only 10 
per cent o f the whole enrollment o f
