After the concrete has set for 

a couple days, the digging of the 
silo may be started Remove the 
dirt, digging straight down from 
the inside of collar, lie sure to 
keep the wall perpendicular and 
smooth. If the wall slopes out 
ward the silage will settle away, 
leaving an air space and spoiling 
some silage. Should the wall 
slope inward, it will keep the 
silage from settling properly. If 
IMvsslble see that no holes' or 
[Mvckets are formed in the wall.

In digging there are several 
ways of lightening this task. 
When no rock Is encountered, 
water should be run into the siio 
every nigtit at quitting time. 
Run in just much as the ground 
will absorb by morning. By 
doing this, no picking will be re 
quired and all the dirt can be 
spaded out very rapidly. Keep 
the floor level so that the water 
can reaeh all parts of the floor 
equally. If one should Strike 
rock, it will be necessary to 
blast.

Upon reaching five or six feet 
in depth, the wall should be plas 
tered. Piaster on to the collar 
and to the dirt below, for this 
reason see that the wall is plumb 
with the inside of the collar. 
For plaster, use one part of ce 
mvnt, two parts of clean sharp 
sand, and apply plaster about 
an inch in thickness. To do this 
two coats will be required. I>*t 
the tirst coat set for a couple of 
hours and then apply the second 
coat. When the soil is firm 
enough to stand without caving, 
an inch of this rich plaster will 
be as strong and should serve as 
well as a three or four inch con 
crete wall.

When the plastering is com 
pleted dig anotiier five or six feet 
and piaster as before. By work 
ing in this way the ixvssihility of 
the wall caving in is eliminated 
as well as the necessary of build 
ing a scaffold for the plastering 
after the excavation is completed

In some cases itmay be neces 
sary to dampen the dirt wall 
slightly before applying the plas 
ter, to prevent the dry soil tak 
ing the moisture from the plas 
ter before it has set. After the 
plaster has se|, it is a good idea 
to go over tiie wall with a wash 
com|x)sed of purse cement and 
water. This should be applied 
with a whitewash brusli and it 
will make the wall smooth, air 
tight, and water proof. Keep 
the wall damp for several days 
as this will cause the plaster to 
harden better and make a strong 
er wall.

Where a man does all his own 
work and a home made hoisting 
apparatus is used, a 1 T»0 to 1H0 
ton silo may be constructed for a 
cash outlay of about fifty doHars, 
for the cement is all he will have 
to buy. In good soil that is 
easily handled, three men should 
dig about two feet a day in a silo 
twenty feet in diameter.

One of the main objections to a 
pit silo has been the difficulty of 
getting out the silage. It might 
be well to describe a very effici­
ent method of removing the Mil 
age. The hoist described here, 
is patented and may be bought, 
or the farmer may rig up a home 
made hoist that is probably not 
as efficient, but will answer the 
purpose.

The hoist is built over the silo 
and sup|>orted by a frame or 
trusse! made of four by fours. 
(A picture may be obtained of 
this, on application to the writer 
at Amarillo, Texas.) The hoist 
works on the principal of a hand 
freight elevator,

The hoist consists of one large 
pulley wheel, about 24 inches in 
diameter, on a short axle to 
which is keyed a two-inch cog 
wheel. This small cog meshes 
into a large cog wheel, about 20 
inches in diameter, which is bolt 
ed or keyed to a long axk or 
drum on which the reps winds

silo. With this urrangement the 
man doing the feeding rides on 
the box going down, controlling 
the speed of the decent by the 
endless rope. With the approxi­
mate back gear mentioned above, 
a man should be aide to lift his 
own weight and at least fifteen 
hundred pounds of silage with 
out any great effort.

To get the greatest efficiency 
from a pit silo and the hoist men 
tioned above the feuding should 
be done at the silo and in tha 
case a track, similar to tiiose used 
in farge hay barns, is run out 
over the feed lot and troughs are 
placed under it. When the feed 
box reaches the top of the silo it 
is transferred from the hooks on 
the hoisting rope to a hook 
on a small trolley which 
runs on a track and is run out 
over the troughs. The box 
should be equipped with a trip 
bottom or sliding end to make 
the unloading easy and quick. 
With such an arrangement one 
man can do the feecing without 
the use of a team and a wagon 
and in less time than would be 
required in feeding from an over 
ground silo.

If the feeding is done at some 
distance from the silo, and a 
wagon is needed a short track 
may be used and the feed run 
out over the wagon and dumped 
by means of the trip attached to 
the carrier.

Whatever hoisting arrange 
ment is to be used for removing 
the silage should be erected be 
fo re  the construction of the silo 
is begun so as to use the same 
equipment for removing the dirt.

The dirt taken from the silo 
should be used in filling in around 
the silo so as to make a raised, 
well drained feedlot. The dirt 
should be banked up a couple of 
feet around the silo in order to 
drain all water away. A shed 
should he built over the silo to 
keep out rain and snow. It is 
well to build a light wall of some 
kind up from the concrete coliar 
as it will add three or four feet 
to the depth of the silo, and it can 
be done at little expense.

