Down Slightly

CHICAGO, March 30 (P —
America's climbing total of traf-
fie deaths was checked last month
for the first time aince July, 1040,
the National Bafety Councll report-
ed today.

The February toll was 2,380 as
compared with 2,500 in the same
month of 184L The drop was 8 per
cent and ended 18 months of con-
Unuous Increass.

Bince only fragmentary reporis
on February mileage were avall-
ble, the council was unabla to de-
termine what part any decrease
in traffic due to rationing of cars
and tirea might have played In cut-
ting down the number of fatal in-
juriea.

In February travel did fall In
proportion to the reduction In
deaths, the council polnted out, It
wis A #harp decrease, becauss
mileage was up 18 pet cent In De-
cember and 10 per cent in January.
