western writers. At the old 
cowboy dunces his was the een 
tralfigure and lie always enjoyed 
a popularity among the ladies 
which was the envy of every 
other man on the floor.

One of these early cowboy 
dance callers was Nat XIcElroy, 
whose reputation extended from 
Weatherford to the Pease river. 
His voice could be heard a mile 
away when in proper trim and 
he was an authority on all the 
tine (mints of dancing. When a 
dance was held at one of the big 
ranch houses, Me Elroy was usu­
ally sent for and came even if a 
ride of a hundred m iles or more 
across the prairie was necessary.

Fred Chase, an old-time Texas 
news|ja]ier man, who once boss­
ed Hunt McCaleb and other well- 
known news|>aper men on the 
Galveston Tribune, has made a 

| study of the old cowboy dances 
and it is largely through his eff­
orts that the quaint method of 
calling has not been forgotten.

FOR A PALTRY SUM.

Tale of Depravity Revealed in Tacoma 
Police Court by Miser 

able Girl.
T acoma, Feb.24. Harried by 

poverty and apparently with 
no keen sense of the degradation
involved in hh. a-t , John Wal 
tliron, it laboring man, now living 
here, two years ago sold his 
daughter, now Mrs. May Sem­
per, to Charles Yamamoto, a 
Japanese restaurant man.

The sale of the girl, twelve 
years of age, took place in Bell­
ingham, according to the story- 
told by the woman to the |»oliee 
here, and in order to make the 
bargain stick, Waltbron himself 
went with Yamamoto and Id* 
daughter to a justice of that city 
and by ids presence ami intimi­
dating tactics compelled her to 
marry the Japanese. Mrs. Wal- 
thron was present at the wed 
ding and approved of the enforc­
ed nuptials of her daughter.

Mrs. Semper and her sister. 
Miss Sadie Waltbron, were cap­
tured by the police at Old Tacoma 
in company with K. Koinoho and 
Frank (Jailer, two Filipinos, and 
the story vouched for by them 
lias few parallels in tragic reel 
tills.

The family came to Tacoma 
from Oregon ten year* ago. 
They were in desperate straits 
financially and lived from hand 
to mouth for a number of years. 
A little over two year* ago they 
moved to Bellingham, where 
isiverty and ill fortune still |>er- 
sistently dogged their steps. 
The daughter. May, finally se 
cured employment in the Japan­
ese restaurant of Charles Yainu- 
rnota.

After a few weeks Yamamota 
went quietly to Waltbron and 
made overtures for the hand of 
his daughter. Prior to that time 
lie had not courted the girl, ami 
she says she knew nothing about 
a deal whereby her father was to 
receive $13 the moment the mar 
riage was permitted until after 
all was over.

Both Waltbron and his wife, 
the girl says, were greatly pleas­
ed w ith the wedding, counting itn 
piece of excellent fortune. Fol­
lowing the ceremony Waltron 
made numerous demands u|H>n 
Yamamota for money and 
bought groceries and necessities 
for the family in the latter’s 
name. A number of times, 
she declares, she tried to escape 
from her brown husband, but he 
watched her closely for about a 
year. Then, tired of her inrivil 
ity and her father's importuni 
ties for money, lie secured a di­
vorce, and she went to live with 
iier family in Bellingham.

The wolf of want in a few Jays' 
time was again beseiging their 
door. Marion Semper, a Filipi­
no, then became acquainted 
with the family and was asked 
by Mrs. Waltbron to live with 
them. In a short time the Filiip- 
no asked Mrs Waltbron for the 
hand of her daughter in marring. 
Mrs Walthron readily conaen 
ted, and Mrs. Semper admits 
that she was so beaten down 
with shame over her marrige 
with Yamamota that she was 
ready to agree to any tiling

Tlie two lived together in Bel 
lingham »nd Vancouver, B. C., 
but the Filipino lieat her and she 
left him and came to her jmrents, 
who had returned to Tacoma. 
Upon arriving here her mother 
told her a number of Filipinos 
were living in Old Tacoma, and 
she had better go to them.
