.FOOTBALL IS TRAINING
F O R  CITIZENSHIP

Austin, Texas, Nov. 15.- - As 
some high school* which are mem­
bers of the Intel-scholastic League 
of the University of Texas are 
overlooking the necessity of strict 
adherence to thr scholarship rule 
regarding football. Athletic Di­
rector Roy Henderson ha* called 
special attention to the part in 
school activities wheih the sport 
occupies. Hr says:

"Football should be fostered in 
the school for trie good o f that 
-rh— t. foe th— eowefH of eke etw 
dents, for its citizenship training 
values, and for the opportunities 
it affords for developing charac­
ter. ideals, morals, and the like. 
It should never he conducted pri­
marily for the purpose of interest­
ing thr patron* in the school, for 
the advertising of the town, or 
for the reputation of a coach or 
school official. Nor should the 
fan* ever conn- first.

“High school football should 
raise the standard of scholarship 
rule is, accordingly, the most es­
sential of all, as it is the found­
ation of the whole structure. A 
superintendent, principal, or teach­
er who makes the least concession 
to a student in applying this rule 
loses the greatest thing that ath­
letics ran be made to do in the 
school."
