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Bond Quota Over
More Than $18,000

Before midnight Saturday,
however, it was announced
that an approximate total
of $70,000.00 had been sold
that day. This brought the
total up to $237,925.00, go-
ing over the quota $18,025.

Land Bank Loan
Interest Is Reduced

A. E. Prugel, Secretary-
‘Treasurer of the Sonora Na-
tional Farm Loan Associa-
‘tion, has received informa-

ition that the Board of Dir-.

ectors of the Federal Land
Bank of Houston has autho-
rized the lowering of the in-
terest rate to 4 percent on
all Federal Land Bank
loans, made through nation-
al farm loan associations
that now bear interest rate
at above 4 percent per an-
num, effective July 1, 1944.

This reduction in the con-
tract rate of interest will ef-
fect about 80 percent of the
Land Bank borrowers in
this area, according to Mr.
Prugel. Prior to 1985, he
said, loans were closed at
4 1/4 to 6 percent, depend-
ing upon the cost of money
in the bond markets at that
time. All Land Bank Loans
have been made at a con-
tract rate of 4 percent since
March 1935,

“The action of the Board
of Directors of the bank in
effect guarantees that the
rate will not go higher than
4 percent for the life of the
loan,” Mr. Prugel said. ‘“This
voluntary reduction of the
contract rate of interest is
made possible by the
cessful operation of the
Land Bank System of coop-
erative credit which is de-
signed to make available
necessary farm credit at low
rates and on long terms.”

Now, the time
is at hand when we are ask-
ing that you rally to our call
and bring in all of those tin
cans that you have been
hoarding all ©of these
months. The local “dump-
ing ground” for tin Gans has
been designated as the lot
just South-west of the High
School Building. Let’s see
how high we can make that
pile go by Oct. 22,

It is not necessary to re-
move the wrappers, flatten
the cans. We want your
cans so long as they are
nearly free of foreign mat-
ter.

The copper situation in
this county is serious. The
base of every shell is copper.
We need additional tele-
.graphic and telephone lines
on the front which are made
of copper. Tin cans collect-
ed in this section of Texas
are prepared for shredding
material for use in precipi-
tation mining of copper.
