Record percentage of seniors pass

AUSTIN - Ninety-eight per-
cent of Texas’ class of 2000 passed
all sections of the mandatory Tex-
as Assessment of Academic Skills
before the end of the school year.

The 98-percent passing rate is
a record for the exit-level test, Tex-
as Commissioner of Education Jim
Nelson said last week.

“I’'m pleased to see that these
seniors stuck with it and passed the
exit-level TAAS,” Nelson said. “1
congratulate them on their suc-
cess, and I thank them for giving
us another reason that we can be
proud of our educational system
here in Texas.”

Jim Hogg State Historical Park

Jim Hogg was the first native-
born Governor of Texas. ’This park
is his birthplace,” says John Gar-
butt, Superintendent of the Jim
Hogg State Park northeast of Rusk.
“One can come here and enjoy the
serenity and beauty of East Texas
in a microcosm, walking our beau-
tiful trail system, especially in the
spring and fall. We have the Hogg
family cemetery here and we also
have a replica of the home where
Governor James Stephen Hogg
was born on March 24, 1851.”

Mr. Garbutt has great respect
for Governor Hogg. “At the age of
16 he began working at our local
newspaper here. It was known then
as the Texas Observer. Today it’s
known as the Cherokeean Herald,
which is the oldest continually
owned and operated weekly news-
paper in the state.

"Jim Hogg started working as
a go-for, doing this, that and other
things, then learned how to be a
printer. By the age of twenty he
owned his own newspaper in Long-
view and urged people to be active
and responsible citizens of their
communities. He stayed basically
in the newspaper business until
1875 when he passed the bar. He
wanted to practice law as his fa-
ther had done. His years as news-
paper person and lawyer propelled
him into the limelight and the pub-
lic grabbed hold of him and never
let go.”

Hogg was Governor from 1891
to 1895. He was Attorney General
four years before becoming Gov-
ernor. Hogg had a major impact on
Texas.

"I call him the father of educa-
tion in our state because he was
the one who established our free

public education system. He told
people that education means liber-
ty and success.”

Governor Hogg died in 1906 at
the age of 55. A few years prior to
his death he was involved in Spin-
dletop, the first oil field in Texas.
“He was the largest producer down
there and was very successful. He
later merged his oil business with
another one and created a new
company called The Texas Com-
pany, which sold gas under the
name Texaco.”

In 1941 Jim Hogg’s children, Ima
Hogg, Thomas Hogg and Mike
Hogg presented the Hogg home-
place to the city of Rusk, which
turned over the deed to the Texas
Parks Board. The area was origi-
nally settled in 1839 by Hogg’s par-
ents, Lucanda and Joseph Hogg.
Part of the family estate had to be
sold to pay taxes and buy food,
clothing and books while Jim and his
brother Thomas were studying law
and earning an income as farmers.

Jim Hogg was heavily in debt
when he stepped down as Gover-
nor, but built a sizable fortune by
the time of his death. He insisted
that his children take a worthy in-
terest in individual and public wel-
fare as evidenced by the number
of gifts to universities, cities and
cultural entities around the state.

Hogg brought railroad shops
and headquarters to Texas, estab-
lished the Railroad commission and
brought about the alien land law
which prevented foreign corpora-
tions from owning land in Texas.
He also established the state ar-
chives to preserve historic materi-
als. While governor he traveled the
country explaining the benefits of
doing business in Texas.
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There is no limit on the number
of times students who do not re-
ceive dipolmas can retake the test,
and students can continue retak-
ing it even if they are no longer in
school.

Lawyers Return Overcharges
Trial lawyers have returned
$6.8 million in overcharges for ex-
penses in the state’s 1996 lawsuit
against tobacco companies, Attor-
ney General John Cornyn an-
nounced earlier the month.

In November 1999, Cornyn
forced the team of trial lawyers to
drop a $2.3 billion attorneys’ fee
claim. The lawyers were hired by
Cornyn’s predecessor, Dan Mo-
rales, to represent the state in the
action against the tobacco compa-
nies.

ing landfill usage during May. A
total of 1,387,500 pounds was re-
ceived. This amounts to a total of
22.38 tons per day in the two land-
fills. Of this total, 77% produced
revenue for the city. Eighteen per-
cent of the total comes from resi-
dents of the city, county residents
account for one percent disposed
while four percent is classified as
“Type IV” waste, consisting prima-
rily of brush, lumber and other con-
struction and demolition.debris. In
addition, Mankin reported that an
agreement had been reached and
was under consideration by the city
council of Rocksprings to transport
their waste to the Eldorado landfill
atarate of $32.50 per ton for “Type
I” waste and $20.00 per ton for
“Type IV.” Upon a motion by Toni
Sudduth, seconded by Richard
Mendez, the proposed agreement
with Rocksprings was agreed to.
A map was displayed in city
hall demonstrating the pavement
patching plan in operation at the
present time. Mankin informed the
council that the program began on
‘South Main Street and continued
northward through the central part
of the city. As the program
progresses crossing avenues are to
be repaired. Mankin declared that
these central streets are those in
most common use by the citizens
are were chosen for repair first
because of their common usage.
The patching program will contin-
ue with first priority to patching

holes in the center of the streets.
Once the larger potholes are re-
paired, crumbling street edges
would be targeted, Mankin ex-
plained.

Mankin noted, however, that
some streets were in such a state
of disrepair that they would be slat-
ed for complete renovation. A
large part of the funding for this
operation is being generated from
funds produced by the landﬁll op-
eration.

A brief report was given re-
garding the progress of the water,
improvement project ongoing in the
western section of town. Mankin
stated that the contractor was get-
ting better at locating and excavat-
ing alongside existing city service
lines and that breaks in service
were becoming rarer. The project
is on schedule and proceeding un-
der cost allowing for the previous-
ly reported six-inch water main
addition to proceed.

Three instances of: dumpsters
having been set on fire were also
reported. Mankin reminded the
council that a previous council had
passed an ordinance allowing a re-
ward of $250.00 to individuals re-
porting such activity to the city upon
the arrest and conviction of those
responsible for such activity.

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Community. But, a drought was
settling in and the Shaws leased the
farm and moved to Eldorado in
1946.

They operated the ice house for
a time and later the Gulf Station on
Main Street by Cameron Lumber
Yard. When the new Gulf Station
opened on Robinson’s Corner
(where Eldorado Pharmacy stands
today) Mr. Shaw became the op-
erator until he sold it to Mr. Ervin
Mund in September 1951. C.N. ran
for Sheriff and Tax Assessor/Col-
lector in 1951 losing the race to the
incumbent, E.H. (Greasy ) Swe-
att. At the time of the election, C.N.
was working for a pipeline compa-
ny.

The Shaws purchased the
Keno’s Motel in 1963 from Mrs.
Ogden after they had sold their

Bailey Ranch farm to T.C. Mea-
dor. Mr. Keno Ogden built the 12-
unit motel in 1951, on the property
once occupied by a two-story build-
ing owned by Kate E. Robinson.
That building had burned in 1950.
Mr. Ogden passed away on Janu-
ary 23, 1963 and the Shaws pur-
chased the motel from his widow
in March of that same year..
Keno’s Motel was then mod-
ernized with carpet, televisions,
telephones and new units and re-
named Shaw’s Motel. Just over
two years later, C.N. Shaw passed
away in his home on August 31,
1965. He died of lung cancer.
Between the years of 1965 and
1972 Edith managed the motel by
herself. Then, her sister Christine
Hodges came from Stanton to live
with her. Christine’s husband, who
worked for the Soil & Water Con-
