Movement of Texas
Cotton is Cleared by
Federal Court Action

The apparent tie-up last week
of the movement of Texas cot-
ton has now been cleared
through the action of the Federal
Court at Houston.

According to F. E. Lichte,
senior administrative assistant of
AAA at College, Station, a ginner
may now be issued bale tags and
certificates of Lavomé by submit-
ting the regular “G. T. form 101,
Application of Gmner for Bdle
lags, Certificates of Tagging,
and Lien Cards.”

The ginner must also submit
an affidavit that he agrees to
comply fully with
of the Cotton Act and administra-
tive dealings, with respect to ac-
counting for all bale tags and

1lien cards, the keeping of records,

rendering monthly returns, and
agreeing to pay tax due on the
ginning of cotton.

The affidavit must be _signed
and properly acknowledged by
the owner or owners of the gin.

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DAVIS SPEAKS ON
COTTON PROGRAM

Speaking at the 16th Delta
Day celebration at - Stoneville,
Mississippi, on August 13, Ches-
ter Davis, AAA Administrator,
Jointed out that. economic sec-
ionalism and internationalism
both affect the South’s great
crop, cotton.

“Consequently,” Davis said,

He continued, ,“There are cer-

who would, naturally, serve their
own interests even about the in-
terests of other groups who are
much important to the national
economy. Let us keep these
eal fundamentals in sight, what-
ever hearings are drawn across
Dur path:. There are two of
these fundamentals that are
rarticularly important.

“One of. these fundamental
factors is #he vital matter of in-
come to the cotton producer
‘himself. Too often in these in-
volved discussions of internation-

lal trade an@sexport balances the

cotton producers themselves are
the millions of forgotten men.
These must not be forgotten, not
only because of their sheer num-
erical preponderance over groups
that are much smaller though
often noisier, but because of the
greater effect of their prosprity
or proverty on the nation as a
whole. That is the important
group, these millions of cotfon
producers. They have a larger
investment in the cotton industry
than any other group. They and
their families are the most de-
pendent upon it; they would be
he most lost without it.

tions for domestic uses. The
law reads:

Article 1104. No person, firm
association of persons, or cor-

tillate, or other prodacts of petro-
leum, -to be used for

other domestic purposes
such that it will not flash at a
temperature less than 112 de-
grees fahrenheight, according to
the United States close testing
cup method of the United States
Bureau of mines.

The effect this law will have

on the sales of Gasoline for do-
mestic use will be far reaching in
this state. Oil companies are ad-
vising their representatives to
‘discontinue the sale of these pro-
iducts until further notice.
! The bill carries a penalty of a
(fine not less than $25.00 nor
'more than $200.00 for each of-
fense.

SPEED TAKES MORE GAS

We heard of a motorist who
when he suddenly discovered his
gasoline was very low, speeded
up so as to get to the next filling
station before the gas gave out. |
Of course, he should have known
that to get the most milage out
of a given amount of gas one
must not drive faster than about
20 miles an hour.

Many tests have been made fo
determine the rate of gasoline
consumption at various speeds,
and these tests have invariably
shown that the faster one drives
the greater the consumption per
mile. A typical illustration is
given by the bureau of standards,
taking a car that gets 18.9 miles
per gallon at a speed of 20 miles
per hour.
