Does Civic Pride Pay Dividends?

Yes, it certainly does.
Most communities grow like 

Topsy. The narrow winding 
winding cowpaths become lanes, 
and the lanes, still winding, be­
come streets. Buildings crowd 
onto them as close to each other 
as possible. And the heritage 
has continued in thousands, of 
places— with no estimate of the 
economic loss from following 
blind precedent. Continued 
growth is haphazard^ However, 
an adequate plan could be made 
in the development of necessary 
public improvements.

What can Eldorado do toward 
making a plan? What group, or 
individual will start promoting a 
plan?

Why not an educational cam­
paign, by civic leaders, giving 
i: ideas about the subject.

We suggest one idea here: It 
is the question of zoning. One of 
the sorriest sights to see in many 
small cornmuniites is a row of 
gas filling stations and hot dog 
stands in an otherwise residential 
section. Proper zoning would pre­
vent such encroachments and 
conserve an individual invest­
ment in his home. At the same 
time it would keep the gas sta­
tions and hot dog stands in their 
proper place in the business sec­
tion.

And after the zoning is effec­
tive, here comes a building ordin­
ance for the density and construc­
tion requirements of buildings,
[and lastly sanitary regulations 
• it mean something.

„!hne will say that Eldorado is 
| small for these regulations.
| ?Ve think that it will bring fin­
ancial reward, as well as make 
Eldorado an ideal place in which 
to work and live.

It is easier to make these regu­
la to r  now than later

The hostess for whom enter­
taining was out of the question 
during the hot summer months 
eagerly awaits the cooler fall 
weather as a chance to invite 
friends for an evening of enjoy­
ment without herself becoming- 
exhausted in the preparation. For 
fall entertaining, especially if 
there is a large number of guests 
invited, a buffet lunch or supper 
is nice for both guest and hostess, 
since each guest helps himself, 
thus eliminating all need for ser­
vice.

Have pork and ham ground

R, C. CAMPAIGNS TO 
PREVENT ACCIDENTS

Program Inaugurated in Local 
Chapters to Cut Down Farm 

and Home Accidents

The American Red Cross has launched 
a nation-wide campaign to eliminate 
hazards in the home and on the farm 
that now take an annual toll of nearly 
35,000 lives, according to a recent state­
ment by James L. Fieser, vice chairman 
in charge of domestic operations.

“Every Red Cross chapter is being 
asked to play a part in this -campaign,” 
Mr. Fieser said, “Hazards in the vari­
ous communities will be pointed out. 
The children in our schools through­
out the country will be given a list of 
the home hazards and askc*l to enroll 
parents or relatives in the fight against 
them."

Nearly five million men, women, and 
children were temporarily disabled in 
the homes of America last year by ac­
cidents, officials of the National Safety 
Council have revealed. Most of the ac­
cidents in which persons were killed 
and injured could have been prevented, 
according to this safety agency, this 
fact alone largely motivating the Red 
Cross drive for accident elimination.

Active cooperation of social, civic, 
educational, veterans’, and other groups 
has been secured. Red Cross inspection 
forms or home check lists will be dis­
tributed to homes where there are no 
children with the help of these or­
ganizations.

Due to inaccessibility and lack of 
compensation coverage, little or no 
pioneering has been done in the field 
of farm safety, the Red Cross stales. 
However, more people were accidental­
ly killed in agricultural pursuits last 
year than in any other occupation, mak­
ing the need for safety education and 
farm home inspection apparent.

Other agencies now active in the ac­
cident-prevention field point to the fact 
that, because of its nearly 13,000 chap­
ters and branches, the Red Cross has 
a unique opportunity to successfully 
promote a project of this nature.

Home accidents injure many more 
than do automobile accidents; they kill 
nearly as many, claiming an average 
of about 80 lives daily. In terms of dol­
lars and cents, for the practical minded, 
home accidents cost more than $1,000 
per minute.

Accidents of all types are Public 
Enemy No. 4. Only three diseases cause 
as many deaths each year, heart disease, 
cancer, and cerebral hemorrhage.

“The home is not the place of safety 
it Is commonly supposed to be,” said 
Mr Fieser in commenting on the new 
Red Cross service to the community 
“The Red Cross, as a part of its char 
tered obligation to prevent death and 
alleviate suffering, is conducting this 
humanitarian program to cut down the 
mounting toll of avoidable personal in 
Jury and death in the homes of the 
country.”

The annual Red Cross roll call, run­
ning from Armmtice Day to Thanks­
giving Day, is one of the means of 
backing such a campaign. Ail citizens 
of the United States are offered the op­
portunity to join and assist in the work 
of the organization.

Texas Democrats Are 
Against The Negros 
Being In Conventions
The Election managers Asso­

ciation of Texas has been grant­
ed a charter by the Secretary ot 
State. The aims and purposes of 
the organization of the county 
and precinct chairmen of the 
Sernocratic Party are to keep 
the Democratic Party white, sim­
plify the Texas election laws and 
make it possible to hold elections 
upon the highest plane of effici­
ency. Incorporators of the new 
political and educational organ­
ization include Allen S. Shepherd 
of Houston, militant member of 
the Harris County Democratic 
Executive Committee, who has 
played an important part in legal­
ly preventing negroes from par­
ticipating in Democratic elections 
and conventions in Texas. Mur­
rell Buckner of Dallas, Hugh 
Small of Fort Worth and J. B. 
Lubbock of Houston, all chair 
men of the regular Democratic 
organization in their respective 
counties, joined Shepherd in ap­
plying for the State Charter. Oth­
er charter members of the Elec­
tion Managers Association in­
clude Dr. L. Butler of Dallas, 
Edward C. Schwille of San An- 
onio and H. D. Mahaffey of Aus­
tin. The Association’s member­
ship is made up of Democratic 
county and precinct chairmen, 
election judges, clerks and other 
election officials throughout the 
257 counties of the State.

After obtaining a State Charter 
the first official act of Mr. Shep­
herd, originator of the organiza­
tion idea, was to appear before 
committees of the Senate and 
House of the Texas Legislature to 
enlist the support of that body in 
carrying out the aims and purpos­
es of the election officials organi­
zation. The Legislature respond­
ed by unanimously adopting a 
concurrent resolution embodying 
the following principles:

Only white Democrats to par­
ticipate in Democratic conven­
tions and primary elections^

Promulgation of ruies and reg­
ulations by national democratic 
convention that no negroes shall 
be seated in the national demo­
cratic convention of 1936.

If negroes are to be seated in 
the national convention that said 
convention be not held in any 
Southern state.

State headquarters of the 
Texas Election Managers Associ­
ation have been established in 
Houston under the direction of 
Mr. Shepherd, 5l6 Kirby Build­
ing.
