Wc 
were winding around the moun­
tains, first one way then another 
when one of them asked which 
way the water was running. “Any 
fool ought to know that,” we re­
plied, ‘‘it’s running down hill in 
the same direction we’re going.”

were growing in those moun­
tains. It was all kinda young, 
and try as we might, we couldn’t 
find any cigars or cigarettes 
growing on those stalks

While in North Carolina we 
made our headquarters at Shelby, 
and visited the surrounding coun­
try. We were carried through a 
textile mill, and there we saw 
cotton, wool and rayon as it was 
being woven into various and 
sundry kinds of cloth. This' Was 
so interesting that we decided to 
mjake the textile industry our pet 
hobby when our heavily laden 
ship comes in, but we’re serving 
notice on Mr. Lewis and his CIO 
that we don’t want any meddling 
with our hobby

At Hickory, N. C., we were 
taken through a hosiery mill, or 
“sock farmf’ as we called it. 
There we saw enough socks for 
every person in Schleicher coun­
ty to put on a clean pair every­
day from here on out. It seemed 
that this industry would also 
make an interesting pasttime, but 
folks who mess around a “sock 
farm” call it real work.

These and many other inter­
esting things we saw before be­
ginning our homeward journey 
last Saturday morning. On our 
return we saw palm1 trees, bana­
na trees, and many other kinds 
of .trees growing. We traveled 
some forty or fifty miles, along 
the coast and looked far,, far oui 
into the ocean. It was our first 
view of the “big pond” and we 
were quick in deciding that it was 
considerably larger than Schlei­
cher county’s biggest lake

At New Orleans we dicided to 
cross the Huey m. Long bridge, 
even though it took us off ou'r 
course. We drove over the 
bridge,- then' turned around and 
came back over; thence on to 
Baton Rouge, where we crossed 

-the Mississippi River for the 
fourth time, this time on a -ferry 
boat. We viewed Louisiana’s

great capitol and stood for a 
while at the grave of Huey P. 
Long, where fresh flowers are 
placed each morning by the lad­
ies clubs of Baton Rouge.

When we crossed the Sabine 
River, near Beaumont, we began 
to feel like we were really in the 
United States again! We were 
anxious, to get back to the besti 
county in Texas to spend the 
days and months until time for 
another vacation.

Austin, Texas, June —“No 
elaborate equipment is needed to 
save a life from drowning,” is 
the opinion of Dr. Geo. W. Cox, 
State Health Officer. “ In fact, 
actual harm has been done by the 
misuse of so-called lung motors. 
Modern resustication apparatus 
has been perfected so that oxygen 
and carbon dioxide can be used 
withoue inflicting more damage 
to cases of asphyxiation and 
drowning. It is tragic enough to 
have a drowning accident, but it 
is far more tragic if no one pre­
sent at the time knows how to 
save a life by artificial respira­
tion is of primary importance,

• and for this purpose the prone 
pressure method is the easiest, 
simplest and most effective. This 
should begin at once and contin­
ue rhythmically until natural 
breathing is established— this 
may take four or more hours. 
Procedure:

First: Kneel, and straddle the 
patient below the hips placing 
hands on small of the back with 
fingers over the lowest ribs, tips 
of fingers just out of sight.

Second: With arms straight, 
while counting one, two, swing 
forward bearing weight on boay 
firmly but not violently.

Third: Swing backward while 
counting one, straightening up [ 
and thus relieving pressure—  this 
allows air to be drawn into the 
lungs.

Fourth: Rest in this position 
for two counts.

Fifth: Repeat these move­

ments rhythmically, forward and 
backward, without interruption, 
about twelve to fifteen a minute, 
until natural breathing is restor­
ed.

Sixth: Meanwhile, if assistance 
is at hand, a physician should be 
sent for, the patient’s tight cloth­
ing should be lossened, at neck, 
chest waist, and he should be 
kept warm.

The patient should not be 
moved until he is breathing nor­
mally and then should not be 
allowed to get up but should be 
carried in a lying position to a 
place where he can be kept 
warm and receive miedical atten­
tion.

Third term talk in behalf of 

Allred was revived here this 
week-end with publication of a 
series of stories, obviously inspir­
ed, in which Sec. of State Ed 
Clark, close political adviser of 
the governor thruout his public 
career, broadly hinted the gover­
nor was under considerable pres­
sure from those who approve his 
action on race repeal and send­
ing rangers to the Fort Worth 
strike area, to run again.

run. Letters and resolutions 
from the church and moral ele­
ment of voters, and from those 
unsympathetic with the use of 
violence in strikes, have been 
coming to Allred in large num­
bers, and have encouraged him.

