For Payment

Commissioners Ask Payment Of Delinquent Taxes

The court has set January 31, |
1938, a8 the deadline date for'
paying of delinquent taxes and
stated that they desired that all
taxes which are delinquent be
paid on or before that date.

Sheriff O. E. Conner reported
to the court that his oft.ce had
collected more delinqueni Taxes
this year than during any yeas
since he has held this office.
“But”, he added, ‘“there are quite
a lot of delinquent taxes on the
tax collector’s rolls which should

be paid.”

Notice 1is being run in this]
week’s Success to the effect that
all delinguent taxes not paid by
January 31, 1938, will be turned
over to a collecting agency for
collection. Since citizens of thz
county as a whole are getting
back in pretty fair shape, it is the
opinion of the Commissioners
Court that a large majority of
those owing delinquent taxes
should be able to pay them.

Extension Service
Making Experiments
With Bitterweed

The following is a sumamry of
experimental data on bitterweed
as found by the Experiment Sta-
tion of A. & M. College:

1. The feeding tests of the
fresh. green seedling bitterweed,
growing during a normal year,
demonstrated that the minimum
lethal dose for healthy sheep is
approximately 1.3 = per cent of
the body weight of the animal
when fed as a single dose. A feed-
ing showed that the minimum
lethal dose under such conditions
is much lower. approaching .3
per cent of the animal’s body
weight. :

2. Feeding
weed of different ages,. three to
seven months, indicate that there
is some increase in toxicity as the
weed matures.  Since there is
considerable variation in the sus-
ceptibility of different sheep to
the weed, however, it is difficult
to measure such. increase.

3. The state nutrition in heal-
thy yearling sheep apparently
has little, if any, affect -on:the
animal’s susceptibility - to-bittec-
weed poisoning.  Animals on
both fattening and on less:than
maintenance rations succumbed
to poisoning after ingesting a-
bout the same amounts of the
weed.

4. The poisons resulting from
eating' bitterweed is cumulative
in type. .There is a definite cor-
relation between the amount of
weed and at the time-of the ap-
pearance of symptoms. A

CRAZY TRAILER LAWS

Feople who trave! and live in
trailers are  complaining
about the laws under which they
must operate their homes on
wheels, and with goeod ' reason.
No two states of the Union have
the same laws dealing with trail-
ers, a recent report of a confer-
ence of highway users discloses.
If a trailer traveler' were to
visit all of the 48 states his vehi-
cle would eventually have as
many lights as a Christmas tree,
one speaker declared. Red, blue
green, crystal, amber yellow and
white lights in various numbers
and combinations are demanded
by conflicting statutes. In some
states trailers must display as
many as 10 lights.

Height limits range from 11
feet in Oregon to the sky in four
states. Length limits for auto-
mobile and trailer combined
range from 30 to 85 feet. Reg-
istration and license fees vary
greatly.

Recommendations for uniform
provisions have been . made by
motorosts’ associations, but pro-
gress in that direction is slow
Perhaps if trailer owners organ-
ize and holler loudly enough
something may be done about it.
