Two Varieties Of
- Clover To Be Planted
In Schleicher County

Two varieties of clover, Hubam
and Yellow Annual, will be plant-
ed this fall on 12 different farms
in Schleicher county part of the
Eldorado Divide Soil Conservation
District. These plantings will be
made on an expermental basis by
farmers who are interested in
finding a soil building legume that
will do well in this district.

B. E. Moore, district supervisor,
received 1025 pounds of clover
seed this week for the following
cooperators: M. J. Wade, W. G.
Powell, Luke Stephens, J. F.
Runge, Truett Stanford, Joe B.
Edens, John Williams, L. E. Lloyd,
F. B. Gunn, B. T. Williams, B. E.
Moore and J. E. Spencer.

The soil building properties of
the different clovers have long
been recognized. A good crop of
clover will add to the soil approxi-
mately 200 pounds of nitrogen per
acre by extracting it from the air
and storing it in the roots of the
plant. It is also an excellent me-
dium for adding humus to the
soil since it makes a good growth
and decays rapidly. This humus
improves the mulchy condition of
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the soil and increases the rate and
amount of water intake.

Several different methods of
seeding will be followed including:
overseeding of small grain, pref-
erably oats; drilling alone; and
planting in rows. It is hoped that
these plantings will solve the le-
gume problem for this section of

Texas. i

A new type of sudan grass,
““dwarf perennial sudan”, planted
by Luke Stephens in the Reynolds
community is approaching the
seed harvest stage. The sudan
stood the summer drouth in fine
shape, and if it can stand the
Schleicher county winter, it prom-
ises to be a very desirable new
Crop. i

The seed were developed from
seed secured from the Experiment
Station in South ‘Rhodesia, Africa.
The original plants averaged 11
feet tall, while the *“dwarf type”
grows from 3 to 7 feet tall, de-
pending upon moisture condition.
The planting on the Luke Steph-
ens farm is very leafy, and has
suckered out better than the reg-
ular sudan.

The perennial sudan has with-
stood temperatures of 15 degrees
above zero, and it is not known

how much lower temperature it
will stand. The plant does 'nov
grow through the winter, but
comes from the roots in the spring

~
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like many of our pasture grasses.
It does not make underground
roots like Johnson grass.

If the plant can withstand the
winter, it should produce grazing
by April 1 to 15 which is about
two months earlier than our regu-
lar sudan. At this time of the year
supplemental grazing is badly

~needed to allow native pasture

grasses to get a good start.

Luke plans to harvest the two
acres of sudan with a binder and
thresher, and all seed above his
needs will be sold to other farm-

ers. The Soil Conservation Service |

furnished the seed to the Eldorado
Divide District Supervisors for
trial planting.

How much should your baby
weigh?

A newborn baby may weigh any-
where -from 5% to 11 pounds and
still beé a normal, healthy baby. For
the first few weeks it will be im-
portant to know whether or not he
is gaining every week. After the
first -ten days he should gain at
least four -ounces a week, perhaps
as'much as eight ounces. The im-
portant thing is for him to make

regilar gains, rather than that he ]

should weigh any given number of
pounds and ounces.

Usually a baby doubles his weight
by five months of age, but some
babiessachieve that gain at four
months. The modern well-fed and
well-cared-for baby triples his birth

~-weight before one year. Babies vary

considerably in their rate of
growth. A small baby may gain
more rapidly than a baby above av-
erage weight at birth,

Do not be concerned about what
some other baby of the same age
may-weigh. Your baby 1s normal if
he gains regularly, about 4 to 6 or
even 8 ounces a week for the first
six months, and from 3 to 6 ounces
a week after six months.
Sometime in the second or third
year, he may slow down the grow-
ing ‘process and not gain weight as
rapidly. The amount of food he eats
will vary with his rate of growth
and bodily needs.

Modern babies are given foods
other than milk much earlier than
were-their mothers. Orange juice,
or other source of vitamin C, and
cod liver oil, or another form of
vitamin D, are both added to baby’s
menu in the first two weeks.
Ceregls are usually started somie-
time between three and four
months. There are special baby
cereals,  thoroughly cooked and
strained and dried, so that when
milk is added, they have a fine
creamy consistency suitable for the
sensitive digestive tract of a young
baby. The baby cereals are made
of wheat or oats and are fortified
with vitamins and minerals for ex-
tra values.

Orange Bread.
1 large orange 1 teaspoon vanilla
Hot water 1% cup white sugar
Raisins 2 cups flour

% cup nuts 115 teaspoons bak-
2 tablespoons short- ing powder

ening 15 teaspoon soda
2 eggs, beaten 14 teaspoon salt

Squeeze juice from orange and
add hot water to make 1 cup. Put
rind and pulp of orange through food
chopper and add raisins to make 1
cup. Combine liquid, fruit, nuts and
melted shortening. Add eggs and
flavoring. Add sifted dry ingredi-
ents in 3 portions. Mix only enough
to dampen flour. Bake in a mod-
erate oven (350-F.) from 50 to 60
minutes.

Buyer NEARLY five years
Beware pass. Joe Junior is four
years old. There have
been a lot of costly repairs, espe-
cially when the piano broke
through the living room floor.

The D’Oaks
family enters temporary quarters
and takes a loss of $3,000 plus.

The house is not paid for. Joe
signed instalment notes before he
moved in.

tration. Soon the FHA takes the
mortgage and tries to sell what
Joe couldn’t endure. Government’s
