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Annual REA Meeting Set For Monday
Biggest Lamb Sale 
In County’s History 
Scheduled Sept. 14

Saturday, August 19 
Is Designated Date 
for Annexation Vote

Much interest is being shown by 
residents of Schleicher County resi­
dents in the proposed annexation of 
Mayer 1 and 2, Adams, Cliff, Bailey 
and Kaffir common schools with 
the Eldorado Independent School, 
the purpose of annexation being *o 
provide better teachers and teach­
ing facilities and better equipment 
for the entire county.

Order for an annexation election 
has been posted in Schleicher’s vot­
ing boxes, the date to be August 19. 
The Election was called and the 
date set at a recent meeting of the 
County school board. If the election 
carries another election must be 
called to set a uniform tax rate.

Establishing of the new set-up 
would call for transportation facil­
ities. The new school district would 
provide money for transportation 
until the busses are available, which 
it is hoped will be soon.

Q’s and A’s ;
The following may explain the 

questions which are heard oftenest 
in regard to annexation:

Q. Who is eligible to vote in the 
Annexation Election?

A. Anyone in the county who has 
a poll tax or exemption.

Q. Will the tax rate be set at this 
election ?

A. No. A tax election will be 
called if this annexation election 
carries —  to set the uniform tax 
rate.

Q. What will be the property tax 
rate?

A. The tax rate is limited by law 
to a maximum of $1 per $100 val­
uation.

Q. What time will school open 
each morning?

A. This will be worked out by 
school officials to furnish a satis­
factory schedule.

Q. How will trustees for the new 
district be chosen?

A. The trustees of the Indepen­
dent district will remain in office 
to serve the new district until the 
first Saturday in April, when a new 
board will be elected by qualified 
voters from the district at large.

Q. What students are eligible to 
ride the bus?

A. All students living 2M> miles 
or more from schoool will be trans­
ported by bus.

Jimmie West, president, gave a 
report on the District Meeting and 
banquet held at Ballinger last Fri­
day evfening attended by five Lions 
and their wives from the Eldorado 
club.

Other visitors introduced includ­
ed Boyd Lovelace, WTU manager 
at Sonora, who extended an invita­
tion to the club to attend the Hill 
Country Firemen’s Convention at 
Sonora, Aug. 13; Judge George T. 
Wilson of San Angelo, who spoke

Opening of Schools 
Set For September 3

The Eldorado schools will open 
the first week in September, it is 
announced today by Supt. Reynolds.

Opening exercises will be Tues­
day morning, Sept. 3, followed by 
general registration. On Monday 
Sept. 2, there will be a faculty 
meeting for the purpose of instruc­
tion and explanation of duties, and 
this will be followed by high school 
registration Monday afternoon.

Two vacancies on the faculty 
have been filled, announces Supt. 
Reynolds. Dorothy Mae Maxfield of 
Aip, a May , 1946 graduate of 
Howard Payne College will teach 
Commercial. Mrs. Ernest Hill will 
return to teach mathematics in the

high school.
Remaining vacancies are girls’ 

physical ed, public school music, 
and Spanish.

Salaries, set by action of the 
board, who adopted a new salary 
schedule last April, are now as fol­
lows for the Eldorado Independent 
School District:

Degree, no experience, $1,450; 
$45 per year added for six years’ 
past experience, with $45 per year 
up to 10 years allowed; Master's 
degree, $200 additional. This sche­
dule is aimed to give the teacher an 
incentive to improve, and’ to attract 
well qualified instructors to Schlei­
cher County.

The annual meeting of the members 
of the Southwest Texas Electric Co-Op, 
will be held in the District Court Room in 
the Schleicher County Courthouse Mon­
day, registration to start at 4:00 p. m.

After the election and any other busi­
ness which may come up for discussion, 
there will be a free barbecue for members 
and their families at the courthouse. After 
the barbecue the group will go to the Mc­
Whorter building to see the display of 
electric appliances which will be open to 
members from 6:00 to 8:00 p. m. and to the 
general public from 8:00 to 11:00 p. m.

REVIVAL CONTINUES

ANOTHER GASSER 
IS BROUGHT IN 
AT J. I. KING’S

Outstanding oil development of 
the past week i6 bringing in o f a 
gasser, estimated to produce about 
7,000,000 cubic feet at a depth of 
3800, on the John Irvin King ranch, 
2 3-4 miles over the Schleicher 
County linl in Sutton County. 
Drilling will continue another 500 
or 600 feet in S. P. Roberts’ Drilling 
Company’s quest for oil.

The well is situated in Section 
26, Block K, GH and SH Railroad 
Company Survey. Of the four 
wells put down in this area within 
the past several years, a total of 
three have made gasses— one on 
the King Ranch, and two on George 
Allison land nearby.

