IS SPEAKER AT
SUNDAY SERVICE

In observance of the 37th anniv-
ersary of the founding of the Boy
Scouts of America, a program at-
tended by the Boy Scouts and Girl
Scouts, with Field Executive Jack
Hodges of San Angelo, as principal
speaker, was held at the Methodist
Church Sunday morning at 11:00.

Miss Mae Ellington was pianist
for the program, and E. H. Top-
liffe introduced the mistress of
ceremonies, Mrs. J. F. Runge, and
welcomed the visitors—the Girl
Scouts, Boy Scouts and Brownies,
and relatives of the young people.

The program included songs,
Boy Scout oath, Brownie Promise,
Girl Scout Promise, history of
Scouting by Mrs. Runge, and
prayer by Archie Wright.

Jimmie Dell Williams and Letha
Mae Adams, members of the Brow-
nies, distributed the programs, and
John Thomas and Bubba Alexander
were ushers for the service.

Using 'as his theme “Steward-
ship of Service,” Jack Hodges
opened his address by highlighting
the history of Scouting. Stressing
the fact that the human element
is of great importance, he pointed
out Jesus’ addition of kindness
and gentleness to the old Hebrew
concept of a God of wrath. Using
Biblical references, he described
Jesus as physically. strong, devoted
to Joseph, and appreciative of the

_outdoors.
Stressing service as the Scout’s
" supreme task, Mr. Hodges :men-
tioned the debt which the member
owes to: his predecessors—a debt
which a youth can repay only
through well-planned stewardship
in service today, service which will
prepare the way for those who will
follow in his footsteps. The speaket
closed his addrress with the prayer
that “the Master of all Scouts will
be with us till we meet again.”
History of Scouting

The Scout movement originated
in England 39° years ago, Lord
Baden-Powell having founded the
organization in 1908. Because of
its appeal to youth, it spread rap-
idly fto other countries, and 11
1910 the first troops were organiz-
ed in the United States.

Local Troops

Nine years after its organization
in the United States, Scouting
reached Eldorado, with the organi-
zation of a local troop by Fred
Smith of Mertzon and Eldorado.
Other early day leaders were Whit-
ten, McCormick and Brooks.

The Scout Lodge, built in 1933
by public subscription, on a lgt
donated by the Townsite Co., is
still in use. The present leader of
the Eldorado troop is Billy Frark
Blaylock, veteran of World War
II, and proprietor of Blaylock
Saddle Shop. i

The Boy Scouts have the distine-
‘tion of being one of only three
groups chartered by C(_mg‘ressr, 1';he
others being the American Legion
and the Red Cross.

Girl Scouting is 35 years old. .It
was organized 12 years ago 1in
Eldorado by Miss Annie Herbert
and sponsored by the Self Culture
Club, and later by the PTA and
the Lions. The Girl Scout troops
are meeting in Methodist Church
Sunday school rooms.

Furnishings and equipment
will be added by the various organi-
zations using the center.

Schleicher County voted a $50,
000.00 bond issue for this .center
last year.

MANY CAs£S OF MUMPS
REPORTED IN THE STATE
Austin, Feb. 12—During the
past few weeks there has. been a
general increase in the incidence of
mumps throughout the State. There
have been 1750 cases reported since
January 1, compared with only 896
cases during the same period last
year, according to Dr. Geo. W. Cox,
state health officer. ;
Though mumps is one of the
common childhood diseases, serious
complications may develop, so chil-
dren should be projected as much
as possible from this disease. The
usual control procedures such as
avoidance of crowds, exclusion
from school of all cases or suspect-
ed cases and quarantine should be
followed. The family physician

a case occurs.

The most easily recognizable
characteristic symptom of mumps
is a painful swelling of the salivary
glands. Sometimes there is an in-
volvement of other portions of the
body causing disturbances in the
digestive, nervous, circulatory, apd
genito-urinary systems. The dis-
ease is usually accompanied by a
temperature rise which more often
than not is mild. :

The patient suffering fith this
disease should be isolated from
other members of the family im-
mediately upon the suspicion that
mumps exists, and the family phy-
sician should be called promptly,
Dr. Cox advises.

by the required two-thirds to sub-
mit a constitutional amendment tc
limit the tenure of the President
to two four-year terms. I voted for
the measure in the belief it is a
matter of such importance and of

question should be passed upon by
the state legislatures. The proposal
now goes to the Senate where, if
approved by a two-thirds vote of
the members present, it will be
submitted to the states. Our Con-
stitution requires that at least 3-
fourths of the states ratify the
amendment before it is adopted. If
the Senate concurs, this will be the
first Constitutional Amendment
submitted since I came to Congress
four years ago.

Wool Tariff — Last week I ap-
peared before the Committee on
Reciprocity Information and ex-
pressed my opposition to any re-
duction in the present tariff on
wool. These hearings have been
going on for several weeks and are
preliminary to negotiations for re-
ciprocal trade agreements with a
number of countries and deal with
a vast number of agricultural pro-
ducts, including wool.

In my testimony I pointed out
that certain segments of American
agriculture may suffer unjustjfi-
ably ‘from trade agreements that
fail to give adequate consideration
to the needs and rights of American
farmers.

At this time there is a world
stockpile of apparel wool of ap-
proximately five billion pounds. A
major portion of that is controlled
by a British state monopoly, which
can and does virtually control the |
market price the domestic growex
gets for his wool in this country.
The demestic grower is thereforei
at a decided disadvantage in com-
peting with the highly subsidized |
monopoly controlled stockpile.

Tariff serves as an equalizer de-
tween our own cost of production
and that of other countries. We'
compete with countries where labor
and other costs of production are
only about a third of our own and
where standards of living are much |
lower. It is the prosperity of our'
markets that enables us to be the
largest consumers of imported pro-
ducts and therefore the world’s best
customers of imported goods. We
should try to maintain that pros-
perous market by giving stability
and security to the wool industry.

If the present tariff rate of 34
cents per pound, scoured basis, is
lowered it will mean a correspond-
ing decrease in the price the pro-
ducer can normally expect to get
for the wool he produces. As it is,
foreign competitors can produce
wool, transport it, pay the tariff
and yet sell it on our markets at or
under our cost of production. It
was for these reasons that I urged
the Committee not to consider low-
ering the tariff rate but rather to
consider raising it a few cents.
While other agricultural products
get various forms of government
support, the wool grower gets no
government help—except for the
temporary ‘purchase program—
other than that which is afforded
by the tariff. It would be disastrous
to the domestic grower for it to be
' materially reduced.
