. Sugar Stamp No. 11
Is Good On April 1

The Office of Temporary Con-
trols announced last week that
spare stamp No. 11 in OPA family
ration books will become good
April 1 for 10 pounds of sugar.

Validation of the 10-pound stamp
will mark OPA’s change-over from
the five-pound ration procedure
for household users. The current
stamp, No. 63, good for five pounds,
will expire March 31.

Stamp No. 11 will be good thru
September 30, but OPA said a
second stamp good for 10 pounds
will be validated July 1, providing
sugar imports meet expectations.

OPA officials said it is possible
that still another 10 pounds bring-
ing the year’s total for household
users to 34, may be made available
September 30.

OPA emphasized that new
stamps being validated include su-
gar for both regular home and
canning use. No separate stamps
will be issued for canning. Last
year household users got 15 pounds
of sugar for regular use and 10
for home canning.

AT HALBERT SALE

A record breaking crowd, with
many Schleicherites in evidence, at-
tended the Polled Hereford auction
sale at the R. A. Halbert ranch in
Sutton County Monday. The sale,
believed by many to be the largest
of its kind in the U. S., brought a
top average for the 50 bulls and
females sold, of $1,759.

The average was said by Don
Chittendon, Des Moines, Iowa, sec-
retary of the American Polled Her-
eford Association, to be the second
highest average in the history of
the breed and the highest of all
Polled Hereford sales in Texas.

Average price “of the 11 bulls
sold was $4,120 while for the 39
females it was $1,094. Top price for
the auction was $20,500 for the
twice grand champion bull, an ani-
mal which Halbert had stated be-
fore the auction was what he
believed to be the best bull he’d
ever seen.

SECOND STRIP OF
MENARD ROAD IN
APRIL LETTING

News that the second (and last
remaining) stretch of the Eldorado
-Menard road will be let by the
highway department at their Apuril
session is welcomed by residents of
both Schleicher and Menard as
assurance that Menard and Eldor-
ado will be linked by an entirely
new highway in 1947.

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Washlngton
News Letter

By Congressman O. C. Fisher

By a resounding vote of 231 to
166 the House last week voted to
recommend a reduction of $6 bil-
lion in the President’s budget pro-
posal for the next fiscal year. I
was unable to vote for the reduced
figure without knowing how much
of it would be taken from essential
needs for our armed services.

It was estimated that if the $6
billion reduction is allowed to
stand, about $2 billion of that will
be taken from support of the Army,
. Navy, and Air Corps. That might
include a rather®drastic reduction
of funds for scientific research and
development, which is most import-
ant to the future of our national
defense.

No peace treaties have yet been
concluded followmg the worst and
most expensive war in history. Duz-
ing these unsettled times, with
Russia still an armed camp. with
51 million men under arms and
reportedly spending vast amounts
on scientific research, we can still
afford to make cuts that might en-
danger our own security and our
position as a force for world peace.

There is much room for economy
in government, and many cuts can
likely be made in funds for the
armed services. But such cuts
should be only after careful inves-
tigation of the merits of specific
reductions.

School Lunches

The State Superintendent of In-

struction in Texas has called at-

tentmn to the fact that federal

funds in support of the school lunch
program will soon be exhausted
and--has urged that Congress be
called upon to provide more money
to carry the program on during
the balance of this fiscal year,
which expires in June.

The school lunch program has
proven to be a very desirable one.
Last June, Congress passed the
National School Lunch Aect which
authorized, and Congress later ap-
propriated $75 million for the fis-
cal year. Of this amount, Texas
was allocated $3,453,449, of whizh
$2,860,5656 was to be spent for food
and $592,892 was to be spent for
equipment.

This is far more money than had
been provided in the past. In fact,
in the preceding fiscal year, the
Federal Government allocated only
$51 million, and for some time the
figure averaged about $40 million
per year.

The amount apportioned to each
state is based upon the number of
children in school in a given state
and the need for assistance in the
state as indicated by the relation
of the per capita income of the en-
tire United States . and the per
capita income in that state. The law
specifically provides for State
matching of federal funds, but so
far, Texas has made no appropri-
ation for this purpose.

It is reported, however, that leg-
islation has recently been introdue-
ed in the Texas Legislature to pro-
vide actual cash. assxstance from
the State.

