LATE FREEZES
DAMAGE CROPS;
RAIN NEEDED

Slowed down by a late spring
freeze, Schleicher County’s grass
and cultivated crops are badly in
need of a heavy rain to encourage
more rapid growth.

A typical report is that of C. O.
Bruton who stresses need of rain
on his more than 300 acres of cul-
tivated land. His maize, wheat, oats
and barley are up to a good stand,
but are not growing as they should.
Ranchers who had hoped to depend
heavily on pasturage by May re-
port that the late freeze gave grass
and weeds a set-back which only a
heavy rain could offset.

Corn and garden products were
frozen back, as were half of the
reaches and apples and all of the
plums and apricots, growers report.

OIL ACTIVITY
ON INCREASE
IN COUNTY

At least two new tests will prob-
ably go down soon north and east
of Eldorado, and wells now being
drilled may be brought in soon as
oil activity in Schleicher County
gains momentum.

While the new tests are practi-
cally assured, the exact information
is not available as the Success goes
to press Thursday morning.

The Sam E. Jones wildcat No. 1
(660 sw Sec. 21, block K, GH&SA)
is drilling today at about 3600 feet.
This test was staked out by Frances
Callery of Ft. Worth.

Cooper No. 3D Bert Page (660
NE Sec L. GH&SA) is drilling at
about 4800. Two oil sands are re-
ported in the Cooper 1C Koy (block
38) and a good producer is indi-
cated.

Opp Well Does It Again

The old Opp test on the Edwin
Jackson place three miles west of
Eldorado—a wildcat which ‘Schlei-
cher Co., residents remember as
having been killed after a good oil
showing had been encountered sev-
eral years ago—has been “showing
off’ again! Last week, while old
casing was being pulled out, it
sprayed oil all over the ground and
trees in that locality before it was
finally plugged.

The derrick still stands, but much
of the equipment has already been
trucked out of the county by Henry
Newman who bought the material
at a price of over $16 000 recently.

WORKs PROCEEDS
ON NEW LOOPS
FOR HUMBLE CO.

Slow construction work through
solid rock is reported by contract-
ors, who are directing three crews,
composed of about 150 men in lay-
ing of two pipeline Iloops for
Humble, south of Eldorado.

Garden Insects

There are two classes of insects
that are likely to attack your gar-
den this year. The chewing insects,
which chew holes in the leaves of
fruit, and the sucking insects, which
suck juices from the foliagg, stems

{ ad fruit.

Horticulturists tell us that, gen-
erally, DDT will control both types
of bugs, except the plant lice and
the red spiders. Of course we all
know by now that DDT is not the
answer to all our prayers on insect
problems, and in fighting vegetable
insects, there are some things to
watch. For example, DDT will burn
the foliage on vine crops like squash
cucumbers and melons, so we’ll be
wise to use some other insecticide
on these crops.

DDT cannot be safely used on
leafy vegetables that are harvested
every day, or even each week, since
the residue of the insecticide is
hard to remove from the leaves.
This residue can be harmful if
eaten.

Now, you can use DDT on heans,
peas, tomatoes and cabbage, proz
vided you apply it early in the
season. The horticulturists say that
it cannot be safely used within
three weeks of harvest time. So
there’s a rule for us, no DDT on
beans, peas, tomatoes and cabbage
later than three weeks before the
vegetables are ready for harvest.

On root vegetables, potatoes, car-
rots, beets, onions and the like, you
are safe in using DDT throughont
the season.

DDT can be used either as a dust
or spray. Three to five per cent
dusts are good for garden insects,
and an effective spray can be mixed
with two ounces of 50 per cent wet-
table powder in a gallon of water.
—W. G. Godwin, County Agent.
