All equipment and furnishings of the Texan Theatre were listed
as 2 total loss and considerable damage to surrounding buildings was
inflicted “Monday night when a wind-swept blaze gutted the theatre
building on East Third Streel in the most destructive fire Big Spring

“has experienced in more than three months.

All- furnishings in three units of King Apartments, which faces
Johnson Street and extends behind the theatre site, were destroyed,
and other parts of the apartment building suffered smoke and water
damage, Fire Chief H. V. Crocker said.

Considerable water damage also occurred in buildings occupied
by Tavier Eleciric Company and the Lone Star Chevrolet Company,
locsted west and east, respectively, of the theatre.

The 'fire department answered three calls to the theatrg Monday
night, Crocker said. First, at 6:43 p. m. a flag was found burning in
the ladies lounge. which was extinguished before damage occurred to
any other property.

At 8:01 p. m. firemen returned and found several cardboard boxes
burning in a hallway at the rear of the theatre building, Crocker said.
The boxes were removed and a thorough inspection was made of the
entire building, the fire chief said, by firemén and managers of the
theatre. o o

Firemen were summoned a third time at 8:20 p. m.,, and found
the theatre roof completely ablaze.

Harold Jeficoat, 15, told firemen that while he was standing in
the rear of the theatre watching the picture he noted a fire which ap-
pe to be behind the screen. Pieking up a fire extinguisher he ran
to the rear of the building and applied the extinguisher to the streen,
but the fire slreadv was making headway about the roof. The youth
said the entire roof was blazing before he regained the front entrance.

Approximsately 100 people filed out of the building in perfert or-
der., Gene Hendon, co-manager of the theatre, said, and no patrons
were injured. )

Hendon lauded work of the fire department in confining the blaze
to the immediate area of the theatre.

Not all the things said about the highway en-
tranees into Big Spring can be printed; not that
they are inaccurate, but that they are just not any
prettier in print than the highway entrances du_-e in
fact. ;

Now, this is not an isolated condition, for most
of the cities we know about have now or have had
a similar problem. Years ago when railroads con-
stituted the principsl connecting link between
lowns, the:traclu caught a conglome_rauun of junky
sppesring structures. Much of this was natural,
for where heavy products such as coal, materials,
etc. bad 1o be loaded ana unloaded might expect to
be untidy.

Yet in the intervening vears, the picture along
the tracks has pretty much straightened, but the
clap-lzap type of operation has migrated to the
highways. There is a very natural economic rea-
son for this, for many of the smaller types of busi-
pesses which clutter thoroughfsres which, carry
main highway traffic are there because that traffic
breeds a demand for their products. This explains
why the junk dealer, the wrecking yard, and many
others naturally find themselves located on the
highways.

Perhaps there is no good reason why such busi-
pesses should not be on highways, for if they thrive,
the benefits spread. But there also is no good rea-

I:‘"Kun why any business should presenit an unsightly
appearance.

Many vears ago the city started out on a pro-
gram, which became sidetracked for some reason or
snother, t6 do something about this problem. One
of the things suggested was the planting of trees
. or shrubs along the highway entrances. The back-
bone, however, was to require that unsightly opera-
tions be enclosed by board fence, high hedge, a mat
of evergreens, elc.
