Broad Strike
Bill Drafted

WABHINGTON, June 10 UP—An
anti-strike bill so broad It might
be used to outlaw walkouts In any
war (ndustry emerged today as a
congressional challenge to labor
comtroversies that Interrupt pro-
duction on the home front.

The measure goes today to a
house that often has voted re-
strictions on organized labor
only to see them langulsh and
die In the senate.

The measure, in substance, would
provide:

Authorization for the president
to take over mines or plants in
which = work stoppage has oc-
curred or is threatened, outiawing
strikes or lockouts in such cases.

Establishment of the War Labor
Board (WLE) as a statutory agen-
cy with subpoena powers to settle
disputes in all war Industries,

Reguirement of notlee to the
secretary of labor, WLEB and Na-
tional Labor Relations Board
(NLRB) of a labor dispute, with
a provision that no strike can be
ecalled until 30 days have elapsed
and a majority has voted for that
action on & secret ballot duct

WASHINGTON, June 10 UF) —
The Navy reported today = new
alr atiack against the enemy alr
base at Munda on ‘the New Geor-

gia Island in the central Bolomons
of the Bouth Pacific and said also
that known enemy lossea on Attu
Island in the Aleutians now stand
at 1845 men killed and 20 taken
prisoner.

A Navy communique sald that
during the afternocon of June 9
flylng fortresses escorted by
fighters, bombed Japaness posi-
tions at Munda. No United States
losses were sustalned.

During that sams day, the bulle-
tin continued, nineteen more Jap-
anese were killed on Attu. In
addition, five prisoners were taken.

Japanese on Attu and the cap-
ture of 15.

Vegetable Cookery
On The Home Front

As more Victory gardena come
Into production, many Texas fami-
lHesa can have green vegetables
svery single day during the grow-
Ing seamon. You oan serve reen
salad one meal and cooled green
vegotables the next. If you eat
green twice a day, so much the
better. In either cmse, fresh or
cooksd, gresn vegetables wiil
contaln more food valus If they're
brought in from the garden only
a little whila before they're pre-
pared.

Then in ecookling, too, it's import-
ant to keep these vegetables both
fresh and ocolorful. Here afe somo
rules for keeping them good and
saving food wvalue:

Begin with a good product. Cook
them soon aftar they're prepared.
Uss all of the edible parts. Cook
in a small amount of water, and
don't throw away the lquia.

Begin cooking wvegetables In
bolling water, returning the tem-
perature quickly to the boiling
point. Then lower the temperature

until the MNquid just simmers.
Green vegelables that require a
longer' cooking period, for ex-

ample green beans or peas, may
be cooked uncovered In order to
retaln more of the green color
Green vegetables that cook n five
to ten minutes such as spinach
will be green although they are
covered. It's important, too, to
sarve them asoon after they're
done. If they have to walt . . .
then let them cool and then reheat
them. That better than keeping
them hot for a long time.

See That Hens Have
Plenty Of Water

When laying hens don’t drink
enough water, egg production will
drop as fast, or faster, than when
they fall off In eating. The drop
in consumption of water in sum-
mer most often is traceable to the
drinking fountaln being left In
the open exposed to the afternoon
sun. Normally, hens drink more
lguids in hot weather than at
other times of year, but If the wa-
ter in the fountain geta too hot
the birds won't drink enough. A
decline in consumption of water
also results in a reduction in the
size of the eggs. Placing the wa-
ter fountaln inside the chiclen
house, or under shada nearby, will
Induce the chickens to drink more

freely.

Leaving his 80-ealiber machine-
gun temporarily, he releassd a
load of fragmentation bombs on
the target, but four of tham stuck
te the bomb rasks, which had been
damaged by the flak.

Donning & parashuls, Oliek
erawled out of his compartment in
the plans’s nose to the catawalk to
try to releass the four bomba for
fear they would ba hit by snemy
fire and explode or be set off it
the plans was forced to maks a
ernsh landing, Fluld leaking from
the plane's hydraulie asystem and
gasoline mads the oatwalk slippery
as a cold wind awished in through
the bomb bay doors which would
not closs becausse the hydraulic
system was damaged.

Reaching down from his pre-
carlous perch, Glick ecut the wire
on the bombs with & pair of pliers,
snahling them to fall free, one aft-
er the other. Than he crawled
back along the entwalk to take up
his position by the machine gun
and to help Pilot Lieut. William
R. Kemp of Chicago land the dis-
abled plane.

Members of the crew prepared
to bail out as tLe plane neared its
home base, but after juggling with
the emergency landing aystem for
filve minutes, the wheels slowly
cams down into position. Kemp
then brought the [flak- riddied
bomber down for a perfect land-
ing.

“Grease monkeys” who checked
the bomber found that holes had
been shot In four gasoline tanks,
both engines had been hit, the
gasoline lines had been brokem in
two places and the hydraulic mye-
tem wag punctured in eight places.
