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~ Good Enrollment Increase Shows
Up in Schleicher Schools Monday

A noticeable increase in enroll-.
ment was reported Tuesday at a
special school assembly in the
school auditorium. According to fi-
gures released by Supt. T. E. Hol-
comb at that time, the school now
has the largest enrollment in its
history.

By Tuesday morning the enroll-
ment was 503, as compared with
448 on opening day lasg year. Of
these, 285 were in the first six
grades, and 218 in the upper grades
from 7th through 12th. This does
not count the negro school which
also opened this week with Bertha
Mae Miles as teacher.

The new school superintendent,
T. E. Holcomb, was master of cere-
monies at the assembly, which op-
ened at 9:00 Tuesday morning,
with the entire school and mauy
parents in attendance.

The program opened with group
singing of America, led by Ailiss
Lucille Farmer. Rev. Charles Bruce
of the Presbyterian (Church vead
the scripture from the story of Es-
ther, citing the bravery of this Bib-
lical character as an examplz of the
strength the world needs today. Ile
added that none are so handicapped
that they cannot become spiritual
giants, —that social and motral at-
titudes determine omne’s spivitval
development. “Today is your day,
tomorrow is too late,” he said; add-
ing that today’s children may save
their generation.

‘While the school band has been
having rehearsals only about a
week, they made a most creditable
appearance at the assembly, play-
ing two numbers, then concluding
with the school song, under diree-
tion of the new band leader, Char-
les H. Ludwig.

Mr. Holcomb then greeted the
student body and the visitors, and
in- a brief talk stated, “As goes
your school, so goes the worid.” He
expressed the appreciation of the

aculty for the welcome given the
achers and for the interest in the

Echool shown in many“ways. He
stated that it was the aim of the
faculty to make this the best year
the school has ever had.

‘Wyndell Hall, grade school prin-
cipal, introduced the teachers.and
pupils of the first six grades, giv-
ing each group an appropriate
name. He also mentioned the three
special teachers who spend part of
their time with the grade school
groups.

Of interest to adult visitors in
the audience was the fact that the
primary grades alone—the various
sections of the first three grades—
occupied the entire south section
of the auditorium.

W. J. Fraker, the new high school
principal, introduced the classes
from the seventh grade up, and
also the high school teachers and
special teachers.

Mrs. Charles Gary gave a read-
ing, in which she related an inci-
dent which she said took place dur-
ing Holcomb’s and Fraker’s college
days!

With Miss Lucille Farmer as pi-
anist and director, the girls’
sextette sang. Members of the
sextette were Myrta Bob Harper,
Margaret Edmiston, Helen Mor-
gan, Sue Shilling, Carolyn Ratliff,
and Lola Beth Ballew.

Oper-
ator used 500 gallons of mud acid
to-complete the well which is locat-
ed 330 feet from south and 1,977
feet from west lines of section 66,
block M, GH&SA survey and one
location east of the discovery well
of the field.

Hiawatha Oil & 'Gas Company
and Dan Auld No. 1 Jeff Harkey,
central-north ISchleicher County
wildeat, is drilling below 5,682 feet
in lime and shale. This project
found interesting shows of oil on
two drillstem tests_in the top of
the Canyon sand, bit in each 1n-
stance the oil was accompanied by
water. On the latest drillstem test,
which was taken in the interval
from 5,060 to 5,127 feet, recovery
was 340 feet of very slightly gas-
cut mud and 80 feet of salt water.

The rating was based on a 12-
hour gauge through a quarter inch
choke and four jets to the foot and
two bullets per foot from 5696 to
5726 feet in 6% inch casing
cemented on bottom at 5,734 feet.
Gas-oil ratio was 6002-1. Pay was
topped at 5,610' feet. No. 4 Thom-
son is on the south-east side of the
field, 646 from the north, and 1120
feet from the east line of section
82.

The Ohio 0il Company No. 12
Thomson was brought in Wednes-
day for the 18th producer in south
Hulldale. Potential has not yet
been determined. This test is lo-
cated in the northeast part of the
field.

Standard Oil Company of Texas
No. 2-1 Mrs. Frances May Thom-
son is a dry hole in the north Hull-
dale field. It was reported plugged
and abandoned on total depth. of
5,672 feet. The last drillstem tesz
in the failure indicated that oil
was present in the formation from
5646-72 feet, but it was accom-
panied by salt water which killed
its chances of making a commercial
producer.

In the Hulldale-Strawn field,
Standard of Texas No. 2-2, (origi-
nally 4-2) H. F. Thomson estate
was drilling below 750 feet. Sur-
face pipe will be set when the pro-
ject reaches approximately 1,400
feet.

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OPS Representative
Lists Amendments

A representative from the Fort
Worth Distriet OPS has announced
amendments to the Defense Pro-
duction Act under which the agency
operates, and are of direct interest
to farmers and ranchers.

Herman A. Golden who conduct-
ed a “price clinic” here August 21
for local businessmen, said. the
price stabilization law as amended
by Congress has several provisions
of interest to agriculture. These
are:

Two of the three beef price roll-
backs have been cancelled.

The quota system for livestock
slaughtering has been eliminated,
but provisions for licensing slaugh-
terers are retained.

One amendment provides that no
ceiling shall be established or
maintained on any agricultural
product below 90 per cent of the
price received, by grade, by pro-
ducers on May 19, 1951.

Another amendment provides
that no producer’s ceiling prices
for milk or butterfat used for man-
ufacturing dairy products shall be
issued until and unless the Secre-
tary of Agriculture shall determine
that such prices are reasonable.

