Junction Goes Down in Defeat Bn 
• Hard-Fought Game Here Friday

The Junction Eagles, regarded 
before-hand as the strongest team 
in District 10-B, and favored to 
win, came to Eldorado last Friday 
night for the deciding game and 
went down in defeat to Eldorado 
by a score of 12 to 14.

In so doing they provided the 
crowd with one of the most breath­
less games ever seen on the local 
field. When the final whistle blew. 
Junction was pounding away a few 
feet from our goal line with every­
thing they had.

Nixon, making good on his two 
kicks after touchdown, saved the 
score from being a tie. But no one 
player could be credited with this 
game. In the last quarter with their 
backs up against their own goal 
line, the Eldorado team formed a 
rock wall that took everything 
Junction could put out. A step or 
two more and the score could just 
as well have been Junction 18.

Clean Game
There were rumors before-hand 

■that this was going to be a “ dirty” 
game, but that proved to be untrue. 
It was hard-played football all the 
way, with only a few penalties, and 
no players injured to the extent 
of having to be taken out of the 
game.

The game was witnessed by one 
of the biggest crowds ever seen 
here—weather was favorable.

The Game
The first quarter produced no 

score for either team. In the 2nd

quarter Nixon got off a pass to 
Hicks who went about 82 yards, 
placing the ball about 10 yards 
from the goal line. Nixon then went 
around Junction’s left end for a 
touchdown. His place kick .was 
good. Score 7-0. Junction came 
back strong, galloped through for 
a touchdown, but failed in their 
effort for the extra point. Score at 
the half 6-7 in Eldorado’s favor.

In the third quarter Junction 
threatened seriously but was held 
for downs close to the goal line. 
Eldorado kicked out on their own 
26. Horsefly Murr drove to a first 
down and kicked up seven yards 
over Eldorado’s left end. Then Brite 
got a first down on the six. Murr 
mauled through Eldorado’s left 
guard to the touchdown. Conversion 
point again failed. Score 12 to 6 in 
favor of Junction.

On two plays in the 4th quarter 
Hicks and Nixon picked up eight 
yards, one play failed, then there 
was a five-yard penalty against 
Junction that gave Eldorado a first 
down on the Junction 12. Hicks 
then ripped down the middle to 
Eldorado’s second touchdown. Nix­
on’s kick was good. Eldorado 14, 
Junction 12.

Junction menaced seriously be­
fore the quarter was out. It seemed 
that the last four minutes were all 
played within 10 yards of the goal 
line.

Preparations for the game here on December 1st are 
being stepped up this week. Eldprado still has an unfin­
isher grandstand, and plans are under way to borrow 
enough lumber to fill up the stand with seats.

A reserve seat section is to be provided and there will 
be an advance ticket sale. Regular admission for this game 
will be $1.25, and reserve seat tickets will be $2.00, includ­
ing the federal tax.

These, with the new Fordo­
matic Drive, will be offered with 
either the 100-horsepower V8 or 
the improved 95-horsepower six 
engines.

The distinctive styling of the 
1949 and 1950 models has been re­
tained, but with refinements and 
improvements both in interiors and 
exteriors.

The unprecedented demand is 
due primarily, Dr. Stretch said, to 
the coming of war babies to the 
class room. The situation may get 
worse before it gets better, she 
said, and the increase will be felt in 
the higher grades as the present 
first graders advance.

It all means that the future is 
bright for prospective teachers, she 
declared.

And to make the prospect even 
brighter, Dr. Stretch pointed to

provisions of the Gilmer Aikin bill 
setting minimum salaries for school 
teachers. The college graduate with

no previous teaching experience is- 
guaranteed a starting salary of 
$2,403 for a nine-month school term.

3/4 pound seeded raisins 
Vi pound dried currants 
% pound dates 
Vi pound figs 
Vi pound candied cherries 
Vi pound candied pineapple 
2 ounces citron 
Vs pound pecans
1 cup rolled oats
Vs cup grape juice 
Vs cup orange juice 
3/8 cup strained honey
2 tablespoons unsalted fat 
2 whole cloves
2 allspice berries 
1 inch stick cinnamon 
3/4 cup bread crumbs.
Simmer fruit juices and spices 5 

minutes. Strain, add oatmeal and 
bread crumbs to fruit juice. Cool. 
Stir in honey and fat, Cover hatter 
air tight and let it stand overnight. 
Mix fruits and nuts and let stand 
overnight. Combine mixtures and 
blend thoroughly. Pack tightly in 
waxed paper lined pan or pack in 
aluminum foil freezer container or 
cover pan with tight fitting lid. 
This may be stored in the refriger­
ator for several weeks.

An ORDINANCE
REGULATING the SHOOTING
Of Fire Works!
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE U S E  A N D  
SHOOTING OF FIREWORKS WITHIN THE CITY OF 
ELDORADO, TEXAS, PROHIBITING THE SHOOT­
ING OF FIREWORKS WITHIN THE FIRE LIMITS, 
DEFINING FIREWORKS AND PROVIDING A PEN­
ALTY FOR VIOLATION OF THIS ORDINANCE,

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF 
THE CITY OF ELDORADO, TEXAS

Section 1. Definition. The term “Fireworks” referred 
to in this ordinance shall include Toy pistol, toy gun, toy 
cannons, detonating canes, roman candles, sky-rockets, 
blank cartridges, firecrackers of any size and kind, or 
any substance of an explosive nature and device for 
discharging same.

Section 2. The shooting of fireworks prohibited. It 
shall be hereafter unlawful any person or persons to 
set o ff or shoot any fire works within the fire limits, of 
the city of Eldorado, as the same is now defined or may 
hereafter be defined.

