I f  one is to  function  effectively 
in  the  p recinct convention, he needs 
to  know  som ething about how such 
a  convention should be conducted.

The p recinct chairm an elected in 
th e  p a r ty  p rim ary  la s t Ju ly  is 
charged  w ith  the  du ty  of calling 
th e  p recinct convention to  order. 
H e is to  p reside un til th e  perm an­
e n t chairm an  is elected.

I f  the  p recinct chairm an does 
n o t arrive  in  tim e to  open th e  con­
ven tion  a t  th e  duly designated 
m om ent, any  qualified vo ter living 
in  th e  precinct m ay  be selected to 
se rve  as tem porary  chairm an and 
p res ide  u n til th e  perm anen t cha ir­
m an  is named.

I f  one w ishes to have an  active 
-TL-t, in  g e ttin g  h is precinct con- 

i^ ^ 't io n  to  follow  h is political views 
^ n  its  selections and decisions, he 
should do some p re lim inary  w ork— 
a t  le a s t a  w eek before  the  conven­
tion . This can best be done by 
a rra n g in g  a  p re lim inary  caucas 
am ong friends and neighbors. 
T here , proposed candidates fo r 
p erm an en t chairm an and perm a­
n en t sec re ta ry  should be selected. 
A  floo r leader and ass is tan ts  should 
he  designated  to  m ake m otions in 
th e  convention on election of the 
p erm an en t chairm an, th e  perm an­
e n t  secre ta ry , th e  com m ittee on 
delegates fto th e  county conven­
tion') and the  com m ittee on reso lu­
tions.

E ach p recinct is entitled  to  one 
delega te  in th e  county convention 
fo r  every  25 votes cast fo r gover­
n o r in  th e  precinct in  th e  las t 
genera l election. (This fig u re  can 
be obtained from  the Co. Clerk.)

I t  is th e  R esolutions Com m ittee 
re p o r t th a t  w ill contain such item s 
as  w hether the preeinct’s delegates 
shall vote as a u n it in the county 
convention, and w hether th e  p re ­
cinct shall favo r hav ing  the  Texas 
delegation  instructed  or un instruc­
ted  in  the  N ational Convention. 
T h a t is, w hether the precinct would 
ra th e r  have T exas’ national dele­

gation  pledged to  suppo rt one m an 
only as p residen tia l candidate, or 
w hether i t  would have th e  delega­
tion free  to  tak e  advan tage  of on- 
the-spo t developm ents in  th e  n a ­
tional convention.

The tim e fo r holding precinct 
conventions has been se t fo r 3:00 
p. m., S atu rday , M ay 3rd—unless 
the vo ters in a given precinct get 
to g e th e r and ag ree  on a d ifferen t 
hour.

Fisher Speaks To Full House 
As Brotherhoods Meet Monday

The Hon. O. C. F isher, congress­
m an, had his f i r s t  opportunity , in 
a  good m any years, to  address the 
people of Schleicher County, when 
he spoke a t  the jo in t Brotherhood 
m eeting  a t  the M ethodist Church 
on M onday night.

By th e  tim e the  C ongressm an 
w as due to  speak, th e  auditorium  
w ill filled  to  capacity  and several 
row s of chairs w ere b rough t in  to 
accom m odate the overflow.

F isher, who has been in  W ash- 
^ k g to n  fo r nearly  ten  yeai-s, was 
BRile to  be in E ldorado a t  th is  tim e 

due to  th e  fa c t th a t  th e  H ouse of 
R ep resen tatives w ere hav ing  th e ir 
u sual E a s te r  recess; he w as due 
to  fly  back to  W ashington Tuesday.

The C ongressm an ta lked  fo r 
about 45 m inutes, during which 
tim e he touched on several leg isla­
tive  m a tte rs , including the question 
of an  am bassador to  the Vatican. 
(H e is ag a in s t it.)  On a broader 
plane, he pointed ou t th a t  the world 
is now engaged in a s tru g g le  be­
tw een th e  forces of Freedom  and 
Comm unism—th a t Communism has 
never been vo lun tarily  accepted by 
th e  people of any  nation—it  is 
im posed upon them . He w arned 
ag a in s t th e  danger of “creeping” 
socialism , and pointed ou t th ree : 
socialized medicine, socialised f a r ­

m ing and socialized housing— as 
exam ples th a t  should no t be allow ­
ed to  creep too fa r .

