West Texas C of IC
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E. L. BUELOW

E. L. Buelow, division superin-
tendent of Lone Star Gas company
in San Angelo, and chairman of the
Industrial committee of the West
Texas Chamber of _Commerce,
discussed the work program of that
organization at yesterday’s Lion’s
club meeting. Ways in which the
West Texas C of C-is concerned
with matters of water resources,
taxation, legislation, citizenship ed-
ucation, industries and agriculture
were among the points brought out
by the speaker.

Water resources of the area are
of vital concern to West Texans,
Mr. Buelow pointed out. Dangers
of federal control are recognized by
the Chamber, which last year work-
ed to protect water rights of muni+
cipalities when the mattey was
brought up in the legislature. The
“paramount rights” decision of the
Supreme court several years ago
in favor of the federal government
regarding tidelands could also be
applied to water resources, it was
stated.

In matters of taxativix and legis-
lation the Chamber tries to keep
its members informed, the speakexr
said. While the Legislature is in
session a bulletin is published for
the membership calling attention to
any pending bills which affect the
West Texas area.
| For an Education and Citizen-
Iship program several one-day pro-
grams were conducted at colleges
for high school seniors. The seniors
heard speakers in the mornings and
had conferences in the afternoons.

The Chamber was instrumental
in organizing the first Congress-

This was set up on a town meeting
plan, with Cdngressmen on stage
answering questions asked by con-
stituents in the audience.

Research on state tax matters is
always being done by the organiza-
tion, Buelow said. The legislative
bulletin always has some discussion
on tax matters.

Industrial research involves at-
tracting industry to West Texas
from the North and East. To adver-
tise the benefits of the area, a spe-
cial train has been talked, which
would take a number of boosters
to industrial areas of the country.

Additional appropriations for
state highways is being urged by
the organization, the speaker said,
in order to arrest the deterioration
of existing highways and provide
for improvement oA secondary
roads where necessary.

An agricultural labor conference
was held last summer to discuss the
problems of bracero labor. This
meeting was sponsored by the
Chamber of Commerce, which has
always been concerned with Mexi-
can labor and trade relations.

As with any Chamber of Com-
merce, public relations is a vital
function, Buelow said.. Last year
the staff traveled 70,000 miles in
the interests of the area. All offi-
cers and directors were made as
active as possible in carrying on
good will for the organization, both
in this area and elsewhere.

In closing Mr. Buelow pointed
out the following immediate ob-
jects of the West Texas Chamber
of Commerce: Organization of a
water conference; adoption of an
acceptable bracero contract; the
launching of a national advertising
program for the West Texas areaj
intensive study of the highway
problem of the state; and adoption
of a soil conservation program in
in all sections.

Mr. Buelow was introduced by
W. M. Patterson Jr. With Mr. Bue-
low was Ralph E. Duncan, of the
community services department of
the Chamber of Commerce office
in Abilene.

The 4th annual “Ram Progeny
Test” Field Day will be held on
Saturday, May 17, at the Ranch
Experiment Station (sub-station
14), south of Sonora.

The morning will be spent in ex-
amining the rams and their rec-
ords. The afternoon program will
{be highlighted by an open panel
i discussion, led by Dr. J. C. Miller,
head of the Animal Husbandry De-
partment, Texas A&M college. A
ranch style barbecue dinner will be
served by the Sutton County 4-H
Club.

This test wes designed to help
take some of the guesswork out

of sire selection by wusing the
| seales, ruler, and scouring vat to
{help support visual selection. By

testing sires, breeders hope to Io-
cate outstanding rams or blood
lines that are prepotent for higher
profit producting characteristies.
This test shows promise of doing
the same thing for sheep that trap
nesting has done for poultry, the
Babcack test and scales have done
for dairy cattle, and the race track
has done.for running horses.

Five different breeds are repre-
sented in this'4th test: Rambouillet,
Delaine, Corriedale, Columbia, and
Suffolk. There are some 220 regis-
tered rams entered by 20 registered
breeders, Texas &M College,
Bluebonnet Farm, and the Ranch
Experiment Station. All rams on
test this year will closely approach
1, pound per head daily gain for
the 224-day period, on a ration of
509 oats and 50% alfalfa hay.

