A wildcat will be drilled by 
Sinclair on University land in 
Schleicher county as result of sales 
by the Board for Lease of Univer­
sity of Texas Lands at its 29 th 
public auction in Austin last week: 
The block of land leased by Sin­
clair lies roughly about two miles 
west of the Reynolds community. 
The test must start within 180 days 
from June 6.

Sinclair paid of bonus of §125,000 
for Tract 100, consisting of nine 
parcels totaling 2,675.78 acres, in 
northwestern Schleicher County. It 
is obligated to drill a wildcat to 
-9,500 feet, to production at a lesser 
depth, into sulphur or salt water, 
or into granite at a lesser depth. 
The block consists of the southeast 
quarter of section 19, southwest 
quarter of 20, and the north and 
south halves of sections 21 and 22, 
in block 54; north and south halves 
of section 4 and the west half of 
section 5, in block 57.

The block begins 9!4 miles south- 
southwest of Frankel Bros, and 
Shell No. 1 R. S. Williams, opener 
o f and lone producer in the Tank- 
ersley Clear Fork field in extreme 
northwestern Schleicher County.

NEW BENEFIT FORMULA 
FOR SOCIAL SECURITY

A new benefit formula now in 
effect will mean larger social sec­
urity payments to many 'filing 
claims from here on, according to 
George D. Clark, manager of the 
San Angelo field office.

He went on to explain that the 
new method uses average monthly 
wages after 1950, while the old for­
mula is based on average wages 
since 1936. This does not, there­
fore, mean another automatic in­
crease for all beneficiaries now on 
the rolls. It does mean that some 
applicants who may have their 
benefit computed under the new 
formula will receive more.

Of considerable importance in 
figuring the payments is the mat­
ter of what wages and what months 
are used in arriving at one’s aver­
age monthly wage. The law re­
quires that a minimum of 18 
months be used in the calculation 
and wages to be included depend 
upon when the claim is filed. Self- 
employed, for instance, who file 
their claim this year can include no 
earnings for 1952 in their calcula­
tion.

“ Persons who expect to retire 
after 1952 will be affected little or 
not at all by these considerations,” 
said Clark. “ However, those who 
expect to retire during 1952 should 
consult their social security office. 
The people there will explain how 
the benefit can be calculated so 
that a decision can be made as to 
the most advantageous time to re­
tire and file claim. The decision, of 
course, is for each person to make 
but the local office will supply the 
ihformation on how to base it.”

That the proposed new highway 
toward Mertzon will leave the city 
at the Maginot clinic corner seems 
now to be an established fact, ac­
cording to a highway department 
map showing the route of the new 
road.

If this plan is not changed (and 
there are no present indications 
that it will be), this route will have 
several advantages for Eldorado: 
motorists coming in from Mertzon 
will drive straight toward the 
courthouse, the new route will help 
to eliminate traffic tie-ups at 
Hank Mund’s corner, there will be 
no residences to move or streets to 
widen, and—best of all—it will 
bring paving to a heretofore un­
paced street.

Highway officials have been here 
1 off and on for some time, working 
out a tentative route. According to 
present plans, it leaves the city 
limits in the L. R. Dameron local­
ity, and cuts through new territory 
before it picks up the old route.

Interested Schleicher County mo­
torists may drive out on the 
present Mertzon road, and find the 
indicated route by the stakes which 
mark it off.

Highway equipment is busy at 
present on two projects in Sutton. 
It is hoped that right-of-way de­
tails can be worked out this 
summer, so that actual work may 
start soon.

Overall Picture
Here is a resume of the status 

of the proposed new Mertzon road 
to date:

There is a 20-mile stretch to the 
county line, which will be handled 
in three strips, an 8-mile strip, and 
two 6-mile stretches. The first 
eight, leading out of Eldorado, is 
staked off, as explained above, and 
highway officials are now spending 
their time on deeds; the county 
will complete right-of-way pre­
liminaries when the deeds are 
turned over to county officials.

The second project, a six mile 
strip of paving, is being surveyed 
off, with probability that stakes 
will be driven to mark it o ff within 
a week or two. This 14-mile total 
will probably be built at one time.

