Classic Cable
to raise rates

Cable TV customers in Eldo-
rado will be seeing a $2.30 per
month increase in their monthly
bills beginning in February. Cur-
rently, cable customers pay $28.95
per month for basic cable service
the increase will raise that amount
to $31.25.

In a letter to Mayor John
Nikolauk announcing the increase,
Classic Cable’s Regional Manager
Bill Flowers noted that the cost of
delivering programming continues
to escalate at a rapid pace.

“While we never enjoy an-
nouncing a rate adjustment, we
hope you will agree that Classic has
made good on its promise to keep
rates as low as possible while pro-
viding superior cable television
entertainment value and customer
service,” Flowers letter stated.

Schleicher County ISD Cafete-
ria has changed to an automated
collection system for breakfast and
lunch.

Each student will have an 1.D.
Card which will begcanned as they
go though the lunch line at break-
fast and/or lunch.

When you or your child or chil-
dren pay for lunches and/or break-
fast, the money will go into an ac-
count and the same monies can be
used for breakfast and/or lunch.
They will only be allowed to charge
up to $7.00 and when this amount
is reached the system will not ac-
cept their card. So it is important
that they remember to bring money
when we let them know there is not
enough money left in their account
for another week.

When you send a check or cash
please specify each child's name,
the grade and the amount for each

child and their I.D. number if they
know it or have their card so you
can put the number on the enve-
lope or check. One check is still
sufficient for more than one child,
Just specify the amount for each.
Please encourage your child or
children to keep up with their cards
and to take care of them so they
will scan as there will be a charge
for new cards issued. They will also
get them through the line much
faster if they have their card instead

of us having to look up their num-
ber and punch it into the system.

You may also still pay for one
day at a time, but we encourage
smaller children to try and pay for
at least five days at a time, so we
don't have a problem with them
only having part of their money,
which happens often.

Bob Bul-
lock may be ending a long career
in state government, but his influ-
ence will endure for years, The
Dallas Morning News reported last
week.

Among the graduates of “Bul-
lock University” over the past two
decades are the head of the U.S.
Mint to Texas’ budget chief, as are
an assortment of county judges, leg-
islators and executive directors of
state agencies. Other former Bul-
lock staff members are now high-
powered lobbyists and some of the
most successful lawyers in Austin.

Glen Castlebury, spokesman for
the Texas Department of Criminal
Justice, said this of his former boss:

“Everyone can say wonderful
things about his vision and philoso-
phy, but I was always impressed
with his high level of expectation
about what government should do
and what government employees
should do.

Bullock leaves office this
month, after serving eight years as
lieutenant governor and 16 years as
state comptroller.

He
will continue working in the pri-
vate sector in association with Pub-
lic Strategies Inc., an Austin-based
corporate consulting firm.

As he leaves office, Texas’

If you'vé ever driven in Califor-
nia, you know that state has more
cars than any other. To park a car
at just about any public event in or
near San Francisco, the cost is $25.
Parking garages rent out spaces in
twenty minute segments.

We recently rented a car in Palo

Inhalants, a danger in all homes

What is the drug of choice for
our youngest children today? Alco-
hol, Marijuana, Heroin, Cocaine?
No, how about everyday items such
as canned whipped cream, correc-
tion fluid, spray paint, or gasoline.

Inhalants have become the drug
of choice for our youngest children.
Cheap and readily available in any
home, inhalants are destroying
young lives at an alarming rate.
Seven million children between the
ages of 5 and 17 have abused inhal-
ants. Inhalant abuse seems to peak
around the age of 13, but more
shocking is the fact that children as
young as five have used inhalants.

What type of substances can be

abused? Take a look around: your.

home and you'll find dozens of sub-
stances that have the potential to be
abused. There are over 1000 prod-
ucts that can be abused. They range
from the most notorious and obvi-
ous, such as glue, gasoline, and

spray paints, to the not so obvious,
vegetable cooking spray, room de-
odorizers and spray desert toppings.
Yes, something as innocent as a can
of good tasting whipped cream can
kill is abused.

Some of the deadly chemicals
found in household items are bu-
tane, tetrachloroethylene, toluene,
nitrous oxide, and acetone. These
chemicals cause damage to the body
as soon as they are inhaled. Start-
ing with damage to membranes in
the mouth, nose, and throat. Once
in the body they circulate, through
the major organs, doing damage as
they go, especially to the brain. In-
halants reduce the flow of oxygen
to the brain, killing brain cells. Dam-
age to the brain is permanent and
1rrever51b1e Inhalants cause perma-

fent damage to the nervous system :
kidneys, lungs, and other systems.

Death from inhalant abuse can come
after many uses or the FIRST use.
‘When mixed with other depressants
such as alcohol, or tranquilizers, the
effect is often coma or death.
What are some indicators of
someone abusing inhalants? Dried
paint or spray on clothes, empty

spray cans or tubes of glue, chemi-
cal breath, sores arqund the mouth
and nose. Someone under the influ-
ence of an inhalant will appear-
spacey, be clumsy, have no sense of'
time or space. They will be fatigued,
have blood shot eyes, and have a run
down condition. Any combinatiqr{*
of these should be cause for concern.”
How do we fight inhalant abuse?
Educate yourself and your children.

