Ithe stage coach which for many
chars operated between San Angelo
land Sonora, and also brougnht mail
to McKavett.

i Funeral services were held Wed-

{nesday afternoon at 3:00 at ‘the
Methodist church in Christoval, and
interment was made there.

The old stage coach is one of the
best-remembered' items  in this
county’s early history. Drawn over
|dirt roads which were sometimes
impassable, the old hack was pulled

by four horses—or more or less,

depending on the weather.

Old timers who lived here while
it operated remember the sound of
the bugle which announced the fact
that the coach was within calling
I distance of the town. Horses could
+then be gotten ready for the cnange
to a fresh team—people expecting
visitors to arrive could be ready to
meet them — and everyone could
know that the mail would be in the
post office in a short time.

The bugle call could be heard at
any time during the day, weather
and road conditions determining
the time of the arrival of the stage
coach. Sometimes passengers would
have time here to get their dinners
at the hotel which Mrs. C. C."West
operated.

Mr. Carter also at one time drove
ia stage to Fort McKavett and
along the way brought ice to.ran-
chers. Until recently he made the
trip with the mail, by car, to the
Rudd community, from Christoval.

IGOOD RAINS COVER
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Rains received here over a three-
day period may be the start of
what will be a rainy winter! The
moisture, received with rejoicing
here, varied in amounts from .7 up
to ‘two and a half inchés, but all of
the county received some.

Parts of this county benefitted by
the heavier rains of Monday night,
which brought heavy precipitation
to some other counties as well.

The first showers fell Saturday
evening. These were followed by
rains Sunday, Monday and Monday
night, to bring the total up all over
the county to an amount which
would be of some benefit.

It has brought hardship and
heavy losses to ranchers and fam-
ilies.

Heavy Brush Growth

Intensifies Drouth Blight

COLLEGE STATION—An acre
of average mesquite infested Texas
range land is tapped daily for 52
gallons of water. That loss, says
A. H. Walker, range specialist for
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, is the amount of water
given off by the mesquites through
transpiration.

When moisture isn’t a problem,
he explains, the loss gets little at-
tention, but right now the grass
that might have been produced with
the 76 tons of water lost per acre
yvearly would loom pretty large in
the feeding plans of many Texas
ranchmen. Walker says the more
than 400 pounds of water lost daily
would produce a pound of buffalo-
grass daily. For a year, he adds, |
that equals half as much forage
as was produced on many of the
state’s ranges this year.

Mesquites take from three to
four times more water to produce
one pound of leaves or beans than

— is required for a pound of huffalo,
side oats gramma or little blue-
stem, grass, says Walker. He cites
figures released recently by the

Spur Experiment Station to show
the value of clearing brush from
range lands. Beef cattle on
brush cleared pastures produced 53
per cent greater ns than cattle ,
on brushy pastures. Ga were
35.6 pounds ol beef an acre against |
23.2 pounds, or a difference of 12.4

Finally, he says, be most careful
about restocking pastures immedi-
ately after a drouth. Give the
plants a chance to develop a good
crown and root system for they
will be making a last diteh stand
to reproduce themselves and too
early grazing is more critical at
this time than during the drouth
period.

To realize the maximum benefits
from terraces they should be main-
tained each year. Terraces con-
structed to the needed height, width
and end closure soon lose their
needed height and end closures if
not maintained regularly. Terraces
maintained each year do not re-
quire much time to do a good job
and are ready for big rains at all
times. Terraces needing more

I height and end closures can let sev-

eral inches of rain run off in one
good rain. Valuable water needed
to produce crops, along with good
topsoil, is lost.

When we consider that one acre
inch of water stored in the soil
means 27,152 gallons of water, it is
easy to realize the importance of
maintaining terraces to the proper
height, width, and end closures.

