When Charlene Edmiston says
her roots are deep in Schleicher
County, she is not exaggerating.
Not only were both of her grand-
parents early day pioneers here, but
she married into another pioneer
ranching family.

Her story begins in 1904 when
her paternal grandfather, Henry
Mund, brought his wife and three
sons to Schleicher County from
Gillespie County. He purchased
land for farming and ranching 12
miles southwest of Eldorado in the
Bailey Ranch Community.

In 1906, Green Parks brought
his wife and seven children to the
Baily Ranch Community from
Williamson County, settling eight
miles west of Eldorado on High-
way 190 West, very close to the
Mund property.

Both families were very active
in the Bailey Ranch Church. It was
there that Henry Mund’s oldest
son, Charles, met Green Parks’

citizens of whereabouts of sexual offenders

A public notice in this week’s
Eldorado Success (see page 8) is
the first pubhshed in Schleicher
County since the creation of the
Texas Sexual Offender Database.
Under a new law, adopted by the
state legislature two years ago,
sexual offenders convicted after
Sept. 1, 1997 must register with
local law enforcement whenever
moving into a’'community, or
changing addresses within a com-
munity.

Another provision of the law
requires the offender’s address, age
and the offense for which they
were convicted be published twice

in a local newspaper. However, the
offender’s name is not released.
But, the sexual offender’s name
is available to the public through
the Texas Sexual Offender Data-
base. That database is maintained
by the Texas Department of Pub-
lic Safety in Austin. An online ver-
sion of the database is maintained
by the Internet Open Records
Project, Inc. It may be viewed, free
of charge, by accessmg it on the
internet at
http://www.openrecords.org/
records/sexual_offenders/texas/.
. To research a specific commu-
nity, enter the town’s name or zip

code and the database will provide
a list of names a descriptions of
convicted sexual offenders living
in that town, their addresses, the
offenses for which they were con-

victed, the sex and age of their vic--

tims and the ultimate disposition
of their case. :

There are currently two indi-
viduals listed in the database who
reside in Eldorado. A third, the
offender for which the public no-
tice is being published this week,
will be added to the database when
it is next updated. According to a
note on the website, that will oc-
cur on Sept. 1, 1999.

Igor Abakumov, editor-in-
chief of a weekly newspaper in
Moscow, the name of which I
can neither spell nor properly
pronounce, and Alexander Mol-
chun, a Russian physician, end-
ed a 10-day visit to Texas last
week. Most of that time, was
spent in and around Schleicher
County.

The pair, accompanied by two
interpreters, began their visit at
the Schleicher County Court-
house where County Judge
Johnny Griffin issued a warm
welcome.

They asked many questions
while at the courthouse, most of
which concerned law enforce-
ment. Igor was especially curi-
ous about how Americans in
general and Texans in particular
deal with crooked cops. Appar-
ently police corruption is a huge
problem in Russia these days.

State board estimates revenue loss from sales tax holiday

AUSTIN — The Texas Legis-
lative Budget Board recently pre-
dicted a loss of about $10.5 mil-
lion in revenue from the state sales
tax holiday running from 12:01
a.m. Friday, Aug. 6, to midnight
Sunday, Aug. 8.

During the legislative session
that ended in May, lawmakers ap-
proved the sales tax holiday as part
of a $2 billion tax cut.

Cities, counties and other enti-
ties that charge a sales tax: were
expected to lose about $7.6 mil-
lion, the Austin American-States-
man reported last week.

On the list of non-taxable items
over the sales tax holiday were
school clothes and shoes with price
tags under $100. Among items not
included were protective sports-

wear, backpacks and purses.

In the next state budget, whigch
covers 2000 and 2001, the state
expects to lose about $60 million
as public awareness of the annual
sales tax holiday increases, the
American-Statesman reported.

Florida and New York initiated
sales tax holidays before Texas.

Because of the sales tax holi-
day, Texas merchants were ex-
pected to enjoy an influx of across-
the-border shoppers from Okla-
homa, southeastern Colorado,
southwestern Kansas, New
Meéxico, Arkansas and Louisiana.

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A Visit To Dialville

People who live in Dialville,
between Rusk and Jacksonville,
don’t pronounce the “I” in the
name of their town. They say “Die-
ville.”

