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COTTON COMING IN
STEADILY AS HEIGHT
OF SEASON NEARS

The Mikeska Gin yesterday pro-
cessed a total of 107 bales which
is the biggest day’s run up to this
date. The season’s total on Wed-
nesday morning stood ‘at 1398
bales. This compares with 2520
bales at this time one year ago.

Weather has been ideal for had-
vesting and the season will prob-
ably reach its peak in a short time.

A new development has taken
place in the cotton market tiis
year.

Several cotton buyers are mak-
ing regular visits here each week
as the height of the ginning season
approaches and are puying cotton
at a price which runs from $6 to
$8 a bale more than the govern-
ment loan price.

This enables the farmer to sell
his cotton, take his check and
“set it over with” in ore brief
transaction.

Putting cotton in the govern-
men loan involves a lot or paper
work as well as freight charges
for the farmer; and he has to wait
for a while for his money.

Construction Under Way!
On Reynolds Road
West Of Town

The Ford Allen Construction
Company of Sonora have peen at
work for several weeks on road
construction in the Reynolds area,
where they have a contract for
about six miles of new road on
the Reynolds loop.

Most of their equipment this
week was strung out along a new
route which goes through the J.
Tom Williams ranch. Grades have
been built in that area and the
caliche base has been laid.

The six-mile project starts at a
point west of H. A. Belk’s, goes on
straight west through the Williams
ranch until it connects with the
Reynolds road near the Northern
compressor plant, and then south
until it connects up with tne
paved road near the Otto Sauer
corner.

When this job is completed
there will be a half-mile of cons-
truction within the city of Eldo-
rado, and a 3-mile extension on
the Bailey Ranch road.

Water Pollution

Governor Daniel will soon name
the members of the new State
Water Pollution Control Board.
This new agency will operate to
some extent as a branch of the
State Health Department, in that
its executive secretary and only
full-time official will be the Health
Department’s director of water
pollution control.

Many areas of Texas are having
water pollution problems, and
those who sought help in Austin
went to four or five offices with-
out finding much response.

So legislators set up a new ag-
ency, but did not give it any opera-
tion money. It authorized Governor
Daniel and the Health Department
10 allocate part of their appropria-
tions, if they can spare it, to the
new agency.

Sales Tax Time

Merchants who have been col-
lecting the new state sales tax will
make their first payments to the
state October 31, covering collec-
tions for September.

Payments will then go on a
quarterly basis. Coliecting stores
get to keep one per cent. If they
make estimates and pay in advance
for each quarter, they can take a
three per cent discount. Advance
payments on the fourth quarter oi
1961 will be due by November 15.

Comptroller Bob Calvert issued
some more interpretations of the
new law. If you pay the sales tax
to the state on credit sales, and
then charge them off as bad debts,
you can deduct the tax on the tax
return for the quarter in which
you gave up on collecting.

Unless seller keeps books 1o
show clearly what part of a credit
sale is for the item, and what part
is for interest, carrying charges
and insurance, he must collect the
tax on the whole price of the sale.

Shirt boards and clothing bags
are exempt from the sales tax
when bought by a clothing store
for selling new goods. But laun-
dries buying the same items would
have to pay the sates tax on them.

A bottler would pay the sales
tax on soda pop bottles when he
buys them from the factory. But
when you put up a deposit on ret-
urnable bottles at the corner store,
there’s no sales tax on the bottles.

The rich Civil War traditions of
the city of Marshall in deep East
Texas are given as reasons for
the recent selection of Marshall

High School band to represent the |

state next month at the dedication
of the Texas Monument on the
Vicksburg battlefield.

The selection of the band to be
the state’s official musical organi-
zation was suggested by George W.
Hill, executive director of the Tex--
as Civil War Centennial Commis-
sion, and made official by procla-
mation of Governor Price Daniel.

It is doubtful if any other town
in Texas has as many Civil War
ties as does Marshall for it not
only made a greater per capita
contribution to the ranks of the
Confederacy, but was also head-
qguarters for many military acti-
vities.

The city served as headquarters
for the Trans-Mississippi Depart-
ment, headquarters for the depart-

mental Conscrpition Bureau and
Post Office, and was for a time
the temporary location of ihe

surgeon-general,

But perhaps its most unusual
claim to Civil War fame lies in
the fact that it was the capital city
of the Confederate government-in-
exile of the state of Missouri.

The strange series of events
which made Marshall the capital
of Missouri began in 1851 when
that state voted to remain in the
Union. The newly-elected governor
and lieutenant - governor, Clai-
bourne Jackson and Thomas C.
Reynolds, were pro-Southern and
immediately fled the state, taking
with them many important govern-
ment documents and the official
state seal.

With a contingent of Missouri
soldiers, they set up governmental
offices in Marshall where they
established a “little capital of
Missouri” with its oswn capital
building and governor’s mansion.

In spite of the fact that a con-
vention had voted to keep Missouri
in the Union and declared the
acts of Jackson and Reynolds void,
Jackson returned to his home
state and at New Madrid declared

the “Independence of Missouri.” A |

few days later, a convention met at
Neoshe and declared the state a
member of the confederacy.
Governor Jackson died while in
Missouri and Lieutenant-Governor
Reynolds beyame governor, a posi-
tion he held urtil the end of the
‘War.

Pickens is credited by
some with giving the order to fire
the first shot of the Civil War at
Fort Sumter on April 12, 1851.

It was said of Lucy that she sold
her jewels to outfit a Confederate
regiment which became known as
Ithe Holcombe regiment.

And it was reported in the more
lurid papers of the North that
Lucy’s daughter, Russian born
Duschka who was only two years
old at the time, fired the first shot
while held in the arms of Conied-
| erate General P. G. T. Beauregard.
(Duschka was named by Czarina
Catherine the Second of Russia
who christened her Duschka Oliva
Nevia Virginia Dorothea Pickens.)

Anna Holcombe married Elkan-
nah Greer, who organized the
regiment that later became the
famous Third Texas Cavalry. Greer
aiso served for a time as head of
the Confederacy Trans-Mississippi
Conscription Bureau with head-
quarters in Marshall.

Wyalucing, the old Holcombe
home, that General Joe Shelby
spoke when he announced the fall

From that spot General Shelby
and many of his men marched
across Texas and into Mexico to
escape capture by the victorious
Union.
