FuneralForMrs
Morris Whitten:
Still Pending

As the Success goes to press
this (Thursday) morning, fune-
ral services are pending for Mrs.
Morris Whitten, 44, victim of an
automobile accident late Tues-
day in which her husband was
injured.

Mrs. Margaret Hill Whitten, 44,
was killed instantly about 4:15 p.
m., Tuesday when the car she was
riding in with her husband collid-
ed in a blinding crash with a
Cactus Oil Co., truck about 1%
miles south of Goodfellow field
on-the Christoval road.

E. T. McDaniel of San Angelo
was the driver of the Cactus Oil
truck, and he escaped uninjured.
According to his statement to
Deputy Sheriff Homer Goode, a
third car, unidentified, apparently
triggered the accident.

McDaniel told the deputy that
he was traveling north on the
highway and that the Whitten car
was coming south toward Christo-
val—

“A car pulled out to pass me
and Whitten tried to avoid a head-
on collision by heading for the
left shoulder of the highway,” Mec-
Daniel said.

“I hit the brakes but couldn’t
stop in time,” he said. “It seems
like he would have tried for the
right shoulder but instead he
crossed in front of me. I guess he
did the best he could.”

MecDaniel could not identify the
other car, Goode said.

Whitten, a well known Eldor-
ado ranchman, was thrown clear
of the car following the impact.
He was taken to the Clinic hospital
in San Angelo and was reported
in satisfactory condition yesterday.

Mrs. Whitten, a lifetime resident
of Eldorado, was born Dec. 26,
1917. She graduated from Eldorado
High School with the class of 1935
of which she was valedictorian.

She attended Westmoreland Col-
lege in San Antonio for a year and
later received her degree from the
University -of Texas. She taught
school in Ozona for several years.

On Sunday, July 8, 1945, she was
married to William Morris Whitten
shortly after he was discharged
from the Army where he served
32 months in the CBI Theater dur-
ing World War IIL

Survivors include her husband;
three sons, Steve, Ross and Bob
Whitten, all of Eldorado; her par-
ents, Mr. and Mrs. Ed Hill of
Eldorado; a brother, Jo Ed Hill
of Eldorado; a sister, Mrs. W. E.
McCravey of Eldorado; her pater-
nal grandfather, J. W. Hill of San
Antonio. and her maternal grand-
mother, Mrs. J. F. Murchison of
San Angelo.

Austin.—A hectic final night
ended the special session of the

Texas Legislature. Two major
problems—loan regulation and ap-
propriations—were left unfinished.

Senate killed the loan regulatory
bill by a two-vote margin, after
the House had approved it by 18
votes. It was described by experts
as the strongest loan regulatory
law in the nation.

Death came to the appropria-
tions bill in the House. It would
have provided money to advertise
for tourists, repair San Jacinto
Monument, repair damages done
to state properties by Hurricane
Carla and by fires, pay Senate
employees, and finance a number
of other items.

Gov. Price Daniel called it a very
productive session, nevertheless.

He said it had settled two long-
standing issues—bank escheat re-
porting and farm-to-market road
policy.

Daniel was disappointed about
the failure of the loan legislation,
tourist advertising, and San Jac-
into Monument repairs. But he
said he would not call this Legisla-
ture back into session in the fore-
seeable future.

Lawmakers headed for home to

file for re-election and begin their ;

campaigns for the same or other
offices.

This session set some sort of a
record for fast action on bills to
solve local problems. These ranged
from closing the season on alliga-
tors in Orange county, to a score

of bills creating new water dis-
tricts (to undertake drainage, hur-
ricane protection or water supply
projects).

Daniel was pleased at the bill
changing the name of the State
Board of Water Engineers to the
Texas Water Commission, and re-
working it into an image of the
State Highway Commission. The
chief engineer takes over full
administrative control, leaving pol-
icy matters in the hands of the
three-member commission.

Governor Daniel studied a flood
of mail, telegrams and phone calls,

which he had elicited, and decided |

that there was a definite public
demand for him to try to become
Texas’ first four-term _go'vernor.