SUMMARY.
If possible, have silo and feed 

lot adjoining.
The silo should be in firm, dry, 

well drained soil.
Put in good stong collar, to 

protect top of silo, and to support 
a light structure above.

Keep wall smooth and plumb, 
allowiug no bulges.

Apply plaster at least three- 
quarters of an inch thick.

Use a rich strong plaster.
l)o not plaster over the bottom.

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BOOKKEEPING FOR 

FARMS IS URGED

Simple Bookkeeping Will En­
able Farmer to Check Cost.

Farming is the only business 
which has not developed stand­
ard bookkeeping methods. The 
majority of farmers keep no 
book' at all, and still they are 
engaged in a business which de­
mands constant attention and ae- 
:urate knowledge of the day to 
day progress. The division of 
Public Welfare of the University j 
yf Texas Extension Department ! 
recently undertook a study of i 
marketing farm products, and 
naturally desired to hnnw the cost 
)f production of farm products. 
Dwing to the fact that few farm 
;rs keep an intelligible set of1 
jooks, this important data is very 
difficult to obtain 

This bookkeeping can be made j 
eery simple and the record kept 
without difficulty. Such record 
will consist of all the items 
which show what has been paid 
.n the way of rent for land, 
wages for labor, and interest on 
capital used. If such record is 
:hecked up from day to day, re­
cording the amount of land used 
ind such items as the use of 
machinery and the number of 
lays labor given to the crop, it 
will be found that it is easy to 
determine about what it costs the 
armer to produce his product 

If any considerable percentage 
>f farmers kept accurate books 
:he study of marketing problems 
is well as problems in efficiency 
af farm management would be 
greatly facilitated The Division 
sf Public Welfare of the State 
University undcjtakes to sug­
gest a simple method of keeping 
a farm record to any farmer who 
cares to apply for such informa­
tion.

Mat a Weed and Has Considerable Ap ]
nauiturai Valua.

Tbe Kansas M iwdairnt nation to a 
recent publication makes It plain tbat 
sweet clover, a hitherto neglected 
plant, despised aa ■ |*»rnlclou* weed 
haa very considerable agricultural val i 
ue. It la atated that “aa a aoil tin 
prover It ta unexcelled; for paaturiiiK 
purpoaes It baa conatderahle value, and 
aa a forage crop It can be util!***! to 
good advantage where alfalfa or rod 
clover cannot be aucesaafully grown."

Attention I* called to tbe fact tbat 
“ there are several varieties o f sweet ck> I 
»er. of whti-b the common white sweet 
clover and tbe large biennial fellow  
sweet clover are the moat Important 
The white variety la generally to be \ 
preferred for farm purposes. although I 
the biennial yellow ta sometime* pre 
f erred where hay production ta d » 
aired” Sweet clover la adapted to a 
wide range o f soils. and while It does 
lest on good aolla It will make a satis 
factory growth on very poor aolla

Grown on good soil and properly 
bundled It makes a fair quality o f hay 
which may In many cases be aubatl 
tuted with advantage for the more 
valuable alfalfa and clover hays In 
actual nutritive conatituentt It la proo j 
Orally equal to these. It makes an 
excellent (mature for rattle, sheep, 
hones and hogs, and for this purpose 
may be proOtably grown on very poor : 
and rough land

Kor quick result* In Improving tbe 
soil sweet lover la superior to most 1 
other crops. Ita ability to thiiva well 
on aolla lacking In huinui or otherwise , 
badly run dowu makes It especially 
adapted for this purpose Like alfalfa 1 
cow|>eaa and other legumes, it haa tbe 
ability to obtain nitrogen from tbe air 
by meaoa of tbe nitrogen gathering 
bacteria whlcb live In tubercles on the 
roots o f tbe plants, thus adding much 
nitrogen to the aoil In whlcb It grows 
When plowed under for green manure 
or allowed to remain on tbe land this 
crop ta a very efficient one in building 
up Ihe humue content of the soil. Tbe 
large roots, which penetrate deeply, 
break up tbe lower layers of the soil I 
and add much humus thereto when 
they decay, tbua Improving the phya 
leal condition of the soil to a consid­
erable depth below the depth o f plow 
Ing. Sandy aa well aa heavy clay and 
hardpan soils, which would oot other 
wise produce satisfactory crops, may 
he so Improved Id feature by growing 
aweet clover for a few years that they 
become quite productive

ponnd* of * e i l  to tbe acre should be 
used

For earlier use In garden culture 
plant In rows one to one snd a half 
Inches deep and a foot to a foot and a 
half apart

The plauta should be thinned to 
stand from four to eight Inches apart 
In the row. de|ieudUig on varieties 
sown.