MRS. WEST AWARDED 
FIRST PRIZE FOR BEST 

YEAR AROUND WORK

Mrs. Palmer West, the Ward­
robe demonstrator of the Eldora­
do H. D. Club, was awarded first 
prize for the best year around 
work on records and storage in 
the Wardrobe dentonstration. 
Mrs. West has been active for 
several years in the clothing 
demonstration; but she felt, 
when she took the dem. that she 
was not as good a seamstress as 
she would like to have been. She 
lacked the confidence in herself 
that she needed to help others 
with their patterns. ?

The storage space that Mrs. 
West planned to improve was In 
need of some work. She had a 
curtain across one corner of the 
room and she kept just about 
any clothes that she did not use 
in this place. A local lumber com­
pany invited Mrs. West to serve 
as hostess when they held a wall- 
paper and paint show. She was 
paid five dollars for her work and 
she applied this on her mateial 
that she was going to use for her 
work. Mrs. West’s name was 
drawn and she was awarded wall­
paper for any room in her house 
and she selected it for the room 
where she was going to put her 
new closet.

The closet is 8x31/2x2 feet. 
It has three removable shelves 
across one end; a top space for 
storing quilts, luggage, and out 
of season things, On the door, 
she has a shoe, hat, and tie rack 
which measures 60x20' inches. 
The rod for hanging clothes is an 
old iron rod cut to fit and can be 
rempved easily. The inside of

the closet is papered to match 
the room and the woodwork is 
varnished. Mrs. West added eight 
trouser and shirt hangers at a 
cost of forty cents. The mater­
ial for the closet cost $7.65.

Mrs. West began her work as 
demonstrator by taking a com­
plete invetory of her clothes anu 
of her husband’s clothes. She 
next put all of the clothes that 
she could in good shape. Then, 
she made a plan ^of the clothea 
that she would buy for the year. 
Then, as she bought her thongs, 
she kept up a purchase account. 
She found that her total cost of 
clothing was $5 .35 and her 
husband’s cost $59.63. The total 
amount spent was $123.63, 
counting the expense of th clos­
et and the clothing.

In addition, Mrs. West has 
given a machine clinic dem. at a 
club meeting; a demonstration on 
children’s clothes. She has made 
one dress for a non club mem­
ber; a satin coat; 7 dresses— 5 
of new material and 2 of old; 3 

j pairs of trousers; one pair of pa­
jamas; and one slip for her neice. 
She has assisted 3 non club mem­
bers with cutting and fitting 
dresses one of them out of the 
county. She helped two 4H club 
girls with dresses; gave sugges­
tions to a wardrobe dem. on im­
proving a collar; covered a buck­
le, made bound buttonholes, and 
pinked seams on - a dress for a 
nonclub member. Four founda­
tion patterns were checked for 
wardrobe demonstrators; seven 
new patterns and a waist pattern 
were made for five non-club 
members and three club mem­
bers. One pattern was made for 
a Mexican girl and Mrs. West 
feels that she will make good use 
of her pattern since she has a

limited amount of money to 
spend. She assisted a demonstra­
tor in taking inventories ana 
making plans.

Sixteen garments have been 
made either by the foundation 
pattern or checked by the pat­
tern. She made nine dresses; a 
suit from one. of her husband’s; 
a pair of pajamas; one slip; a 
house coat; a blouse; and a dress 
from an old evening dress.

To quote Mrs. West, “ I feel 
that. 1 have profited greatly from 
my experience as a wardrobe 
demonstrator. I have learned the 
use of the foundation pattern in 
developing ‘self personality’; in 
cutting garments from it. Not 
only have I kept a record of our 
clothing expenditures, but I have 
kept a record of money spent on 
gifts for other people. 1 have 
made a scrap book of all the gar­
ments 1 have made and the mat­
erial used. 1 feel that at the end 
of the year, that I can account 
for the use of the money we have 
spent instead of wondering where 
it has gone.”

The results of numerous nat­
ional surveys show that more 
than eighteen million people in 
the United States are owners of 
corporate stocks, debentures, 
municipal bonds or other forms 
of securities. We are, in fact the 
greatest nation of investors on 
the face of the earth. Placed up­
on various estimates, it is safe to 
say that more than one million 
people in the State of Texas 
come within the category of se­
curities investor. One need not 
look very far to see some of the 
results brought about by this 
tremendous pooling of capital. 
The system has provided not on­
ly a means of making money by 
investing money, but it has 
brought about the empolyment 
of hundreds of thousands of lab­
orers and skilled workers, and 
has made of America the world’s 
greatest industrial country. This 
growth of corporate enterprise 
and joint use of capital has creat­
ed an economic system that af­
fects the daily lives of each and 
all of us.