Globe Oil and Refining Co. are 
re-acidizing Tom R. Henderson No. 
1, located 1% miles from Cooper 
No. 1 producer. The well is already 
a proved gasser, shut in for lack of 
outlet.

Koy No. 2 is going on toward 
contract depth of 6,000 feet, which 
may be reached within the coming 
few days.

Reports indicate that excellent 
oil showings at expected depths 
will be tested out, when contract 
drilling depth has been reached, 
and crews may have time to test 
out what seem to be pay forma­
tions.

DIAL EQUIPMENT 
EXPECTED SOON

Work of installing new dial eq­
uipment in the dial building, com­
pleted recently in Eldorado, may 
start in a week or two, reports 
Manager C C. McLaughlin, who 
further states that this work will 
require 60 to 90 days after material 
is on location.

Crew members from San Angelo 
have been working on moving ■ of 
a telephone line along the Mertzon 
road, widening of highway neces­
sitating moving back of the tele- 
pone poles. Another crew working 
last week in Schleicher County 
built a rural tapline in the east 
part of the county in the Hender- 
son-Koy locality.

No crews are at work here to­
day, but two are expected in S:hc 
leicher County next week.

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History of Local REA 
Since Its Organization

LT. MONTGOMERY 
RELATES STORY 
OF GERMAN TRIP

In a recent letter to her parents, 
Lt. Kathryn Montgomery related 
the story of visiting some interest­
ing points in Germany: a trip down 
the Rhine River on board the pala- 
cial yacht of Adolph Hitler; a visit 
tc the old university of Heidelberg; 
and a three day pass to Salzburg, 
Austria.

She said, “ I came down with two 
nurses from Wisconsin. We arrived 
at about eleven in the morning. 
One of the nurses had a Col. friend 
stationed in Salzburg, who met us 
at the train and took us to his home 
for breakfast. Then his chauffeur 
took us for a drive to see the city 
and brought us over here to Bereh- 
tesgaden. Being in luck we were 
billeted in the best hotel here, which 
is probably one of the nicest in 
Europe.

“ In the afternoon we went by 
bus up in the mountains to a big 
S. S. Camp and Hitler Youth Camp. 
Hitler’s and Goer mg’s homes were 
once here but everything was bomb­
ed flat. Then came the hair-raising 
jeep ride up the steep winding 
roads to the’ Eagle’s Nest, which 
was built on top o f a 5,900 foot 
mountain. The last 400 feet we went 
up by elevator. At the top is a ce­
ment and marble house, which Hit­
ler used to entertain guests and 
hold secret conferences. The French 
took all the furniture, but the build­
ing is intact. From this peak I 
could see Switzerland, Bavaria, 
Austria, and Germany. It is really 
lovely, but the height is appalling.

The jeep ride down was a nerve 
test. It was straight down, around 
hairpin curves, tunnels, etc. but our 
driver was good. This day ended 
with dinner at which we had ex­
cellent service and dancing.

“ Next morning we arose at 8:00 
and had breakfast. We were then 
driven up in’the mountains to Hein- 
terse Lake which is very lovely. 
We walked around the lake and 
came to a small village from which 
we climbed up a mountain to Wein- 
bach Canyon which, next to Carls­
bad Caverns, is the most beautiful 
piece of nature that I have ever 
seen. We walked through the can­
yon on footbridges. The waterfalls 
were about 500 feet high in places, 
falling right over the tops of moun­
tains to a river that roars ô loudly 
you can scarcely hear your own 
voice. It was gorgeous.

After a rest there this afternoon 
and another wonderful dinner we 
left for Salzburg in the evening and 
Frankfurt the next day.”

I Actual organization of the South- 
I west Texas Electric Co-Operative 
has represented years of work, not 

■ the least of which has been con- 
j tacting of potential users, who pro- 
. mised to become members, and 
l high ranking REA officials, who 
had authority to give the go-ahead 
signal. Those who know the inside 
story of the Southwest Texas Elec­
tric Co-Op admit that without the 
persistence of these early organi­
zers the tale might have had a 
far different ending.

The Southwest Texas Electric 
Co-Op was organized and charter­
ed in June 1941, by the following 
incorporators: E. C. Hill, P. K. 
McIntosh, F. B. Gunn, T. W. John­
son, W. R. Bearce, E. B. Willough­
by and J. Forrest Runge.

After many out of town trips 
made these men and meeting with 
REA officials on numerous occas­
ions, the REA agreed to make 
the loan necessary to build the 
lines, but before the loan could he 
made the war was on and every­
thing was stopped until 1944.

The members were again signed 
on the animal units they owned, 
and the applications were accepted 
and the loan made in December
1944. The office was set up and a 
manager secured in January, 1945.