In view of the increase in federal
funds to support school lunches, it
appears doubtful that the Appro-
priations Committee will supple-

for this fiscal year. It may be that
deficits that arise through the op-
eration of the program during the
next four months will ‘have to be
met by the State rather than by
Federal Government,

The battle against the dreaded
foot-and-mouth disease was given
unanimous House and Senate sup-
port last week by the passage of
a bill to give our Department of
Agriculture broad authority to op-
erate in Mexico and cooperate with
Mexican officials there. The plan
is to kill and bury afflicted and
exposed animals, intensify a quar-
antine around areas where the dis-
ease is prevalent, and to take any
other steps to stamp out the disease
and prevent its spread to this
country.

The session of Congress during
last week was highlighted by Pres.
Truman’s address to a joint session.
The President made a calm but
dramatic appeal for American aid
to war-ravished Greece, now on the
verge of control by the Communists
He pointed out that the end of the
war found 85 percent of Greek chil-
dren suffering from tuberculosis
and more than 1000 towns and vill-
ages having been completely de-
stroyed by the Nazis. He also urged
some economic aid to Turkey.

Immediately following his ad-
dress, President Truman left for
Key West, Florida. While he ap-
pears to be in the best of health, it
was apparent the President’s hair
has become grayer in recent
months. His physician said he was
“fatigued”’ and should get away
for a rest.

The House passed the post office
and treasury department appropri-
ations bill; the first of the deparz-
mental bills this session. It pro-
vided some hope for economy be-
cause it reduced the budget figure
by nearly a billion dollars.

McNear Is Murdered

Only a few days after his appear-
ance as a witness before the House
Committee on Labor, George P.
MecNear, Jr., was assassinated near
his home in Peoria, Illinois. The
56-year-old president of the Toledo,
Peoria and Western Railroad, told
Chairman Fred Hartley of our com-
mittee that attéempts might be
made on his life. The unions had
been striking against his 235-mile
line for 17 months, mostly over al-
leged featherbedding  demands.
Right or wrong, McNear was evi-
dently very sincere in the cause he
presented. The unions then appear-
ed before our committee and among
other things, charged Mr. McNear
with lack of any knoweldge of rail-
roading and accused him of being
unreasonable and stubborn. On the
day of his death, members of the
Labor Committee received a letter
from McNear expressmg a willing-
ness to appear agaln before our
committee. The fact is that McNear
learned railroading under Mr. Lo-

worked on track gangs on the New
York Central in 1916 and 1917
which fitted him for an important
post in organizing French railroads
in World War 1. Following that, he
invested wisely and succeeded.

His only son was a hero of World
War 2. That son wrote his father
in late 1944 that he had his orders
to return to the States. “But,” said
young McNear, “I have been given
special training to fit me for a big
job that is coming up. I feel I
should see it through What do you
think, Dad?”

And his father wrote back: “Son,
you don’t desert the boat in the
middle of the stream; you see it
through to the far shore.”

Young McNear ‘“saw it through.”
Today he lies buried in New Guinea.

Today his surviving father lies
buried in Peoria, a victim of slugs
from a shot gun fired by an assas--
sin in the dark as McNear took his
nightly stroll near his home.

He believed in his cause and “saw
it through’’ to the far shore. It
seems a shame that a man like
McNear should, in free America,
pay with his life for convictions in
which he believed and in which he
had a right to believe. The son gave
his life for a cause; so did the
father.

concluded hearings on labor legis-
lation, and has succeeded in expos-
ing the communist domination of
several major labor unions. We
investigated the 11-month old Allis
Chalmers strike and disclosed that
it was inspired by communists. Giv-
ing our exposure as reason for their
action, Allis Chalmers promptly
fired Harold Christoffel, strike
leader of the local union involved.

Proof that Emspeck is a
communist was ‘rather conclusive.
He is a prominent member of the
CIO national executive board.
Known by fellow travellers as
‘“‘Comrade Junniper,”” Emspeck was
one of the organizers of the elect-
rical union, now boasting 600,000
members. That union has engaged
in many strikes and boycotts during
the past year.

Last July, CIO President Phil
Murray appointed Emspeck to 2
five-man board that took over con-
trol of the CIO-PAC after Sidney
Hillman’s death.

With that union either dominated
or controlled by the enemies, one
shudders to think what might hap-
pen in key power plants and elec-
trical works, so essential to our na-
tional secuirity, if we should ever
find ourselves at war with Russia.
Those communists pay allegiance
to Russia first, to America second.