In determining reasonable prices,
the Secretary is to take into con-
sideration the price and availabil-
ity of feeds, and other economic
conditions which affect the supply
and demand for dairy products. The
Secretary must also determine if
the ceiling will insure a sufficient
quantity of dairy products and be
in the public interest.

Further provisions .of the amend-
ment are that prices so determined
shall be adjusted by him for use,
grade, quality, location, and season
of the year.

Mr. Golden said the next “Price
Clinic” for Eldorado would be Sep-
tember 18 at the Schleicher County
Memorial Building, starting at 9
a.m.

Garrison To Quell
Misinformation On
New Safety Law

Homer Garison, Jr., director of
the Texas Department of Public
Safety, has announced his inten-
tions of calling upon the State’s
newspapers and radio stations to
assist his department in putting the
“damper” on the false rumors and
misinformation that is currently
being spread in some circles con-
cerning Texas’ new Motor Vehicle
Safety Responsibility Law.

According to Garrison, the new
regulations bear no resemblance to
a compulsory insurance law. He
pointed further to the fact that
only one state has such a law but
that Texas became the 35th state
to enact a security-type Safetly
Responsibility Law. It is true, ac-
cording to Garrison that, beginning
January 1st a motor vehicle owner
or operator who is involved in an
accident resulting in death or in-
jury, or property damage, exceed-
ing $100, must furnish proof of his
ability to meet chaims up to $15,-
000 or have his motoring privileges
supsended wuntil he does. Proper
insurance may be accepted as suf-
ficient proof of such financial res-
ponsibility but the law also offers
several other choices of furnishing
such proof. Among these are the
posting of a bond with the Texas
Department, of Public Safety or the
depositing of satisfactory security
with the Department. Also, under
certain conditions, individuals or
firms may qualify as self-insurers
under the terms of the law.

NEXT SPRING?

ICOLLEGE STATION — Take a
tip from Mother Nature and plant
bluebonnet seed before September
15th. They can be planted later but
they may not bloom well. Bluebon-
net seeds are small but tough, so
its a good idea to soak them for 24

ours before planting, says Sadie
Hatfield, Extension specialist in
Homestead Improvement of Texas
A&M College. Planted early they
normally come up in October. They
grow all through the winter except
during extreme temperatures.

The state flower thrives in ma-
my soils, but does best on light
sandy soil. One of the beauty spots
of Texas is Old Indianola or Mata-
gorda Bay near Port Lavaca where
the variety adopted as our state
flower grows. The soil at Indianola
is coarse white sand with an abun-
dance of shell fragments. In rich
well fertilized soil, the bluebonnet
stalks will grow tall with many
large leaves but few blooms. Acid
so0ils of East Texas could grow
bluebonnets micely if sweetened-
with alkali. Adding one pound of
lime or ashes to each ten square
ffeet of soil will counteract acid,
adds Miss Hatfield.

Bluebonnets should have plenty
of sunshine and good drainage.
They can be transplanted in late
winter but will do better if planted
where they can be left to bloom. In
the coldest areas of the state, it
will be necessary to start bluebon-
nets in greenhouses or small flow-
er garden pots. The bluebonnet has
few insect and disease enemies.

Bluebonnets are soil building le-
gumes. They seem to be of little or
no value for grazing.

The well known Texas botanist,
H. B. Parks, has described four
blue bonnets; the Chisos Mountain
or tall bluebonnet of West Texas,
sandy land or Texas bluebonnet,
the rock or purple bluebonnet of

Large Lake Planned
For Big Bend Park
On Rio Grande River

Southwest Texas” interest in the
Big Bend Park gets new impetus
by announcement of a plan for a
multi-million dollar project by the
United ‘States and Mexico for har-
nessing the waters of the mighty
river with a series of dams.

A middle dam to be built in the
Big Bend area, and other dams,
will create a series of lakes, the
first slated for early attention be-
ing at Falcon, 75 miles downstream
from Laredo, cost of this dam to be
estimated at over 33 million. This
dam will create an 80,000 acre lake,
which will stretch for 50 miles
above the dam.

This and other dams to be built
will provide excellent fishing and
other recreational facilities. Two
man-made Mexican lakes, Marta
Govez, southeast of Roma, and Don
Martin, south of Laredo, are al-
ready drawing anglers from hun-
dreds of miles away. There will be
power plants on each side of the
dam.

The dam will help to prevent
floods, and provide good irrigation
water, in addition to furnishing the
above named advantages.

With a river bed 1800 miles long,
starting in |Colorado, the Rio
Grande is one of the longest rivers
in the world. In time of drouth,
with heavier irrigation on, it.is
nearly dry, then after heavy rains
the river bed cannot carry the
load and there is overflow, with
loss of property and waste of val-
uable water.

Building of a lake in the Big
Bend area will give further attrac-
tion to the large southwest Texas
park, which is undergoing develop-
ment.

A two-vol-
ume “Handhook of Taxas” has been

completed at the University of

Texas and is scheduled for publi
cation next year by the Texas State
Historical Axsoriation

Dr. H. Bailey [Carroll, director of
the association, estimates the hand-
book will include 2,000,000 words
concerning all phases of Texas his-
tory. More than 1,000 contributors
wrote articles for the publication,
which has been in preparation ten
years.

Here are some samples of the in-
formation contained:

Brahman cattle, a breed which
has existed in India for more than
4,000 years, rank second to the
Hereford as.the chief range ani-
mal in Texas. The breed was intro-
duced in Texas about 1895.