Section 3, It shall hereafter be unlawful any per­
son or persons to set o ff or shoot any fire works any­
where, within the city limits, of the City of Eldorado 
between Midnight and 6 A. M. of any Day of the Year.

Section 4. It shall be hereafter unlawful for any per­
son or persons to set or shoot any fireworks within 300 
yards of any hospital, school or any other public build­
ing; in any street or public park; or within 300 yards of 
any stand or store where fireworks are kept or sold.

Section 5. All ordinances or part of ordinances in- 
consistant herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 6. Any person violating any provision of this 
ordinance, shall be guilty-of misdemeanor, and upon 
conviction thereof shall be punished by a fine of not less 
than One Dollar nor more than One Hundred Dollars.

Section 7. This ordinance shall take effect and be in 
force from and after its passage and publication accord­
ing to law.

spoons (2 envelopes) unflavored 
gelatin, 2 eggs (separated), 3-4 cup 
sugar, % teaspoon salt, 4 three- 
ounce packages cream cheese (at 
room temperature), 1 teaspoon le- 
mond rind, 2 tablespoons lemon 
juice, % chilled evaporated milk, 
whipped, or 3-4 cup heavy cream, 
whipped.

Method: Break mincemeat into 
pieces in small saucepan. Add 1 
cup water. Place over medium heat 
and stir until lumps are thoroughly 
broken. Boil briskly 2 minutes. 
Cool. Press zwiebach crumb mix­
ture on sides and bottom of 8 in, 
spring form pan, saving 1-4 cup 
crumbs for top. Put % cup cold 
water in mixing bowl and sprinkle 
with gelatin. Put egg yolks in top 
of double boiler and beat slightly; 
mix in well remaining y2 cup cold 
water, add sugar and salt and mix 
well. Cook over simmering water 

i until mixture thickens slightly, 
about 5 minutes. Pour over softened 
gelatin, stirring until dissolved. 
Cool. Cream the cheese until fluffy. 
Slowly mix. in gelatin mixture. 
Thoroughly blend in lemon rind and 
juice. Chill until mixture thickens 
slightly. Mix cooled mincemeat into 
gelatin mixture. Fold in whipped 
evaporated milk or heavy cream. 
Then fold in egg whites which have 
been stiffly beaten. Pour into 
crumb lined pan. Sprinkle remain­
ing crumbs on top. Chill in refriger­
ator until firm, about 2 to 3 hours.

Zwiebach Crumb Mixture
Ingredients: 114 cup firmly pack­

ed swiebach crumbs; 14 cup sugar, 
14 teaspoon cinnamon, 14 cup but­
ter (melted.)

’Method: Mix zwiebach crumbs, 
sugar, and cinnamon, stir in butter, 
blend well.

Ozona School Man 
Addresses PTA

Mr. Skinner, graduate of Univ. 
of Texas, has made a special study 
of child development and has 
worked with teen-agers several 
years. He -suggested that there are 
three groups of teen-agers, namely: 
the active, the studious, and the 
wild. Each group has its role to 
play in adult society as well as in 
teen-age society. In seeking appro­
val of both societies the teen-agers 
often face problems, for what teen­
age society approves adult society 
often disapproves. If adults will 
bear in mind that there are six ba­
sic needs of every teen-ager and 
try to conduct themselves accord­

ingly toward their teen-agers, prob­
lems will be more easily met and 
worked out. These six basic needs 
given by Mr. Skinner are: Affec­
tion. No girl or boy ever gets too 
old to want and need affection from 
their parents. Second, the feeling of 
belonging. Every child likes to 
know he or she has his or her place 
in the family or society and that 
without them neither would be 
complete. Third, independence. Ev­
ery child wants to be allowed to 
make up his own mind about some 
things— small things at first and 
as they grow they wish to make 
larger decisions. Fourth, a little 
success. Every child wants some 
success in school and at home in 
his efforts. F ifth ,. self-esteem. A 
child wants to feel that he or she 
is worthy of social approval. Sixth, 
understanding. Both boys and girls' 
want to be understood by adult so­
ciety as well -as teen-agers.

Before Mr. Skinner -spoke there 
was a short period of entertain­
ment by some of Mrs. Robertson’s 
fourth grade pupils, followed by a 
short business session.

The next meeting will be Dec. 
19th and will be in the form of a 
Christmas program, sponsored by 
Miss Farmer, music teacher. —Re­
porter.

Questions, Answers 
Concerning Veterans

Q. My nephew is a paralyzed 
veteran who lost control o f his 
hands and therefore is unable to 
sign his name. How may he apply 
for a grant for “ wheelchair hous­
ing,” when he cannot sign the nec­
essary papers ?

A. Forms and application papers 
will be acceptable if he merely 
makes a mark or symbol, which 
should be attested to by a witness.

Q. I am going to school under 
the GI Bill and I have just received 
notice that I am to return to active 
military duty. Need I inform VA 
to stop my subsistence payments ?

A. Yes. Write the VA regional 
office which has your records, and 
include your full name and address, 
‘C’ number, the amount of the VA 
payment and the date you are to 
go back into service. You are not 
entitled to any VA benefit pay­
ments covering any period after 
you have returned to military ser­
vice.

Q. My husband received a Certi­
ficate of Commitment on a GI home 
loan, and he died a few days later 
—before he had a chance to sign a 
mortgage or any other papers. May 
I, as his widow, go ahead and buy 
the house on a GI guaranteed loan 
basis?

A. Under your circumstances, 
i VA does not have the authority to 
issue a Certificate of Guaranty, 
even though your husband already 
has a Certificate of Commitment. 
However, you may be entitled to a 
GI loan on your own rights as a 
deceased veteran’s u n r e  married 
widow—if he died because of injury 
or disease incurred in or aggravat­
ed by line-of-duty service and was 
discharged under other than dis­
honorable conditions.