The business of free  en terprise , 
declared F isher, is under challenge 
all th e  tim e, and the audience w as 

I given to understand  th a t  to  lose it, 
w as to  lose also the sense of re ­
sponsibility  and the d ign ity  of man. 
His speech was atten tive ly  received 
and much enjoyed by the large 
crowd present.

R atliff, and two num bers by Miss 
F a rm e r’s h igh  school sex te tte . Fo l­
lowing th is, the speaker of the 
evening w as introduced.

WSCS.

The H ulldale-S traw n field  ten 
m iles n o rth  of E ldorado has re ­
ceived its  f i r s t  com m ercial gas 
producer. The new well is Skelly 
Oil Company No. 2 Davis es ta te  
located a t  the sou theast side of the 
field. O pera to r reported  a daily 
po ten tia l of 306,000 cubic fe e t of 
gas per day w ith  six  b arre ls  of 36- 
g rav ity  oil. The flow  w as gauged 
on a  12/64-inch tub ing  choke. 
Completion w as from  one foo t of 
perfo ra tions a t  5611-12 fee t oppo­
site  th e  S traw n  lime.

Completion on th e  pum p is sla ted  
fo r D elta  Gulf D rilling  Co. No. 1 
B la ir M. Boyd, w ildcat and Canyon 
sand discovery in  ex trem e n o rth ­
ea s t Schleicher county. L a tes t 
gauges available rep o rt about one 
b arre l of oil per hour on the  pump. 
G ravity  of the oil so f a r  produced 
is 34.4 g rav ity . P roduction is th ru  
perfo ra tions a t  4416-4436 feet. T h a t 
section had been given a 4200-gal­
lon fra c tu re g a l trea tm en t.

The P u re  Oil Com pany No. 1 J. 
S. Roach, no rthw est Schleicher 
w ildcat, is d rilling  ahead in th e  top 
of th e  E llenbu rger below 7456 feet. 
T h a t fo rm ation  w as topped by 
sam ples a t  7440 fee t, datum  m inus 
4990 fee t. The p ro jec t has no t 
logged any  shows of oil o r gas in 
the section of th e  E llenburger so 
f a r  penetra ted .

P u re  No. 2 Roach found oil and 
w a te r in th e  top of th e  S traw n 
lime in a drillstem  te s t  a t  7303-23 
fee t. T h a t zone w as drillstem  te s t­
ed fo r th ree  hours. Gas surfaced in 
10 m inutes. The gas blow had de­
clined to  p rac tica lly  zero by the 
end of th e  period.

R ecovery w as 360 fe e t of clean. 
42-grav ity  oil, 360 fe e t of oil and 
gas-cu t d rilling  m ud and 5770 fee t 
of sa lty , su lphur w ater. Open flow ­
ing  bottom  hole p ressu re  w as from  
zero to 2900 pounds. Shutin  bottom  
hole p ressu re  a f te r  15 m inutes w as 
2900 pounds. O uerator is p reparing  
to  tak e  electric log surveys and 
then  p lug  back and te s t  in  zones 
above th e  S traw n  w hich had  some 
shows of possible production. The 
well is th ree  q u a rte rs  of a  m ile east 
of P u re  No. 1 Roach.

Skelly Oil Company No. 3 D avis, j 
H ulldale field  te s t, w as drilling  
below 1337 fe e t in  lime.

Stand a ry  No. 3-2 W ilson, p ro ject 
in th e  N eva W est field w as digging 
below 2276 fee t in lim e and shale.

H eadw aters Oil Co., No. 1 Snen- 
cer, w ildcat in sou theast Schleicher 
w as drilling  below 5290 fee t in 
E llenbu rger topped a t  5265 feet. 
No elevation w as reported . This 
p ro ject, 17 m iles sou theast of E l­
dorado has found no shows fo r 
production.

Cities Service No. 1 Robinson, 
ano ther Schleicher w ildcat, was 
d igg ing  below 862 fee t in lim e and 
shale.

H um ble No. 1 H enderson, Sch­
leicher w ildcat, w as sw abbing on 
perfo ra tions a t  6698-67i0 feet. L ast 
recovery w as 1% b arre ls  of fluid 
per hour, w hich w as 35 percent 
clean oil and 65 per cent sa lt w ater. 
Those perfo ra tions w ere squeezed 
off and ano ther se t m ade from  
6668-86 feet. Those holes w ere 
tre a ted  w ith  500 gallons of acid 
and frac tu red  w ith  1500 gallons and 
sw abbing resum ed.