In addition to gaining ability,
other major profit-producing char-
acteristics closely checked are clean
wool production, staple length, and
efficiency of gain.

Records of previous tests show
the test is producing the desired
results. Each year a greater num-
ber of higher producing rams are
located. These high testing -rams
are going back as stud sires in the
ibreeders’ flocks. Many of the
1lambs on test this year were sired
‘by rams that were also tested.
Many of these rams will go back
to sire lambs from ewes whose
sires were tested.

This Test is of great importance
to commercial sheepmen, for as a
result, they may soon be able to
purchase higher producing range
rams—rams whose sires and dams
lare of tested and proven blood
lines.

Cook a few
minutes, add bread crumbs, ground
{ham, salt, pepper. Moisten with
vecetable stock—water in which
onions  cooked—mix well. Fill
onion shells.

Bake in covered pan in a moder-
ate oven (350 degrees) for 30 min-
utes. Remove the cover the last
few minutes of baking so the onions
will brown.

Individual’s Privilege Against
Self-Incrimination Explained

The privilege or ruie against self
incrimination makes news from
time to time in connection with
court proceedings and legislative
committee hearings. The statement,
“I refuse to answer on the grounds
that it may tend to incriminate
me,” has become familiar to many.
Some do not understand the back-
ground of the legal principle which
allows a person to remain mute in
such circumstances. -
zLawyers say this is one of the
most important basic rights of the
individual in this country. The
Fifth Amendment of our Federal
Constitution provides that “no ner-
son shall be compelled in any
criminal case to be a- witness
against himself.” The early Ameri-
can statesmen insisted that this
guarantee become a part of our
law for excellent reasons.

The doctrine against self-inerim-
ination is most probably an out-
growth of ‘“trial by ordeal” prac-
ticed in the ancient days of Eng-
land. ‘A person accused of a
criminal offense had to plead
either “guilty” or “not guilty” at
the time he was arraigned for
trial, and still does today. However,
{in® those days the accused had
neither the benefit of counsel nov
the right to testify in his own

amounted to just about the same
thing.

If the accused pleaded “guilty”
he was hung a little sooner than
was the case if he pleaded “not
guilty.” This situation, understand-
ably enouch, caused many persons
charged with crime to stand silent
on arraignment . and not . plead
either wayv. When that hanppened,
the accused was subjected to tor-
ture to induce him to plead one
way or the other.

Incredible methods of making a
person talk were used with almost
total success. In some cases the
accused was placed in close con-
finement withea bit of bread to eat
one day, a sip of water the next.
and so on from day to day until
he consented to plead or died of
starvation.

On other occasions heavy weights
were placed on his chest above the
heart and attendants .stoqd on the
weights, or he might have been
forced to recline on a bed of shar-
pened  stakes. Investigations 1in
those days arose, primarilv because
of alleced " dereliction from the
rules of the Church.

With memories of such-atrocities,
it is plain to see why the colonists

their fundamental laws.

The nrivilege against
crimination is not only incorporated
in the Federal Bill ‘of Rights, but
;is.also guaranteed under the con-
lstltution of all but two of the 48
states. Our Texas Constitution pro-
vides that an accused “shall not
be compelled to give evidence
against himself.”

The right of a witness to refuse
to answer on these grounds has
been repeatedly sustained by the
courts of the United States. Altho
the U. S. Supreme Court has not
directly passed on the question of
self-incrimination before a‘legisla-
tive committee, there is a fair
inference that the privilege estab-
lished by the Fifth Amendment
protects witnesses in Congressional
investigations as well as in judicial
proceedings.

An economy-minded house last
week concluded action on another
of the annual appropriation bills
for the fiscal year which begins
next July 1.

Thus far, a total of $6 and one-
half billion has been whacked from
the President’s requests. Three
major money bills remain to be
disposed of, including the one on
mutual security and foreign aid.
The latter will undoubtedly be
whittled down in several respects.
Last year our economy bloc in
the House was fairly successful,
but more co-operation is noticeable
this year from Members who pre-
viously hesitated to lend a hand in
our retrenchment program.