The third and last strip in this 
county, six miles long, will receive 
attention as soon as officials know 
where it will connect with the road 
leading this way from Mertzon to 
the county line. This Schleicher 
strip, six miles long, will probably 
follow the present route much of 
the way.

From the Mertzon county seat 
town, there will be about 11 miles 
of paving. That strip is in about 
the same stage of preliminary 
work as is the Schleicher County 
route.

There is possibility that the last 
six miles in this county will not be 
completed as early as is the rest 
of the highway. The other strips 
are due to be under contract this 
fiscal year—which ends July 1, 
1953, and the remaining strip will 
receive attention after that date.

I Peter 3:15 “ Sanctify in your 
hearts Christ as Lord.” Lord means 
Boss. When he becomes your mas­
ter he is your example. Can you 
imagine Christ at a dance? Paul 
said, “ Abstain from the very ap­
pearance of evil.”  II Peter 2:2 
“ And many shall follow their las­
civious doings by reason of whom 
the way of Truth shall be evilly 
spoken of.”

Is the dance lascivious? Here is 
your answer! Rudolph Valentino 
said, “ Dancing is the outward ap­
pearance of perfect marriage, the 
dance is a partnership. It is the 
mutual sense of rhythm. It is sex!”

“ The dancing sheik” ought to 
know his business. If this is true, 
it is lascivious and no Christian has 
a right to such experiences this 
side of the altar.

The Chicago vice commissioner 
asked when they talked to three 
hundred prostitute girls, “What 
led you to become what you are 
today?” Eighty-five percent of 
them said, “ My first step wrong 
was caused by the modern dance.”

The phy­
sical stimulation of the dance drugs 
the intellect and the spirit.”

Harry Stribes (ex-dancing teach­
er, professional) says, “ I do not 
believe a woman can dance virtuos-- 
ly and waltz well, for she must 
yield her person completely to her 
partner.”

A Christian must be careful that 
he does nothing that will cause 
anyone to stumble and the dance 
has proven itself to be one of the 
major stumbling blocks thru its 
entire existence. In Roman 15:1-2 
it says “ Now we that are strong 
ought to bear the infirmities of the 
weak, and not to please ourselves, 
let each one please his neighbor 
for that which is good, unto edify­
ing, for Christ also pleased not 
Himself.”

A young woman who was a 
church member came to her minis­
ter and asked him what he thought 
of her going to the dance. He 
warned her against it and told her 
she could not win souls there. She 
said, “ If I can, then will you admit 
that it is all right?”

He replied that he thought in 
that case her going would be justi­
fied. She went that night and 
during one of the moonlight waltzes 
she very politely asked the man 
with whom she was dancing if he 
was a Christian. He said, “ No. are 
you?” And she replied, “Yes.” 

“Well what in the 
hell are you doing here?” was his 
sensible reply.

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Report From Democratic State 
Convention By Local Delegates

The great interest engendered 
over Texas in the precinct, county 
and state conventions during May 

j^ jb a b ly  will result; in increased 
fiMlendance at the next precinct 
^faventions July 26. That is the 
prediction of experienced political 
observers who point out that the 
July '26 meetings will lead up to 
another state convention in Sep­
tember at which the state party 
platforms for the next two years 
will be adopted.

Governor Allan Shivers deserves 
a lion’s share of the credit for this 
increased interest of Texas citizens 
in the convention phase of their 
government. For months he stress­
ed the - importance of the May 
conventions as being the average 
voter’s only opportunity to express 
himself on national party matters. 
His leadership resulted in the 
selection at San Antonio May 27 
of an uninstructed, unpledged dele­
gation to the Democratic National 
Convention in Chicago July 21. The 
Texas delegates are instructed only 
to look for candidates and platform 
planks that are worthy of the 
Jeffersonian principles upon which 
the true Democratic Party is based.