Russian Winter

Russia. How can a country so
rich in natural resources, available
labor and a modern infrastructure
be unable to feed itself?

It is easier to imagine how a
war torn, over-populated third
world country like Rwanda or
Burma (Myanmar) could have
malnourished children and soup
lines. But not the country that put
the first man in space and has
loomed as the balance of power
on earth for most of our lives.

Less than ten years ago we
were still frozen in the Cold War,
standing nose to nose with Rus-
sia. Both countries knew where
they stood. They could count on
Canada and the U.S. producing
enough grain to cover their short-
age AND we could count on them
having a shortage. It was a great
arrangement particularly because
it was financed by the U.S. gov-
ernment.

Food had always been a
weapon in the Cold War sparring.

I wrote a column back then
stating communism was the friend
of the American farmer. If com-
munism were to give way to de-
mocracy, Russia would soon be
over-producing like we do, and

our grain export market would
collapse.

And guess what. Communism
did collapse. The Berlin Wall
came down, Russia became a free
enterprise country but they are
still unable to feed themselves.

Their government is in chaos,
they are low on supplies, their
money’s no good and they are ex-
periencing their coldest winter in
thirty years. They are even a worse
loan risk than pre-Gorbachev
days. Canada and the U.S. are ne-
gotiating billions of dollars worth
of foodstuffs.

It is profound that what Rus-
sia needs is not improved com-
puter software, medicine, nuclear
expertise, better stockbrokers,
generals, mechanics, teachers, or
even cd players. They need some-
thing to eat.

Fear not, my dear Russians,
Superman is in the phone booth
changing. Help is on the way.
Once again the responsibility for
saving the day is back on the
shoulders of the American farmer.
Our state department will dole out
“Food Stamps” according to our
political needs, and Russia will
get in line behind Rwanda.

AUSTIN — State Representa-
tive Bob Turner, filed two bills in
the Texas House recently which he
says will to assist counties, particu-
larly rural counties, like many in
his district.

Some of the development, how-
ever, has not been to a reasonable
standard.

Subdivisions have been devel-
oped with lots that do not meet
minimum requirements for the in-
stallation of a permitted septic tank,
though no sewer system is avail-
able. Lots have been sold that do
not have adequate access to water,
where proper drainage features and
grading have not been completed
and some lots flood with relatively
normal rainfall. Residents of these
subdivisions then look to the

county to resolve these problems F

QUESTION: Why can’t
parents get children to obey just
by explaining what they want
them to do? Why is it so often
necessary to punish or raise our
voices to get them to cooperate?
Why can’t they just accept a
few reasonable rules and avoid
all that conflict? It just doesn’t
add up to me.

DR. DOBSON: After work-
ing with children for years, I'm
convinced that their challenging
behavior is motivated in part by
the desire for power that lies deep
within the human spirit. From a
very early age, they just don’t
want anyone telling them what to
do. They are also great admirers
of strength and courage. Maybe
this is why mythical characters
like Superman, Robin Hood and
Wonder Woman have been so
prominent in the folklore of chil-
dren. Perhaps it is also why kids
brag that “My dad can beat up
your dad!” (One child said in re-
ply, “That’s nothing, my mom can
beat up my dad, too!”)

It is a fact that most boys, and
some girls, care about the issue
of “who’s toughest.” Whenever a
youngster moves into a new
neighborhood or a new school
district, he often has to fight, ei-
ther verbally or physically, to es-
tablish himself in the hierarchy of
strength. There is usually a “top
dog” in a group of children who
bosses everyone else around.
There is also a little defeated pup
at the bottom of the heap who
takes the brunt of everyone’s
abuse. And each child between
those extremes usually knows
where he or she ranks in relation
to the others.

I believe this admiration for
power also makes children want

to know how tough their leaders
are. They will occasionally disobey
adults for the precise purpose of
testing their determination and
courage. Thus, whether you are a
parent or grandparent, or Boy Scout
leader or bus driver, or Brownie
leader or a school teacher, I can
guarantee that sooner or later, one
of the children under your author-
ity will clench his little fist and
challenge your leadership. He will
convey this message by his disobe-
dient manner: “I don’t think you are
tough enough to make me do what
you say.”

The way you handle that con-
frontation is being watched closely
by every child in the group. Your
reaction will determine how soon
another occurs and with what in-
tensity it is driven.
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QUESTION: My wife and I
have two very strong-willed kids
who are hard to handle. They
seem to need to test us, and
they’re the happiest and most
contented when we are the
toughest on them. Why do they
insist on making us growl at them
and even punish them more than
we’d like to? :

DR. DOBSON: It is curious,
isn’t it, that some children seem to
enjoy fighting with their parents? It’s
a function of the pugnacious tem-
perament with which they are born.
Many kids just like to run things and
seem to enjoy picking fights.