Organic matter functions mamly
as it is decayed and destroyed. A
soil is more productive as more
organic matter is regularly des-
troyed. Its presence in the soil is
of value during certain stages of
decay, when it influences soil strue-
ture and water relations, and when
it functions in holding plant food
‘in readily available form much
more effectively than does any oth-
er mineral of the soil. The object-
ive should be to have a steady sup-
ply of organic matter undergoing
these processes for the benefit of
the growing  crop.

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Hints Are Offered On
Saving Deer Meat

COLLEGE STATION—Between
30 and 40,000 legal deer normally
are harvested in Texas yearly. Al-
though weather conditions haven’t
been favorable for deer, R. E. Cal-
lender, wildlife conservation spe-
cialist for the Texas Agricultural
Extension = Service, says hunting
this year should be fairly good.

The specialist counsels hunters
to observe rules of safety not only
while traveling to hunting areas,
buf especially while hunting. Most
hunting accidents, he adds, can be
prevented.

Taking care of the kill is listed
by Callender as a highlight of the
deer hunting trip. He says experi-
enced hunters go prepared. Mini-
mum equipment comprises a good
hunting knife, 15 to 20 feet of very
small rope or sash cord, a pad of
clean white cloth, and a deer sack
seven or eight feet long of light-
weight unbleached .domestic. Of
course, he adds, each hunter will
use the type of gun best suited to
the section in which he is hunting.

Proper care of the meat begins |

immediately after the kill. A good
job of bleeding ‘improves ‘its keep-
ing and quality. Next, he says field
dress the carcass by removing all
viscera and use the clean cloth to
wipe the body cavity dry. Then slip
the deer sack over the carcass and
tie it securely around the base of
the antlers to prevent damage
from flies and other insects. The
carcass should be hung in the shade
of a tree or placed in a shady spot
on the ground until it is taken into
camp. :

In camp the carcass should be
hung in a cool place with the chest
cavity propped open to facilitate
cooling. If the animal was badly
shot, especially in the abdomen, it
may be necessary to rinse out the
body cavity. When this is done, Cal-
lender says to wipe out the cavity
and keep the carcass dry from then
on.

He says the carcass should be
hung outside during the night and
if the daytime temperature is warm
it should be wrapped in blankets or
tarps and placed in ther shade. He
doesn’t advise tieing the deer on
the fender for the trip home unless
the weather is cool or the trip is
made at night. It's better, he says,
to get the meat away from the hot
car motor and out of the sun.

Now for saving the meat after it
reaches the home. The faster, and
a good means of preservation, is
freezing. The shoulder, neck and
lower portion of the ribs, when
boned, make good sausage. Grind
the meat:and use three parts deer
meat to one of pork:back fat. For

a,drier product, he says, make it
four to one. Season with one and a
third cups of salt and three-fourths
cup black pepper to 50 pounds of
meat. Sage may be added if desired.

For curing the thicker, plumper
muscles, he likes to use one and a
half pounds of salt, a quarter pound
of sugar and an ounce of saltpeter
dissolved in one gallon of water.
Weigh the meat in the container so
it will be fully covered with the
brine. For best results leave  the
meat in the brine for two days for
each pound of meat per piece and
do the curing at temperatures of
36 to 38 degrees F. The meat may
be eaten at once or smoked and
held for later use.

Regardless of how the meat is
preserved, Callender says, save it.

Interfacings In Dress
Making Discussed

In dressmaking an interfacing is
used to give body and a professional
look to a garment. The extra fabric
helps the garment to hold shape,
prevents loosely woven material
from stretching or and
gives crispness to places like collars
and cuffs.

Clothing specialists for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service say
the kind of interfacing fabric and
where you use it depends on the
fabric and design of the garment
you are sewing. For instance in the
jerseys so popular this fall, a pexr-
manent finished net or marquisette
can be used as interfacing across
the shoulders of the dress and down
the fronts of the blouse.

The specialists say firm, light-
weight muslin can be used for in-
terfacing down the fronts of a
jacket, in the collar and cuffs, hip
padding, inside the skirt band, in
dressmaker suits and coats of
linen, or rayon suitings and light-
weight wool.