Lisa Odom grew up in
Dialville. She now runs Myrt’s
Store there. She remembers going
to the store as a child, playing with
the cash register and watching men
play dominoes in the back part of
the store, the part that didn’t have
any flooring. The table legs rested
on dirt. "When you think that your
grandmother used to walk these
streets and she could tell you how
they used to swap chickens for gro-
ceries or put their things on ticket
until they brought produce in here,
I think that’s really neat,” says
Lisa.

She bought the store in 1991 “be-
cause my children were small and I
knew they could be here with me.
The locals were great with them. I
put a sofa in back so they could take
naps or watch TV. It’s just a family
oriented thing, you know.”

She sold the store in 1998, but

missed it and came back to run it.
Myrt’s is not a high pressure type
situation. When you walk in,
you’'re liable to see Lisa sitting
down with a customer playing
dominoes or skip-bo or putting a
puzzle together. She fixes sand-
wiches for customers who want
them. She sells mostly gas, ciga-
rettes, chips and sandwiches.

The store has central air, but is
heated in the winter by a wood
burning stove. ;

One day Lisa was visiting with
a friend when cars started pulling
into the parking lot. The number

of vehicles increased until the
parking lot was overflowing and
they were having to park along the
road in front of the store. People
got out of their cars with cats and
dogs and other pets. It was the an-
nual visit to Dialville by the vet-
erinarian to give the animals shots
and check for fleas and ticks. “It
was a big surprise to me,” says
Lisa. “I didn’t know they had
started doing that.” ‘

Even more exciting than that
was when Lisa found a nest of
wood ducks in a tree in front of the
store. “There’s never a dull mo-
ment around here;” she says.

One customer, Casey Moore,
who lived just a block from the
store, used to drive his car to the
store, get out and get a Dr. Pepper
and maybe a candy bar. “We’d sit
here and play dominoes; then he’d
go get in his car. You might think
he would leave, but he would just
take a nap, then come back in the
store. He did that all day long un-
til close to closing, then he’d go
back home.” | ;

Another customer, MrI.
McKnight used to walk to the store
every day. "I’d heat his milk up in
the microwave and fix him a sau-
sage and biscuit and we’d sit
around the fire and visit. He’d go
home for lunch, then he’d come
back.”

Lisa likes running the store in

Dialville. “Everybody is living.

their busy lives and here, every-
thing is slowed down and I like it
that way. Maxes me sleep better at
night.”

Myrt’s store is the only retail
business in Dialville.

Oversight of Executions a Duty
Lt. Gov. Rick Perry serves as
acting governor when Gov. George
W. Bush is out of state, and re-
cently, the governor has been on
the presidential campaign trail.

When Bush is away, it is
Perry’s job to decide — if the
Texas Board of Pardons and Pa-
roles recommends clemency —
whether to grant a 30-day reprieve
or commute a death sentence to life
in prison.

Six Texas prison inmates have
been scheduled for execution in the
first half of August.

Last week, Perry said it was “a
very sobering experience” to have
the final say in an execution.

“I look at the technicalities of
the case, making sure that due pro-
cess was served. In (upcoming)
executions, it appears that due pro-
cess was served — certainly more
than the victims of these horrible
crimes received,” he told the As-
sociated Press. ,

“The message is clear in Texas.
The vast majority of Texans support
the death penalty. If you’re going to
commit a heinous crime that fits the
death penalty, you’re going to be
given the ultimate penalty.”

The governor-has overseen 14
of the 16 executions carried out in
Texas this year. Perry has overseen
one and Sen. Rodney Ellis, D-
Houston, president pro-tem of the
state Senate, oversaw the other.

An Aug. 4 execution was the
181st execution since executions
resumed in Texas in December
1982.

“Who protects you from the
police?” he questioned.

“We do,” I told him.

“You do?” he asked pointing
at me. He apparently thought I
meant the newspaper.

“No, not me,” I said pointing

“to myself. “But, all of us...we

do.” :
“Democracy is messy,” he
said.
“You’re right,” I told him. “It
is very messy...but it is wonder-
ful!”