Who Should Censor?

Question of school book censor-
ship was buffeted about by 22
witnesses, when the House Text-
book Investigating Committee held
its fourth weekly public hearing.

Some 200 persons attended the
hearing.

Frank Wardlaw, director of the
University of Texas Press, said,
“There are no men wise enough
to serve as censors.” He stated
that he would prefer that his child-
ren’s textbooks be censored by
authoritative  professors, rather
than by unqualified individuals.

Author J. Frank Dobie said “the
more textbooks are censored, the
weaker they become.”

The opinion that regulation of
teaching materials by elected trus-
tees has worked satisfactorily was
expressed by former Baylor Uni-
versity trustee Joseph M. Dawson.

Other witnesses, such as Mrs.
A. A. Forester of Texarkana, Rich-
ard L. Harvey of Tyler and M. F.
Gabler of Hawkins, criticized the
Board of Education’s formula for
censorship. They said they firmly
believe that modern textbooks fail
to instill a sense of patriotism and
love of country.

John Connally, already actively
campaigning for the office of gov-
ernor, came to Austin to pay his
$1,000 filing fee and left immedi-
ately on a flying organizational
trip to West Texas.

Gubernatorial candidate Mar-
shall Formby opened state head-
quarters in Austin. He appointed
Dr. James B. Ray of Austin, Wen-
dell Gambill, Dr. Joe Webb and
Clint Formby to organize his cam-
paign.

Don Yarborough, Houston at-
torney, paid Austin a visit to an-
nounce his candidacy for governor.

So far, the only Republican con-
tender for governor is Jack Cox of
Breckenridge.

Agriculture Commissioner John
C. White filed for re-election to
the post he has held since 1950.
White said 1962 should be a turn-
ing point in achieving greater self-
determination for farmers and
ranchmen.

J. Evetts Haley of Canyon is
the only other announced candi-
date for commissioner of agricul-
ture.

Other candidates for statewide
offices flooded the State Democra-
tic Central Committee headquar-
ters.

Willard G. Street of Littlefield
filed for associate justice of the
Supreme Court. Others already
seeking that office are incumbent
Zollie Steakley and James R.
Norvell.

of other activity of 1861 hasn’t
dampened the ardor of those plan-
ning observances during 1962 to
mark the 100th anniversary of
important Civil War events.

During the first quarter of 1962,
zealous enthusiasts are planning
to reenact the famous battle of
the Monitor and the Merrimack,
the battle of Picacho Pass in Ariz-
ona, and the Andrews Raid or the
Great Locomotive Chase in Geor-
gia. A special week-end of activi-
ties in Virginia will call attention
to the brilliant Shenandoah Valley
Campaign of 1862 which General
Stonewall Jackson conducted aga-
inst superior Union troops.

Later in the year, the Battle of
Antietam will be reenacted and
the Pea Ridge Battlefield site in
Arkansas will be dedicated as a
National Park.

The battle between the Monitor
and the Merrimack will be re-
staged by the Naval Amphibious
Training Command using electric-
ally controlled models at Little
Creek, Virginia on March 8 and 9.
The original battle, which took
place on March 9, 1862 off Hamp-
ton Roads, Virginia, marked the
world’s first battle between iron-
clad ships.

The Battle of Picacho Pass in
Arizona will be a major effort
of the Arizona Civil War Centen-
nial Commission to call attention
to the part played by that state in
the War and will mark the centen-
nial of the westernmost engage-
ment between Union and Confed-
erate troops.

The observance, to be staged on
April 14, 15 and 16, will be of
interest to Texas Civil War enthus-
iasts because of the participation
of troops raised in the Lone Star
State in the campaign which ulti-
mately gave the Confederacy a
short-term claim to ‘“the Confed-
erate Territory of Arizona and
New Mexico.”