Contract was let in February,
1945, to Taylor Construction Co., of 
Taylor, Texas, to erect 202 miles 
of line to serve 141 members and 
and amendment was added to the 
contract to add 44 miles of line to 
serve 52 more members, bringing 
the total mileage to 246, and the 
membership on these lines to 193.

In spite of shortages, which 
have delayed construction work at 
many points along the way, the 
first wire was strung in November, 
1945, and first lines energized 
January 5, 1946.

Jerry Pennington, West Texas 
Utility manager, whose company 
supplies current for REA, threw 
the switch which energized the 
first section. The first member who 
received current was Ernest Hill, 
who has had much part in promot­
ing REA here; second was L. T. 
Wilson; third, Jack Ratliff; and 
fourth, P. K. McIntosh with two 
meters.

By August 1, 1946, 188 miles of 
lines had been energized serving 
138 members, with several mem­
bers on the lines not connected on 
account of shortage of house wiring 
material. All poles are set that 
present contract calls for, but tho 
contractor can not get delivery on 
wire to finish the job on the re­
maining 58 miles.

The Cooperative has application 
on file in Washington, D. C., to 
build 253 additional miles of line 
to serve 168 members. Approval 
on this application is expected at 
an early date.

Because 
there is no Co-op in the State of 
Texas with fewer REA customers 
per mile, the Southwest Texas Elec­
tric Co-op will be watched with in­
terest by state officials, and may 
serve as a pattern for other areas 
presenting similar problems.

Study of a 1st of local REA users 
already receiving current reveals 
the fact that these names represent 
practically every type of rural es­
tablishment, from school house to 
ranch office, from ranch averaging 
100% native pasture to farm, al­
most 100% in cultivation.

Energizing has proceeded in 
spurts, as lines were gradually fin­
ished and houses wired for receiv­
ing current— and customers, in 
groups of from 2 to 50 users at 
a time, have celebrated the arrival 
of electricity, over a period of sev­
eral months.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLUTION

proposing an Amendment to Article 
16 of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas, by adding thereto Section 
62 providing a Retirement, Disabil­
ity and Death Compensation Fund 
for the appointive officers and em­
ployees of the State; limiting the 
amount contributed by the State to 
such Fund; providing for invest­
ment of Fund with certain excep­
tions; prohibiting recipients of 
benefits hereunder from receiving 
other direct aid from the State; 
authorizing counties to provide and 
administer such a Fund for ap­
pointive county officers and em­
ployees after favorable vote in a 
county election for such purpose; 
limiting the amount contributed by 
the county to such Fund; providing 
for investment of Fund with cer­
tain exceptions; prohibiting recipi­
ents of benefits from said Fund 
from receiving other direct aid 
from the State; and providing for 
an election, necessary form of bal­

State, qr in bonds issued by any 
agency of the United States Gov­
ernment, the payment of the prin­
cipal of and interest on which is 
guaranteed by the United States, 
provided that a sufficient amount 
o f said funds shall be Kept on hand 
to meet the immediate payment of 
the amount likely to become due 
each year out of said Fund, such 
amount of funds to be kept on hand 
to be determined by the agency 
which may be provided by law to 
administer said Fund; and provid­
ed that the recipients of benefits 
from said Fund shall not be eligible 
for any other pension retirement 
funds or direct aid from the State 
of Texas, unless the Fund, the cre­
ation of which is provided for here­
in, contributed by the State, is re­
leased to the State of Texas as a 
condition to receiving such other 
pension aid.

“ (b). Each county shall have the 
right to provide for and administer 
a Retirement, Disability and Death 
Compensation Fund for the appoin­
tive officers and employees of the 
county; provided same is authoriz­
ed by a majority vote of the quali­
fied voters of such county and after 
such election has been advertised 
by being published in at least one 
newspaper of general circulation in 
said county once each week for four 
consecutive weeks; provided that 
the amount contributed by the coun­
ty to such Fund shall equal the 
amount paid for the same purpose 
from the income of each such per­
son, and shall not exceed at any 
time five per centum (5% ) of the 
compensation paid to each such 
person by the county, and shall in 
no one year exceed the sum o f One 
Hundred and Eighty Dollars ($180) 
for any such person.

“All funds provided from the 
compensation of each such person, 
or by the county, for such Retire­
ment, Disability and Death Compen­

The foregoing Constitu­
tional Amendment shall be submit­
ted to a vote of the qualified voters 
of this State at an election to be 
held throughout the State in Nov­
ember, 1946, (being the 5th day 
thereof*) at which all ballots shall 
have printed thereon:
“FOR the Constitutional Amend­
ment authorizing the Legislature 
to provide a Retirement, Disability 
and Death Compensation System 
for the officers and employees of 
the State of Texas and authorizing 
counties to provide such system for 
the appointive officers and employ­
ees of the counties of the State of 
Texas,”  and

“ AGAINST the Constitutional