Legislation is badly mneeded to
fragment and control this vast con-
centration of power over our econ-
omy which now may be lodged in
the hands of a few willful men. It
is more power than good men
should want, and more power than
bad men should have.

Co. Agent Describes
Screw Worm Control

A new treatment for screw-worm
infested livestock has been develop-
ed. Although not superior to smear
62, when high grade materials were
obtainable for the manufacture of
62, it is a worthy substitute. Turkey
Red Oil, one of the ingredients of
smear 62 has been scarce in recent
years, and many supplies have been
off-grade.

The new remedy, which is called
EQ smear 82, is composed of the
following ingredients:

Diphenylamine ———ceeoeoo 35
IBenzene st oL ann A el et 32
Triton X-300 (sodium salt of
an alkylated aryl polyether

Sylfata)acs e S S e e 2
n-Butyl Alecohol - ___ 10
Diampblackis e 2oy Sos T 2

The grade of lampblack used in
this formula is that ordinarily sold
by lumber yards and paint stores
for tinting paints. Lampblack ap-
pears to increase the killing action
of benzene and to impart a greater
efficiency to diphenylamine for
protecting the wound against in-
festation. The commercial grade of
the other ingredients is used..

The diphenylamine is dissolved
in the benzene, preferably by plac-
ing the two substances together
and allowing them to stand 12 to
24 hours. Solution can be hastened
by placing the container in a vessel
of hot water and leaving the con-
tainer uncovered. An open flame
should never be used, since benzene
is highly inflammable.

The triton X-300 and the n-butyl
alcohol should be placed in a tight
container and agitated vigorously
until thoroughly mixed. This mix-
ture should be added to the diphen-
ylamine-Benzene solution and the
combined mixture shaken again.
The lampblack should then be stir-
red in gradually. Mixing should be
continued until the compound is
smooth in texture. The resulting
smear should be of about the same
consistency as thin pan cake batter.
It is then ready for use—W. G.

The Eldorado Home Demonstra-
tion Club met March 15 in the
- home of Mrs. E. H. Coulter with
14 members present, feeling very
discouraged over the unfavorable
prospects of obtaining a county
home demonstration agent. Plans
were made to change the club into
a sewing or 42 club, the name pend
ing until the next meeting which
will be in the home of Mrs. L. E
MecCalla.

Members of this club have con-
tinued the home demonstration
work for a year without an agent
because they realized that the
value of the work to the home,
county, and nation is immeasure-
able. Knowing that it is from the
home that all great men and women
come, it is therefore, through the
high standards of living taught in
our homes by the demonstration
agents, that it is made possible for
more such men and women to come
forth in later generations. And it
it through these men and women
that the home is established.

That old stigma of “drudgery’
cannot now be applied to the pro-
fession of home making for the
young inexperienced brides. The
four main topics of the work are
food, clcthing, shelter and home
management, and how all of these
can be obtained and wused to the
best advantage and most economi-
cal way.

Shelter—that is, the planning
and furnishing of the home—in ad-
dition to the actual management of
household- affairs, which has to do
with budgets, household accounts,
time schedules, the buying of house
hold supplies, cleaning and care of
the house, child care, home nursing,
and laundry.

No department of this science in-
dicates more clearly the trend of
modern life toward organization
than the one which deals with
family expenditures.

Experts have figured out what
percentage of the family income
should be spent for food, clothing,
shelter, and all other things neces-
sary to well rounded family life.
They have made budgets which

may be adapted to the needs of
families of any size in any circum-
stances.

Diet is sometimes as important
in treatment of disease and its con-
trol as are medicine and surgery.

Clothings begins with teaching
plain sewing, mending, making over
of old garments, millinery, tailor-
ing, and therefore making all the
family look smart under a low in-
come. The work also teaches one
to judge textiles, leathers, felts,
furs, and other materials so that
the best values can be obtained
when buying.

The problem of family relation-
ship is given great weight. The
qualities of cooperation and cheer-
fulness are stressed in order that
each member of the family may
realize that the home should be a
pleasant place. Recreation and
beautification find an important
place in this work.

We, the members of Home De-
monstration, regret to discontinue
an organization that has meant so
much to us. What can be more im-
portant than that which benefits
the American home ?—Reporter.