SALT W A TER  IN  W EST

The Stanolind No. 1 M rs. C. C. 
W est, w ildcat one m ile w est of 
Eldorado, reached its  to ta l denth 
of 8250 fee t a t  6:00 p. m. Tuesday. 
A drillstem  te s t from  8160 to  8250, 
com pleted y este rday  m orning, 
showed 280 fee t o f sa lt w ater-cu t 
mud, and 1260 fee t of sa lt w ater, 
in  the H ickory sand. I t  is expected 
th a t  th e  well will be abandoned as 
a d ry  hole. The crew  today is w a it­
ing  on orders.

Rainfall that averaged about 3 inches in the county 
on Saturday and early Monday morning, has put new 
hope in drouth-stricken Schleicher, and has stepped up 
activity of all kinds in the farming area near Eldorado. 
The rain is enough to make general planting in order, 
and the farm tractor, gasoline and seed business has 
suddenly been given a shot in the arm. It is generally 
agreed that the rain was enough to “start things off” 
nicely, but the concern is expressed at the same time that 
more similar rains are needed.

The general precipitation brought hope that this was 
the beginning of the end of the record drouth, which has 
extended over a 19-month period dating from September 
1950. Rainfall during the year of 1951 averaged less than 
seven inches over the county, and the first months of 1952 
have been equally dry.

B efore any  social security  
old-age benefits a re  payable, an 
individual who re tire s  a t  age 65 
or over, m ust have a t  leas t six 
calendar q u a rte rs  of w ork covered 
by social security .

“Fam ily  benefits th rough  old- 
age and survivors insurance would 
be payable if  any  of these insured 
businessm en should die today,” he 
addled.

“However, m ore th an  six  quar­

D orsey B. H ardem an of San A n­
gelo has announced his candidacy 
fo r  S ta te  S enator fo r  the  newly 
created  25th D istric t of Texas. The 
d is tr ic t is composed of T he follow ­
ing  counties: B rew ster, Coleman, 
Coke, Crane, C rockett, Edw ards, 
Glasscock, Irion, J e f f  Davis, Pecos, 
Presidio, R eagan, Runnels, Sch­
leicher, S terling , Sutton, T errell, 
Tom Green, U pton and Val Verde.

H ardem an is a  m em ber of the 
San Angelo firm  of Runge, H arde­
m an & Steib. S enator H ardem an is 
well known th roughou t W est Tex­
as. He w as m ayor of San Angelo 
fo r two years , and then  elected to 
the House of R epresen tatives w ith ­
out an  opponent. H e w as re-elected 
in 1940 and again  in  1942. Mr. H a r­
dem an resigned  from  th e  L egisla­
tu re  and enlisted as a  p riva te  in 
the arm y. A fte r several m onths 

I enlisted service he w as sen t to  Of­
ficer C andidate School and received 
a commission. He w as honorably 
d ischarged w ith  th e  ran k  of cap­
tain .

In  th e  Senate, H ardem an is the 
recognized leader fo r constitu tional 
and economical governm ent. He 
has held m em bership on all of the 
m ajo r stand ing  com m ittees of the 
Senate and has served as chairm an 
of various ones. In  addition, he 
served on the G eneral' In v es tig a t­
ing  com m ittee and num erous spe­
cial com m ittees. H is w ork thereon 
is considered ou tstand ing . Mr. H a r­
dem an also served as a m em ber of 
the L egisla tive B udget com m ittee, 
which w as crea ted  as the  re su lt of 
th e  bill he sponsored.

Mr. H ardem an s ta ted  th a t  he ex­
pected to m ake an active cam paign, 
as has alw ays been h is custom , in 
an e ffo rt to  v is it w ith  as m any 
citizens of the  d is tr ic t as possible.

In . his fo rm al announcem ent, 
S enator H ardem an sa id : “I t  is w ith 
p leasure th a t  I subm it m y candi­
dacy fo r S ta te  S enator fo r th e  new 
25th S enato ria l D istric t. F o r the 
help and suppo rt given m e in p rio r 
cam paigns, and subsequently , I am 
m ost g ra te fu l.

“N atu ra lly , as officia l ties  are  
thus severed w ith  several of the 
counties com prising  th e  fo rm er 
25th D istric t, i t  is no t w ithout re ­
g re t on m y p a rt, because of my 
sense of g ra titu d e  fo r th e  support 
they  gave me. I could no t have 
hoped fo r f in e r co-operation.