For some time I have been a
member of this so-colled Southern
Hconomy Bloe. We hold weekly
meetings, study budget estimates,
appropriation bills, hearings. re-
ports, ete., and then concentrate on
amendments which we think are
sound and proper and to the best
interests of the taxpayers.
Cuts were made last week which
would knock out about 100,000 re-
quested civilian jobs in the Defense
Department. We are convinced
there is a lot of belt-tightening
that can be done in that as well
as other Departmients without ad-
versely affecting our defense pro-
gram,
Our group is made up of South-
ern Democrats who are willing to
buck the Administration pressures
when we are convinced a provosed
expenditure is not justified. When
amendments are offered on the
Floor, to reduce costs, we appeal
to all Members, whether Demorrat
or Republican, for support. We
have been fairly successful in these
concentrated efforts. Our goal is
a balanced budget. We may not
achieve it this year but we are
moving in that direction.
President’s Seisure
The President’s action in seizing
the steel mills has caused much
concern with respect to'its legality.
It is widely feared that if a Presi-
dent has the authority under the
Constitution to_ seize steelymills,
he could seize any other buSiness
concern if from his viewpoint he
thought it was the thing to do. It
is conceivable that.by the abuse of
such alleged authority, a President
could take over a good part of
private business in_ America and
completely change our free enter-
prise system.
That may never be done, but if
it can legally be done in this in-
stance, then it might be done with
even less restraint at some time in
the future. ‘

Under the Taft-Hartley law, the
President is given authority by the
Congress to cope with national
emergencies such as was presented

in the steel dispute. He could ap-
point a ' fact-finding board, then
follow with an injunction which
would defer the strike for 80
additional days during which the
mediation service already set up
would go into action. He has, how-
ever, made use of the 80-day cool-
ing off period provision on two
prior occasions against John L.
Lewis, and both times the disputes
were settled during the 80-day
period.

Another serious complaint about
the President’s recent action is
that he undertakes in this way to
force not only a 26¢ wage increase
but also the union shop upon the
workers and the steel industries
over the country.

In other words, the effect of his
action has tended to force all stecl
employees into unions and the ac-
ceptance of a union shop by each
steel industry, without the employ-
er, the unions, or the individual
workers being consulted.

If the President had invoked the
Taft-Hartley law—as he had a
legal right to do—and had suspen-
ded any strike for the 80-day
period, under the Taft-Hartley law
each member of a union working
for a particular company, would
have had a right to vote for or
against accepting the terms of an
offer by the employer before a
strike could be called. If a majority
of the workers should, in that case,
decide to accept the offer, the issue
would be settled. But they would
rarely get that chance unless the
Taft-Hartley law is invoked. A
steel worker in Pittsburg was
quoted the other day as saying:

“Tf they would give us a chance
to vote on a settlement, there would
be some red faces in union head-
quarters!”

Farm Tractor Can
Be A Killer

College Station — More than a
quarter million tractors furnish
the power for producing the major
portion of the agricultural wealth
of Texas. These machines, when
properly handled and operated, are
safe but when carelessness comes
into the picture, they can become
lkillers. Fatal accidents caused by
farm tractors, points out E. C.
Martin, state agricultural leader
for the Texas Extension Service,
}usually result from some chance
taken by the operator.

High on the list of tractor aceci-
dent causes are failure of the
operator to follow his ‘operating
manual when attaching equipment;
operating the power take-off with
shield removed; filling the fuel
tank with the motor running; mak-
ing adjustments on the tractor or
equipment without shutting off the
motor and operating the tractor on
a highway after dark without
proper front and rear lights.

Many accidents result from over-
turned - tractors. Martin says ex-
treme care should be exercised
when tractors are operated on hilly
or rough land and in fields where
are ditches or creeks. Making hit-
ches over the draw bar may cause
the tractor to rear up and turn
over backwards, explains Martin.

Never operate the power take-off
unless it is covered with the shield
which came with the tractor, warns
Martin. It was provided for the
safety of the operator.

The shortage of farm labor can
be partially overcome by prevent-
ing every type of farm accident
and Martin adds it’s the business
of every farm family to see that
some member isn’t taken from the
job by an accident.