The Governor is expected to de­
vote much of his time and public 
appearances during June and July 
to the July conventions, explaining 
their importance in the state po­
litical setup and urging voters to 
express themselves on state issues 
as they have on national issues. He 
is likely to base his state platform 
and program on the principles laid 
down at San Antonio, which were 
summarized in the following reso­
lution:

A RESOLUTION OF 
APPRECIATION TO NATIONAL 
COMMITTEE MEMBERS 
WHEREAS, the Democratic Party 
in Texas has heretofore placed its 
representation in the National 
Committee in the hands of two of

The cleansing of 
government of the grafter and the 
influence peddler, without fear or 
favor, and be he friend or foe, is 
the course of morality which the 
Democratic Party must pursue.

(5) The devotion of the Democra­
tic Party must be to the great 
body of our people. While it must 
ever be the guardian of the rights 
of minorities—as well as the maj­
ority—to freedom of speech, press, 
assembly and worship, the rights 
of property, and equal justice under 
law, it must be the relentless foe of 
the special interest and the minor­
ity pressure group that seeks not 
rights but privilege, dictation, or 
control.

(6) The imposition by federal 
law or federal fiat of a Fair Em­
ployment Practices Code upon ev­
ery individual employer in every 
individual state would be a last, 
long step toward the ultimate des­
truction of the very freedom it 
purports to promote—for loss of 
freedom to choose the employee 
leads inevitably to loss of freedom 
to choose the employer. Both are 
slavery. Against this instrument of

At San Antonio on May 27, 1952, 
Resolves:

First: We reaffirm our devotion 
to our treasured Democratic heri­
tage and to the tenets of the his­
toric Democratic Party true to the 
traditions of Texas— a State of the 
Southland that sheltered the' still 
small light of the Democratic Par­
ty for more than a half century 
through the shadowed valley of 
darkness and defeat. We avow our 
fidelity to the faith of our fathers 
embodied in the deathless doctrines 
of the inalienable liberties under 
law of the individual man and the 
reserved and inalienable rights un­
der the Constitution of the indivi­
dual, soverign states. We repudiate 
the Republican Party as a party 
long hostile to our aspirations and 
still alien to our heritage and 
stranger if not unfriendly to our 
needs. We reassert our belief that 
the Democratic Party of Texas is 
the best instrumentality through 
which to advance the best interests 
of our people and confirm our in­
tentions to seek the solution of our 
problems within the framework of 
the Democratic Party.

SECOND: In this Critical Year 
of Decision 1952, we deem these 
twelve truths to be self-evident:

(1) Maintaining the highest de­
gree of freedom for the individual 
consistent with law and order and 
reposing in the individual state the

-government consistent with the 

national defense are the true fund­
amentals of our party and the true 
cornerstones of our liberty. The 
preservation of our freedom re­

states rights and in individual 
rights, in honest government, in

be eliminated, that communism is 
a curse upon this earth and; must 
be given no quarter at home or 
abroad, being the basic philosophy 
and true ideals of the Democratic 
Party, are invited to join the Dem­
ocratic Party and participate in 
its affairs without further qualifi­
cation and all resolutions and poli­
cies to the contrary adopted or fol­
lowed by former conventions of the 
Democratic Party are hereby re­
pealed and annulled.

FINALLY: The Delegates of the 
Democratic Party of Texas are in­
structed to vote as a unit and to 
fight as a unit—without fear or 
faltering—for the embodiment of 
this declaration of principles in the 
1952 platform of the National Dem­
ocratic Party and to support as a 
unit and to vote as a unit for real 
Democrats of the true blood of our 
heritage for nominees for president 
and vice president of the United 
States. In this critical year of de­
cision-we give a sacred charge to 
the Texas Delegation to the Demo­
cratic National Convention to ex­
pend all of the starwart strength 
of Texas Democracy in a battle for 
a platform true to the traditions 
and for candidates loyal and de­
voted to the principles of the Great 
Democratic Party-of our Fathers— 
a platform and nominees that Tex­
as Democrats can in good consci­

ence support with fervor and with 
faith. You shall prevail because 
ours is the armor of the right and 
the cause is just and true!

(12) The nominees for president 
and vice president of the United 
States chosen by the Democratic 
Party should be strong men— sun- 
crowned—the men the times de­
mand—men whom the spoils of of­
fice will not buy—who can walk 
with kings and yet not lose the 
common touch—men worthy of the 
dignity of the offices they will