There is another factor that is
related to a child’s sense of secu-
rity. Let me illustrate it this way.
Imagine you’re driving a car over
the Royal Gorge bridge in Colo-
rado, which is suspended hundreds
of feet above the canyon floor. As
a first-time traveler, you're pretty
tense as you drive across. It’s a

scary experience. I knew one
little fellow who was so awed
by the view over the side of the
bridge that he said, “Wow,
Daddy! If you fell off of here,
it’d kill you constantly!”

Now suppose there were no
guard rails on the side of the
bridge. Where would you steer
the car? Right down the middle
of the road. Even though you
don’t plan to hit those protec-
tive railings along the side, you
just feel more secure knowing
that they’re there.

It’s the same way with chil-
dren. There is security in de-
fined limits. They need to know
precisely what the rules are and
who’s available to enforce them.
Whenever a strong-willed child
senses that the boundaries may
have moved, or that his or her
parents may have lost their
nerve, he or she will often pre-
cipitate a fight just to test the
limits again. They may not ad-
mit that they want you to be the
boss, but they breathe easier

when you prove that you are.
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cropping up around urban counties,
and popular retirement communi-
ties’” Turner continued, “Over the
last five years it has become evi-
dent that county government needs
some type of authority to prevent
these conditions before these de-
velopments become a drain on the
state and county budgets.”
Turner’s bill would require any-
one subdividing their property into
two or more lots for the purposes
of selling the lots to others as a resi-
dence’ to file a plat of that subdi-
vision with the county for approval.
The county commissioners court
would then have 60 days to approve
or deny the plat. If the application
for the plat is denies, the landowner
would be prohibited from subdivid-
ing the property. This authority al-

lows the commissioners court to
ensure any plat to subdivide prop-
erty makes provisions for basic in-
frastructure such as right of way,
water/wastewater connections, and
roads.

The second bill filed by Rep.
Turner, H.B 424, addresses a seri-
ous budget problem for rural coun-
ties capital murder trials. The cost
of prosecuting a capital murder
trial is between $200,000 and
$300,000.

“When a county has an operat-
ing budget barely over $1 million,
it doesn’t take many of these trials
to leave the county with a serious
shortfall in county funds,” said
Turner. Many rural counties, such
as Jasper County where the horrific
dragging death of an African-

American male took place this year,
are prosecuting multiple capital
murder cases in any given yeéar

Rep. Turner’s legislation will
require convicted criminals to pay
a court fee to the state which wif
be dedicated to assisting rural
counties with the cost of capital
murder trials. Each criminal con-
victed of a felony will pay $5, and
each person convicted of a misde-
meanor will pay $1 in court costs.
The Comptroller’s office estimates
this legislation will raise $3.3 mil-
lion a year for the rural county capi-
tal murder fund. “That $3.3 million
will ensure that rural counties njg,
longer have to let murders pleatf
down to a lesser offense to avoid
capital murder prosecution costs,”
Turner stated.

while there is no immediate crisis.

He called for a year-long national
nonpartisan dialogue on Social Se-
curity which culminated in a White
House Conference on December 8,
1998. Early next year we will be-
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gin bipartisan negotiations on
meaningful reform.

The public’s understanding of
the Social Security program is not
strong. And that is not surprising.
While Social Security has been a
part of the American landscape for
more than 60 years, it is also a com-
plex social insurance program.

One of the critical roles in the
national dialogue has to be to edu-
cate the public about the Social
Security program of today so that
people will be better able to help

* People need to remember how
important Social Security has been
to their parents and grandparents.

ment. ;

It is America’s family protec-.
tion plan, providing valuable sur-
vivors and disability insurance
protection. About 1-in-3 Social
Security beneficiaries are not re-
tirees.

* People should know that So-
cial Security forms a solid founda-
tion on which people can build re-
tirement security.

Pensions and personal savmg(‘
should always be part of a sound
retirement plan. But too few
Americans save as much as they
should.

* People should understand that
the main reason for Social
Security’s long-range financing
problem is demographics.

We’re living longer, healthier
lives, which is good news, and by
the year 2030, we will have nearly
twice as many older Americans a?
today.

At the same time, while today
there are about three workers for
every beneficiary, in 2030 there
will only be about two workers for
every beneficiary.

* People need to understand the
economic facts about Social Secu-
rity.

Before 1983, Social Securityz
operated as a pay-as-you-go sys-
tem. Legislation created partial re-
serve financing. The trust funds
today are building reserves. How-
ever, in about 2013 benefit pay-
ments will begin to exceed tax col-
lections. The trust funds will be
exhausted in 2032- if no changes
are made.

* Finally, people should under-4¥
stand that there are choices to be
made. Each choice involves trade-
offs. We will need to look at the
pros and cons of each. Only then
can we ensure that Social Security
will be there for future generations
and that it will remain part of the
fabric of American life. ’
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