New Texas Ranger now on duty

As a youth, Texas Ranger
Brooks Long never planned to go
into law enforcement. His college
degree, with a major in English and
aminor in business administration,
was the fastest way to get a degree,
said Long. “I didn’t know what I
wanted to do.” After completing
his studies at Pam American Uni-
versity in McAllen, near his home
town of Sebastian. Long began
work for an insurance company.

One day he was pulled over for |

speeding by a Department of Pub-
lic Safety trooper who had been his

ag teacher in high school. “I went .

on a ride along with him, and I
couldn’t believe he got paid to do
that. It was so much fun.”

The rest is history. Long went
to work for the DPS, taking close
to a $50,000.00 pay cut do so. “It
was not a job for money, but for
self-satisfaction.” he explained.

Long, who has worked along
the Mexican border all his career
until coming to Ozona, advanced
with the DPS, first becoming a law
enforcement trooper and then be-
ing assigned to the narcotics serve
for three years in Laredo.

Martha Lee also entered South-
ern Methodist University in Sep-
tember, 1938. She became a mem-
ber of Sigma Kappa Sorority, was
elected to Kirkos, an organization
of outstanding women on campus,
and was a campus favorite. Ed and
Martha Lee were married Novem-
ber 26, 1942, while he was on leave
from the Navy and they left Texas
the next day for their first duty sta-
tion in San Diego, California. In
January of 1943, orders came for
Pearl Harbor, and subsequent duty
on the USS Waters (APDS), an old
1918 destroyer that had been con-
verted to a fast attack transport. So
Martha Lee came home to Texas
to wait out the war while Ed head-
ed for the south and central Pacif-
ic campaigns. Homecoming came
22 months later after the Central
Pacific campaign. The Meadors
were reunited and finished out the
war in Florida at Miami’s Naval
Training Center. Their first son,
Lynn Edward, made his presence
known there on November 20,
1945.

Released from active duty in
January of 1946, Ed, Martha Lee
and six-week old Lynn; moved
back to Eldorado, and began to
build their future. Ed and his fa-
ther became ranch partners and in
1950, Ed also began operating as
an oil and gas lease broker, John
Dale (Rusty) their second son, had
made his appearance on Novem-

daughter, Frances. They were mar-
ried in the small church in 1914
and purchased land next to the
Mund ranch. They raised four chil-
dren. Charlene was their third
child. Her early days were spent
attending the Bailey Ranch school.
In the seventh grade, she began
going to school in Eldorado. Char-
lene was always active, playing
basketball and volleyball and be-
ing a cheerleader in high school.

Graduating from high school at
the early age of 15, she was too
young to go to college, so she
stayed at home for one year before
attending Sul Ross University for
two years. She had planned to be a
physical education teacher. Her
roommate was Shine Edmiston. In
1942, she married Shine’s broth-
er, Sgt. Orval Edmiston, grandson
of another pioneer ranching fami-
ly from the other side of the coun-
ty.

Orval was in the military be-
cause of World War II. When their
first child, Brian, was one and one-
half years old, Orval was trans-
ferred overseas. Charlene and
Brian waited in Eldorado for the
end of the war and his return home.

After the war, Charlene and
Orval settled on a ranch north of
Eldorado on the Mertzon Highway.

The
family moved to the old jail in El-
dorado. Ii 1958, another son, Jim
Bob, was born.

Their move to Eldorado began
a new career for both Orval and
Charlene. As long as. the family
lived in the cramped jail, Charlene
not only raised her family, took
part in many community affairs,
and helped with the family ranch-
ing interests but also cooked for the
prisoners and served as the
sheriff’s dispatcher after hours and
on weekends, without pay.

She and
Orval have been active members
of First Baptist Church. She has
served as president of the Eldorado
Woman’s Club and held offices in
the Schleicher County Historical
Society. She is also a member of

the Library Board,.the Hospital
Auxiliary, and the Wednesday

In addition to all of that, she
keeps up with her five children and
their spouses, 17 grandchildren,
and 12 great-grandchildren. She
and Orval still travel to watch their
active grandchildren participate in
sports and other activities.