The Shenandoah Valley Civil
War Centennial Committee has
selected “Accent Stonewall!” as its
theme to call attention to the;
anniversary of Jackson’s campaign i
of 1862 in that area. An electric
map of the campaign, made avail-
able through private donations,
will be dedicated at Harrisonburg
in March and will remain open
without charge through the re-
mainder of the Centennial.

In addition, a tour of the high
points of the campaign during the
week-end -of March 24-25 will teuch
almost every battlefield and shrine
in the Shenandoah Valley.

The reenactment of the Battle
of Antietam will be combined with
the bicentennial commemoraticn
of the founding of Hagerstown,
Maryland. Certain phases of the
battle will be recreated during an
18-day long commemoration Aug-
ust 31 through September 17. Oth-
er activities will include a 31-mile
motorized parade, the rededication
of battle monuments, dedication
of the reconstructed Dunkard
Church, and the dedication of a
memorial to Clara Barton.

And our reader Malcolm Smith
of Dallas, who invited us to attend
the dedication ceremonies for the
Pea Ridge Battlefield in Arkansas
in March, has written to say that
the ceremonies have been post-
poned until May because the wea-

Bracero program under-
ers are contracted to work on
farms and ranches, in those areas
where there is a shortage of do-
mestic workers, seems to be doom-
ed. The present Labor Department,
which administers the program,
has shown special hostility to this
method of obtaining needed farm
workers.

In recent weeks I have received
scores of letters from constituents
who complain that they simply
cannot hire a local worker to do
ranch or farm work and are un-
able to obtain Mexican workers
due to the Labor Department’s
policies.

That Department has now de-
creed that no agricultural worker
can be contracted for longer than
180 days out of the year. And
Secretary Goldberg has ruled that
since no part of ranch work is
“seasonal” and since ranch work-
ers require special skills, they do
not meet the Department’s stand-
ards and are ineligible as a general
rule.

In a recent letter to me Gold-
berg suggested that the federal
government might open some
schools in the southwest to traiu
local unemployed how to do ranch
work, and thereby in one fell
swoop solve the labor shortages
that have plagued the ranchers
for years!

In reply I suggested he pick up
the telephone and check with the
employment offices and the-county
agents and find out how many un-
employed there are in my district
who are able and willing to go out

.and do ranch work.

I told him the schooling idea

would be a foolish waste of money, .

that the only way to learn ranch
work is to work on a ranch.

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Prune Freeze-Damaged
Plants, But Not Now

’MARKHAM - McDONALD
WEDDING

College Station. — If you're like® Markham of Keller, Texas, were
most other Texans, you have some, duietly married at the home of

ornamental plants in your yard
that were damaged by the recent
freezes. The natural inclination is
to remove the damaged growth,
but Harlan Smith, extension plant
pathologist, advises against being
too hasty.

If there is any doubt that twigs
and branches have been killed it is
best to wait a few weks until such
damage can be easily seen, says
Smith. At that time prune the
plant back to live wood by making
the pruning cut several inches be-
low the last sign of dead wood.

To find out how much of a shrub
has been killed, use a knife or the
thumbnail to secratch into the
cambium layer, just beneath the
bark, says Smith. Discoloration of
this layer is a sign that the plant
needs cutting back below such
damage. If any bark has been split
or cracked, this area should also
be cut out. Often the damage is to
the outside twigs and branches,
and the plant will need only a
slight clipping back.

Pruning shears should be dip-
ped in a disinfectant such as 70
percent denatured alcohol between
cuts, the specialist advises.

With trees and large shrubs the
cut end should be painted with
shellac. After the shellac has dried
a wound dressing or disinfectant
tree paint should be applied to
the exposed area. You will get the
best results if you inspect the
dressed surfaces periodically and
recoat them once or twice a year.
Before recoating, clean the wound
with a stiff wire brush to remove
all blisters and loose flakes. Be
careful not to cover the new
growth with these additional ap-
plications of wound dresing.

Smith says one way lessen dam-
age in case of another freeze is to
water the plants thoroughly as
soon as pipes thaw. This prevents
drying, whiche causes more dam-
age than the cold.