“W ith  th e  reappo rtionm en t of 
th e  s ta te , d is tr ic t lines w ere r e ­
a rran g ed  and d iffe ren t counties 
w ere grouped toge ther.

Doctors Recommend 
Gentle Baby Rocking

T hrough  th e  years  th e  question 
of w hether to  rock or no t to  rock 
the baby has been debated by the 
public and th e  m edical profession 
alike. A few  years  back th e  p ictu re  
of a  cradle fo r  an in fan t w as so 
closely allied to  old-fashioned no­
tions th a t  i t  alw ays b rough t a 
sm ile to  th e  lips of th e  m odern 
generation . Tim e has tu rned  back­
w ard, how ever, to  w here now a 
cradle and a rocking cha ir a re  
very  much in  mode again , and the 
p ic tu re  of a  m other gen tly  rocking 
h e r child as she hum s a little  song 
is as up-to-the-m inute  as th e  policy 
of le ttin g  th e  in fan t w ork ou t his 
own feed ing  schedule.

These changes in  policies have 
rocked back and fo rth  since m an­
kind f i r s t  discovered th a t  he could 
ex e rt some control over the  health  
of h is body. Back in 150 A. D. in 
Rome th e  question of rocking the 
baby w as a m edical topic of the 
day and Galen, the m edical scholar 
who se t up regu la tions th a t  held 
sw ay fo r 1500 years , took a firm  
stand  in  fav o r o f gentle rocking, 
accom panied by a lullaby. He im ­
plied th a t  th e  rocking gave the 
in te rn a l o rgans th e  m otion they  re- 
ouired and th e  lu llaby seemed to  be 
the m otion to  sw ay th e  mind.

He had  b it te r  opponents fo r his 
ideas back in  those days. D ifferen t 
ideas about health  a re  as healthy  
fo r th e  study  of medicine, keeping 
it  in m otion and alive, as the  rock­
in g 'm o tio n  of each person is v ital 
to  h is health .

M otion is recognized today  as the 
kpvnote of life. All p a r ts  of the 
body, even th e  tin y  cells, a re  con­
s tan tly  undergoing  some activ ity . 
T here m u s t be m otion to  re ta in  
life.

Like the  pendulum  of a  clock, 
th e  o rgans of th e  body follow  a 
rock ing  m otion. E very  o rgan  is 
cradled in a sac w hich sets the 
lim its o f its  rocking. W ithou t th e  
now er to  rock or sw ing, th e  organ 
is unable to  perform  its  duty.

“ S tas is” is th e  m edical w ord fo r 
lack of m otion, w hether i t  be of 
th e  b loodstream  or th e  o rgans of 
the body. S tasis in your body, like 
sta tic  on your radio, causes discord.

There is a  sligh t pause in  the 
h ea lthy  sw aying of th e  p a r ts  of 
th e  body. W hen th e  pendulum  of a 
clock reaches as f a r  to  one side as 
i t  can go. th ere  is a pause before i t  
sw ings back. I f  i t  ge ts stuck  and 
fa ils  to  sw ing back, th ere  is lack 
of m otion sim ilar to th a t  caused 
by adhesions in  th e  body, w hen one 
o rgan  or p a r t  of the bodv grow s to 
another, causing a stickiness th a t 
in te rfe res  w ith  th e  sw ing and sway 
of motion.

In  an address by D r. R obert M. 
S alter, chief, Soil C onservation se r­
vice, U. S. D epartm en t of A gricu l­
tu re , to  the  N ational F a rm  in s ti­
tu te , Des Moines, Iowa, F eb ruary  
15, 1952, the follow ing rem arks 
w ere made on th e  topic, “A m erica's 
C apacity  To Produce Food.”

“I f  we a re  w illing to give up our 
m eat, milk, and eggs, and concen­
tr a te  our fa rm  production on high 
calorie food crops, we have the 
capacity  to produce enough food to 
support a population several tim es 
our p resen t num ber,” D r. Salter- 
said. He w en t on to  say  th a t  he 
didn’t  w an t them  to m isunderstand 
him fo r he didn’t  w an t to  give up 
ea ting  livestock products and 
fru its , as he liked them  as well as 
anyone else. He ju s t  m ean t th a t  if 
we sh ifted  our na tional d iet to 
beans, b read and potatoes, which 
we would be w illing to  do before 
we starved , A m erica could support 
a much la rg e r population than  it 
has a t  presen t.