Planning to sell OI’ Paint? Af-
ter September 1, Texas law will re-
quire that equine, including horses,
donkeys, mules and asses, have a
test for Equine Infectious Anemia
(EIA), (also known as “Coggins”
or “Swamp Fever”) within 12
months before the animals undergo
any change of ownership. The law
exempts nursing foals changing
ownership with their test-negative
dams, and equine sold to slaugh-
ter. Persons who sell equine and
fail to.comply with the law, passed
as House Bill 1732 in the 76th
Texas Legislature, commit a Class
“C” misdemeanor.

”Buying test-negative animals
will reduce the chance of taking
home an infected animal,” said Dr.
Terry Beals, executive director of
the Texas Animal Health Commis-
sion (TAHC), the state’s livestock
health regulatory agency. “It’s a
real shame to buy an untested
horse, get home, and find out later

Tough Love for Troubled Marriage
Involves Taking a Chance

TOUGH LOVE FOR
TROUBLED MARRIAGE IN-
VOLVES TAKING A CHANCE

QUESTION: If you were the
counselor who was helping some-
one manage a crisis situation, your
recommendations to exercise
tough love could potentially kill
the marriage. Doesn’t that make
you nervous? Have you ever re-
gretted taking a family in this di-
rection?

DR. DOBSON: To answer that
question you need to understand
how I see my situation. My role
is similar to that of a surgeon who
tells a patient that he needs a coro-
nary artery bypass operation. The
" man sits in his doctor’s office,
hearing the probabilities of suc-
cess and failure. “If you undergo
this operation,” the doctor says,
“research shows you’ll have a 3
‘percent chance of not surviving
the surgery.” Wow! Three out of
every hundred people who submit
to the knife will die on the table!
Why would anyone run that risk
voluntarily? Because the chances
of death are far greater without the
surgery.

The “love must be tough” con-
frontations and ultimatum are like
that. They may result in the sud-
den demise of a relationship. But
without the crisis, there is a much
higher probability of a lingering
death. Instead of bringing the
matter to a head while there is a
chance for healing, the alternative
is to stand by while the marriage
dies with a whimper. I’d rather
take my chances today, before fur-
ther damage is done. A blowout
is better than a slow leak.
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QUESTION: My family lives
together under one roof and we
share the same last name, but we
don’t “feel” like a family. How

can I begin to put a sense of togeth-
erness into this harried household?
How do you put meaningful activi-
ties into your family?

DR.DOBSON: One way to ac-
complish that is by creating tradi-
tions in your home. By traditions
I’m referring to those recurring
events and behaviors that are an-
ticipated, especially by children, as
times of closeness and fellowshi
between loved ones. f

~ In our family, the centerpiece of
our holiday traditions is food. Each
year during Thanksgiving and
Christmas, the women prepare
marvelous turkey dinners with all
the trimmings. Another great favor-
ite at that time is a frait dish called
ambrosia, containing sectioned or-
anges and grapes. The family peels
the grapes together the night before
the big day.

These holidays are wonderful
experiences for all of us. There’s
laughter and warm family interac-
tion through the day. We look for-
ward to that festive season, not just
for the food, but for what happens
between loved ones who come to-
gether on that occasion.

We also have designated foods
on other holidays throughout the
year. On New Year’s Day, for rea-
sons which I cannot explain, we

enjoy a Southern meal of pinto’

beans cooked at least eight hours
with large chunks of lean ham,
served with cornbread and little
onions. It’s so good! For many
years we invited 30 or more friends
to our home on July Fourth and
served them barbecued hamburg-
ers and baked beans. This became
a prelude to the fireworks display,
and much fun and laughter.

There are many other traditions.
Immediately prior to the Thanks-
giving dinner, each person is given
two kernels of Indian corn to sym-

bolize the blessings he or she
is most thankful for that year.
A basket is passed, and every
member drops in the corn
while sharing his or her two
richest blessings from God
during that year. Our expres-
sions of thankfulness inevita-
bly involve people -- children,
grandparents and other loved
ones. As the basket moves
around the table, tears of ap-
preciation and love are evident
on many faces. It is one of the
most beautiful moments of the
year.