On The Screen ...

‘Devil At 4 O’Clock’ Is
On Sunday And Monday

Spencer Tracy, who went thru

an earthquake as a priest once
before in 1936’s “San Francisco,”
turns his collar backwards again
and hangs on for dear life against
more tremors in “The Devil at 4
O’Clock,” showing Sunday and
iMonday nights at the Eagle Drive-
{In Theatre here in Eldorado.
i But this time that isn’t Clark
| Gable clutching his shoulder as the
buildings come tumbling down.
This is 1962, and even if Gable
still were here it seems logical
that Columbia would have chosen
Frank Sinatra as Tracy’s partner
in peril.

In the Max Catto best-selling
novel from which the fillm was
made, a small South Pacific island
blows up in a brilliant burst of
volcanic fire and lava.

The Catto novel details the last
hours of this smail mythical island
of Talua. Nearly all of the inhabi-
tants had already left the island.
Remaining behind were the priest-
director of a leper hospital, three
criminals and 28 frightened anative
children at the hospital.

It is the story of the rescue of
the children that forms the basis
of the novel—landslides, streams
of molten lava and raging forest
fires. Catto has put it all together
with an excitement and suspense
and clever writing which has char-
acterized most of his works.

Tracy is the grizzled, white
haired priest who is disillusioned
after devoting his life to building
a leper hospital for children.

Sinatra is the New Jersey con-
vict flown in to the island on a
stopover and put to work Dby
Tracy repairing the hospital. When
the volcano explodes, Tracy begs
to be flown over the mountain and
be parachuted down to save the
children from the earthquake and
boiling lava.

Agreed, says the island gover-
nor, if he can get volunteers to go
with him. Sinatra has already had
an affair with a blind nurse up at
the hospital (Barbara Luna), so he
volunteers himself and two fellow
convicts.

His buddies are Gregoire Aslan,
a toothy Frenchman, and Bernard
Hamilton, a brilliant young Negro
actor. .

The characterizations of the
priest and three criminals are such
| that there can be no saving of their
lives, though they rescue the child-
ren that had been left behind. One
dies in a sea of mud, two are trap-
ped when they hold up a bridge
to allow the others to pass and the
fourth returns to join the doomed
pair so that the remaining three
are together when the island blows
itself out to sea.

It isn’t every day that you pack
so much star power into two hours
of Technicolor footage.

Staging “The Devil at 4 O’Clock”
required considerable doing by
Columbia Pictures. Volcanoes do

1 not erupt on call and besides they

are rather dangerous; so, Columbia
created its own voleano.

Catto’s Talua was a Tahitian is-
land, but the company found a
Hawaiian island, Maui, which ap-
peared more Tahitian than Tahiti.
Here, too, was Haleakala Crater,
the largest in the world but which
fortunately has not belched fire
and lava for 300 years.

Art director John Beckman
chose the village of Lahaina as the
chief location and proceeded to
give it the necessary Hollywood
treatment. A partable ,volcano, a
man-made earthquake, plastic palm
trees, outrigger canoes and 10,000
island-type flowers were taken to
Lahaina.

The fury of the erupting volcano
was simulated with flame throwing
and exploding spark-machines,
tons of composition smoke were
used and dead lava ash was drop-
ped from airplanes. The flowing
lava was a ghastly mess of 7,500
gallons of gooey paste mixed with
flourescent paint and pumped
from giant tanks.

For the earthquake a false street
was built over the main drag of
Lahaina with cables laid under-

| neath. When winches pulled on the

cables, the false street split, creat-
ing the impression of an earth-
quake fissure.

The actual destruction of the
island was accomplished by des-
troying a miniature replica, com-
plete with crater, at the studio,
for the final scenes.

Catto derived the title of his
story from an old Spanish pro-
verb which has a rather apt appli-
cation to the story itself: “It is
hard for a man to be brave when
he knows he is going to meet the
ieyil at 4 o’clock.”