S a lte r said, “You can see th a t 
I ’m not concerned about our s ta rv ­
ing  to death , bu t in  view of our ex­
panding population I am  concern­
ed about m ain ta in ing  our d ie tary  
levels and our general standards of 
living, and im proving them  if  pos­
sible.” Dr. S a lte r said he w anted 
a continuation  or im provem ent of 
p resen t d ie ta ry  levels, and produc­
tion  a t  a  price th a t  will give fa rm ­
ers a high stan d ard  of living and 
still be a t  a  level th a t  consum ers 
could buy w ithout low ering the ir 
purchase of o ther goods and ser­
vices w hich contribu te  to  our high 
stan d ard  of living.

“F arm ers and ranchm en are  a l­
read y  producing a t  a  record level. 
Crop production la s t y ea r w as the 
th ird  la rg e s t in h is to ry  despite an 
uphill b a ttle  ag a in s t th e  w eather. 
There can be no doubt b u t th a t  las t 
y ea r’s farm  ou tpu t w as th e  product 
of g rea tly  increased efficiency on 
fa rm s; efficiency resu ltin g  from  
the adoption of im proved techno­
logy. F a rm ers and ranchers are  
ju s t fa rm in g  and ranching  b e tte r,” 
S a lte r said. ‘

In  so m any w ords D r. Salter 
said th a t  th e  key to the situation  
is producing m ore per acre. “Our 
record is good, A u t even b e tte r  rec­
ords w ill be needed in the  fu tu re , 
and existing  acreages m ust p ro ­
duce m ore abundantly  to  sa tisfy  
the na tion ’s grow ing needs fo r ag ­
ricu ltu ra l commodities. The b iggest 
contribu ting  fac to rs  to  th e  upw ard 
trend  in crop yields have been 
m echanization, im proved crop v a ri­
eties, crop pest control, im proved 
land use, and b e tte r  soil and w ater 
m anagem ent.”

The m odern conservation fa rm ­
ing  and ranching  concept according 
to Dr. S a lte r is app ly ing  th e  neces­
sa ry  practices on a  fa rm  or ranch 
to  increase production and to  build 
up soil productivity , both  a t  the

sam e tim e. “I t  m eans m aking  soils 
yield abundantly  y ear in  and year 
out fo r an  indefin ite  period. There 
is m ore to  conservation  fa rm in g  
and ranch ing  th an  contro lling  eros­
ion. I t  involves th e  preven tion  of 
soil de terio ra tion  and erosion. I t  
involves th e  p revention of soil d e t­
erio ration  and erosion, m ore p ro ­
ductive use of the  ra in  th a t  fa lls  on 
th e  land, rebuild ing  eroded soil, 
building up soil fe r tility , and in ­
creasing  yields and income— all a t 
the sam e tim e. I t  involves increas­
ing  production and increasing  s tan ­
dards of living fo r today, tom orrow  
and fo r p o ste rity .”

Dr. S a lte r w en t on to  say , “You 
can conserve soil w ithou t im proving 
it, bu t you can’t  build soil up w ith ­
out conserving it. Soil is like a 
living th ing . Feed i t  r ig h t and tr e a t  
it  r ig h t, and i t  grow s like any  liv­
ing  th in g —and produces m ore 
w hile i t  is grow ing.” This involves 
p u ttin g  in to  use on th e  land com­
binations of good practices th a t  
we now have or th a t  research  can 
discover fo r us. Soil seldom pro ­
duces a t  its  fu ll capacity  by using 
a single im proved practice. The 
com binations a re  d iffe ren t in  d if­
fe ren t areas , and on d iffe ren t kinds 
of soil. They m ay v a ry  w idely from  
fa rm  to fa rm  and from  field  to 
field . The fa rm ers  and ranchers 
who a re  applying these com bina­
tions of practices in  all p a r ts  of the 
country  a re  m aking  th e ir  soils p ro ­
duce about double w h a t th e  average 
is producing. To speed up th e  use 
of im proved technology is, in Sal­
te r ’s opinion, th e  b igges t challenge' 
fac ing  ag ricu ltu re  today. How well 
we succeed a t  th is  will have a  v ita l 
bearing  on A m erica’s fu tu re  to  p ro ­
duce food.