The great value of tradi-
tions is that they give a family
sense of identity and belong-
ing. All of us desperately need
to feel that we’re not just part
of a busy cluster of people liv-
ing together in a house, but
that we’re a living, breathing
family conscious of our
uniqueness, our character and
our heritage. That feeling is
the only antidote for the lone-
liness and isolation that char-

acterize so many homes today.

other extreme are infected equine
that show no signs of being ill, but
test positive for the disease. These
equine pose a threat, as no one sus-
pects the animal has a health prob-
lem, even though it is a reservoir
for disease. ,

“Our 12 governor-appointed
commissioners have proposed
regulations that will bring us in line
with the new change-of-ownership
testing law and clarify conditions
for selling equine to slaughter
without a test,” said Dr. Terry
Beals.

“The commissioners have
struggled with the question of the
untested equine moving through a
market to slaughter,” he said. “At
this point, they are against it. How-
ever, until their final vote is cast
and regulations are adopted, we
recommend that markets require a
test for all horses, even if they are
expected to be sold for slaughter.
If, however, the markets elect to
sell untested equine to slaughter,
the animals will be allowed to
move only to the plant under a re-

- stricted permit, known as a VS 1-

which represent the public or a seg-
ment of the livestock industry,
have proposed the following:

e Foals that are nursing and are
less than 8 months old would be
exempt from EIA testing, if they
undergo change of ownership with
their dam. The mare, however,
must have tested negative for EIA
within the previous 12 months.

 Zebras would be exempt from
the change-of-ownership testing
rule. .

e If an equine is not tested, it
could be sold only direct to a
slaughter plant, where a blood
sample would be collected for test-
ing at state expense.

Testing for EIA is relatively
simple. An accredited veterinarian
must draw the blood sample, com-
plete the accompanying paper-
work, and send the specimen and
document to one of the 60+ labo-
ratories in Texas approved by the
U.S. Department of Agriculture
(USDA) to conduct EIA tests. Re-
sults generally take three to five
days, if the specimens are handled
by mail.

“After the USDA establishes
guidelines, some horse markets
may set up off-site laboratories, to
expedite EIA testing just prior to
the sale,” said Dr. Beals. “Thanks
to new technology, test results can
be available in only a few hours.
To prevent disappointment, sellers
should call ahead before hauling
an untested horse to a market.”

If an equine tests positive at the
market lab, the owner may elect to
have the animal tested again. Af-
ter a second blood sample is col-
lected and sent to the Texas Vet-
erinary Medical Diagnostic Labo-
ratory, the animal is to be taken
home, under a restricted movement
permit, issued by a TAHC inspec-
tor. While awaiting test results, the
equine in question, and all other
equine on the premise of origin are
to be quarantined.

“If the confirmation test is posi-
tive, this animal will be handled as
any infected equine, according to
TAHC regulations,” said Dr. Beals.
He explained that the animal
would be permanently identified

with the official 74 A on the upper
left shoulder, unless the animal 1s

euthanized immediately. Other

equine on the premises would be

considered as exposed:to the dis-
ease and would remain under quar-
antine until tested negative for the
disease at least 60 days after the
infected animal is removed.

To help prevent the spread of
disease, TAHC regulations require
EIA-infected equine to be
euthanized, sold for slaughter or
sent to a research facility. If the
animal must be kept, it is to remain
permanently quarantined at least
200 yards from other equine. In
1998, 370 equine tested positive for
the disease in Texas.

“Infected equine will be al-
lowed to move through the market
to slaughter, as they are perma-
nently identified with the 74-A
brand and are inspected within 24
hours prior to entering the market,”
he said. As part of the inspection,
the TAHC or USDA-accredited
veterinarian will ensure that the
animal has no clinical signs of the
disease and has a normal tempera-
ture. The animal will move under
the VS 1-27 permit and must re-
main isolated under a roof at the
market, and remain on the pre-
mises no longer than 24 hours.

“Other aspects of the EIA regu-
lations will not change,” explained
Dr. Beals. A negative EIA test
within the previous 12 months is
required for equine transported to
events, races, trail rides, assemblies,
or other gatherings, where they will
commingle with other equine. The
EIA test document, calfed a VS 10-
11, is adequate proof of testing.
Equine used exclusively for ranch
work are exempt from EIA tests,
unless they are undergoing change
of ownership.