Dr. S a lte r added, “T here is a 
v a s t acreage of gi’asslands in the 
U nited S ta tes much of w hich is 
unim proved. M ore th an  h a lf  of our 
land area , over a  billion acres, is 
in g raz ing  lands. Much of th is is in 
the sub-hum id plains, th e  a rid  des­
e rts , and in fo rests . He em phasized 
g rassland  im provem ent fo r two 
m ain reasons—firs t , g rassland  im ­
provem ent offers one of our g re a t­
est opportun ities fo r expanding our 
capacity  to  produce food. N o t only 
can we increase th e  q u an tity  of 
fo rage , b u t also th e  quality . W ith 
b e ttp r g rasslands our m ilk and 
m ea t can be ra ised  w ith  less feed 
grains. Second, good grasslands 
can help a lo t in  p reven ting  erosion 
on soils h igh ly  susceptible to  eros­
ion.

In conclusion D r. S a lte r said, “As 
chief of the Soil Conservation se r­
vice, I  am  m aking  i t  m y p rim ary  
concern to  speed up  th e  ra te  a t 
w hich fa rm ers  and ranchers get 
th e  sound on-site technical a ss is t­
ance in th e  field  of soil, w a te r and 
cron m anagem ent th a t  they  need to 
m ain ta in  and build up A m erica’s 
capacity  to produce.”

Social Security  Tax On 
Household W orkers Explained

A pril 0th is th e  deadline on 
which social security  paym ents fo r 
household w orkers fo r th e  f i rs t 
q u a rte r  of 1952 a re  due a t  the 
office of your Collector of In te rna l 
Revenue.

The federal law  b ring ing  house­
hold w orkers under the old-age and 
survivors insurance system  w ent 
into effect Ja n u a ry  1, 1951. How­
ever, law yers say  th a t  m any p e r­
sons who employ help in  th e ir 
homes a re  still in the  dark  about- 
requirem ents of the law.

H ere a re  some provisions every­
one should know. Household w ork­
ers covered by th e  law  include 
m aids, laundresses, housekeepers, 
cooks, nursem aids, gardeners, han ­
dymen, valets, footm en, groom s, 
chauffeu rs of p riva te ly  owned cars, 
p ractical nurses, and others.

W hether o r no t a household 
w orker is included in  th e  law 
depends on how m any days she 
w orks and how much money she is 
paid. I f  th e  person w orks 24 days 
and earns $50 during  any one of 
the th ree  m onth  periods into which 
th e  calendar y ea r has been divided, 
a ta x  rep o rt m ust be filed and pay­
m en t made.

Only cash w ages a re  considered, 
w hich includes bus fa re  if  paid in 
cash, bu t does no t include bus to ­
kens, clothing, room and board, or 
o ther noncash item s fu rn ished  the 
employee. A  domestic w orker does 
not have to  p u t in a  fu ll day to 
count on th e  24 day ru le—any p o r­
tion of th e  day w orked counts as a 
fu ll day.

i The ru le  is d iffe ren t fo r domes­
tic w orkers on fa rm s operated  for 
p ro fit. In  such cases th e  domestic 
is considered a fa rm  w orker and is 
covered only if  he o r she m eets the 
te s t fo r fa rm  labor.

The ta x  in all am ounts to  3% of 
the cash w ages paid. You, as an 
employer, m ust deduct 1% %  from  
your household w orker’s cash w ag­
es if  the person m eets the  24 day, 
f if ty  dollar te s t. You then  include 

(ano ther w hich is the  em ­
ployer’s contribution. A fte r the 
close of each specified three-m onth  
period you should send the tax , 
w ith  a rep o rt of th e  w ages paid, 
to th e  Collector of In te rn a l Reve­
nue.

These three-m onth  periods, or 
nu a rte rs , end on M arch 31st, June 
30th, Septem ber 30th and Decem­
ber 31st. R eports and paym ents are  
due by th e  la s t day of th e  m onth 
follow ing th e  close of each q u ar­
te r . D uring ' any  q u arte rly  period 
th a t  a  household w orker does not 
w ork 24 days o r earn  $50,t the em ­
ployer need no t be concerned. You 
need no t consider th e  w ork your 
employee perform s fo r any o ther 
employer.

The B ureau of In te rn a l Revenue 
has a special household rep o rt 
form , p rin ted  on th e  back of a 
re tu rn  envelope, which can be ob­
tained from  your Collector upon 
request. J u s t  ask  fo r Form  942.
