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Guest Speaker To Tell of 
Crisis In Christian Missions

“ ‘Go Home, American,’ ‘Go 
Home, Briton,’ ‘Go Home, Dutch­
man,’ represents the intense nat­
ionalism of our day which has cre­
ated a crisis in Christian Missions, 
as well as in international affairs,” 
according to Dr. Rudolf A. Renfer 
of the Wycliffe Bible Translators. 
The Crisis in Christian Missions 
will be the subject of an address 
Dr. Renfer. will deliver in the 
Presbyterian church in Eldorado 
on June 10 morning worship.

Wycliffe Translators is a mis­
sions organization which has dev­
eloped a strategy to cope with the 
modern missions crisis. In the face 
of anti-foreignism, Wycliffe con­
tinues to be invited into new nat­
ional areas for service. The society 
never enters a country without an 
official invitation to do so.

The Wycliffe Translators and its 
scientific affiliate, the Summer 
Institute of Linguistics, have as 
their objective the translation of 
the Scriptures into the more than 
2,000 languages of the world in 
which the Bible does not exist. As 
both a scientific linguistic and mis­
sions organization, the mission, 
the International Headquarters in 
Santa Ana, California, has devel­
oped a strategy geared to the 
pressures of the intense national­
ism of our times. The scores of 
new nations today recognize the 
pressing necessity of literacy devel­
opment in order to assume their 
places in the modern family of 
nations. It is at this point where 
Wycliffe services are requested.

Wycliffe personnel are trained 
as scientific linguists, capable of 
reducing tribal languages to writ­
ing, constructing alphabets, anal­
yzing grammar, and producing lit­
eracy materials for their objective 
of spreading Christianity. It is 
this capacity which the new na­
tions need and are requesting. 
Consequently the purpose of mak­
ing the needed linguistic and cul­
tural contribution.

As a former Seminary and Uni­
versity professor of history and 
Christian missions, Dr. Renfer will 
present the work of the 27-year- 
old organization against a back­
ground of current world unrest 
and changing civilization. His ad­
dress will be highlighted from 
experiences of some of the more 
than 1250 Wycliffe workers in over 
266 languages in 14 countries of 
the world.

Department.”

The new commander was no 
stranger to the Southwest for he 
had served in the old frontier army 
prior to the outbreak of the Civil 
War. In 1861, he was a major in 
command of the 2nd Cavalry and 
had refused to surrender Camp 
Colorado, near present Coleman, 
to the Texas militia under Ben 
McCulloch. Smith had expressed 
his willingness to fight for the 
outpost and hold it against the 
Texans and so there was some 
surprise when the following April, 
he resigned from the Union Army 
and offered his services to the 
Confederacy.

He entered the Confederate ser­
vice as a Lieutenant Colonel, 
served in the Shenandoah Valley 
and later commanded the District 
of East Tennessee. He was wound­
ed at the Battle of First Manassas 
after being made a brigadier gene­
ral the previous month. He was 
promoted to major general in 
October of 1861 and to lieutenant 
general following a decisive vic­
tory at Richmond in August of 
1882.

General Smith is generally 
credited with bringing the Trans- 
Mississippi Department together 
and making it an effective theater 
of operations for the Confederacy.

He was the last of the Confed­
erate generals to surrender at 
war’s end and did so only on May
26, 1865------more than six weeks
after Lee had surrendered at Appo­
mattox.

After the war, he became presi­
dent of the Pacific and Atlantic 
Telegraph Company and was later 
president of the Western Military 
Academy at Nashville. From 1875 
until his death, he was professor 
of mathematics at the University 
of the South in Sewanee, Tenn.

Just as he was the last Confed­
erate general to surrender, he was 
also the last survivor of the full 
generals of his beloved Southland. 
All the rest had proceeded him in 
death when he died on March 28, 
1893.

When the state of Texas was 
included within its jurisdiction in 
1862, the Trans-Mississippi Depart­
ment became the largest military 
theater of the entire Confederacy.

Previously, Texas and Western 
Louisiana had been a separate 
department, first under the com­
mand of Gen. Earl Van Dorn who 
remained in command from the 
outset of hostilities until August 
14, 1862, when he was replaced by 
Gen. Paul O. Hebert, and then 
under the command of Gen. John 
Bankhead Magruder who took over 
on October 10.

It was General Magruder who 
was to drive the Federal army of 
occupation out of Galveston on 
New Year’s Day, 1863.

The Trans-Mississippi Depart­
ment was in 1862 a rather loosely 
organized division with relatively 
few troops scattered throughout 
its broad reaches in Arkansas, Mis­
sissippi, and Indian Territory. Most 
of the Confederate troops were 
with Stonewall Jackson in front of 
Richmond or with Gen. Joseph E. 
Johnston down on the Peninsula 
between the York and James rivers 
fighting off Union troops who

were fastening a stranglehold 
around Richmond. Many others 
were employed in the western 
theater where Grant and Halleck 
were taking over the river fortifi­
cations along the Mississippi.

Even the troops raised in the 
states of the Trans-Misssisippi De­
partment were being shipped out 
to fight in other areas.

There had been some action in 
the Department, notably the Battle 
of Pea Ridge (Elkhorn Tavern) in 
Arkansas, and in Texas the Con­
federate invasion of New Mexico 
by troops of Gen. H. H. Sibley had 
commanded attention for awhile. 
But for the most part, the war 

! front was far away in Virginia and 
not much was happening within 
the department itself.

The man who put the Trans- 
Missippi into fighting trim was not 
due on the scene until early in 
1863. He was General E. Kirby 
Smith who was to hold the com­
mand until the end of the War and 
by so doing was to hold the same 
important command post longer 
than any other officer on either 
side.

In January of 1863, General 
Smith was given command of the 
Southwestern Army, “embracing 
the Department of West Louisiana 
and Texas,” but before he reached

Periodic spraying of livestock 

has paid dividends for Schleicher 
county livestock men—up to June. 
May 19th only 27 screwworm cases 
had been reported in the county. 
As of June 1st only 42 cases had 
been reported. Spraying with Ron- 
nel or Co-Ral will aid greatly in 
the prevention of screwworm 
cases.

Stockmen are urged to spray 
their livestock regularly to prevent 
as many screwworms as possible. 
Every screwworm case controlled 
by chemical treatment will aid 
greatly in the over-all effectiveness 
of the screwworm eradication pro­
gram.

Co-Ral or Ronnel (korlan) give 
effective control of not only 
screwworms but good control of 
external parasites such as horn 
flies, lice and ticks.

Stockmen are urged to inspect 
all livestock regularly and treat 
wxmnds promptly. Collect ten or 
more worms and mail to Southwest 
Screwworm Eradication, Box 969, 
Mission, Texas.

The screwworm production plant 
will be dedicated June 16th at Mis­
sion. This will give livestock men 
50-75 million more sterile flies.

Stockmen of Schleicher county 
should have practically no screw­
worm cases at the end of summer.

Joel R. Barton, with the Depart­
ment of Engineering, Texas A&M, 
will conduct a short course for 
farmers of the county on welding.

about 70% of all damage to pecans 
in the state of Texas, is with us.

Spray your pecans between June 
8-15 for maximum protection. For 
those who have sprayed earlier 
another spraying within 10-15 days 
is advisable.

Use DDT or toxophene at the 
rate of 3V2 pounds to 100 gallons 
of water to do the job very effi­
ciently. Should you have brown 
spot, rosette, or black spot of 
pecans or other pecan diseases a 
fungicide for disease control may 
be employed with the insecticide | 
mixture.

Every cotton producer in the 

county should control early season 
cotton insects, especially cotton 
flea hopper. Basically here is the 
economics of the situation.

During the first three weeks of 
the blooming, 61% of all blooms 
are produced. The blooms opening 
during the 21-day period produced 
84.4% of the bolls and 88% of the 
total seed cotton yield.

During the following four weeks 
39% of the blooms were formed. 
These blooms contributed only 
15.2% of the bolls for the season 
and 12% of the total seed cotton 
yield.

In Order to Organize Classes
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Austin, Tex.—Crooked-hole well 
drilling is the big news at the 
Capitol.

More than $3,000,000 in penalties 
is asked by Atty Gen. Will Wilson 
in the first suit brought by the 
state following “crooked hole” in­
vestigations in the East Texas oil 
field. Suit contends that six oil 
wells were drilled in such a direc­
tion that they wound up under 
someone else’s land. Operators 
plugged two of them before Texas 
Railroad Commission engineers 
could check to see if the holes 
were straight or crooked.

The suit asked $1,000 a day for 
each day of operation of each 
well. Over a two-year period, this 
comes to $3,442,000. Commission 
engineers plan to check more than 
1,000 wfelis.

Humble Oil and Refining Com­
pany brought a civil suit against 
another group of oil operators. 
Humble says that the operators’ 
crooked wells ended under an 
Humble lease and have been drain­
ing off Humble’s oil.

Safety In Age
If you live to be 100, you’ll be 

safe from death by accidents. State 
Health Department statistics re­
veal that not a single Texan over 
100 years of age died in an acci­
dent in 1980. Statistics also reveal 
that there’s something to what 
they say about Texas weather. 
Deaths from extreme heat and 
from freeziing both were reported 
during the year. Biggest killer for 
all age groups, except those one 
& over 75, is the highway accident. 
In the home, fire and explosion 
are the biggest killers. Falls are 
in third place. Home ranks next 
to the highway as the scene of 
most accidental deaths.

Mental Patient Clinic
The Board for State Hospitals 

and Special Schools is expected to 
act within the next week or two 
on whether to select a site in the 
Lower Rio Grande Valley or in 
the Beaumont area for an out­
patient clinic for discharged men­
tal patients. Dr. C. J. Ruilman, 
state director of mental health and 
hospitals, said the Board already 
had chosen the Fort Worth area 
for one of the two clinics authoriz­
ed by the last Legislature.

“Second will be established in 
South Texas,” he added. Sites are 
being considered at Beaumont and 
Brownsville and Harlingen. Such 
clinics now are operating in Hous­
ton, San Antonio and Dallas.

Park Patronage Gains
State Parks system is showing 

substantial gains in patronage as 
compared with last year. Bill M. 
Collins, executive director for the 
Parks Board, said that increases 
in the number of visitors particul­
arly were noticeable as Garner 
State Park in Southwest Texas, 
Lake Corpus Christi Park, Palo 
Duro Canyon Park in the Pan­
handle, Bentzen Park on the Rio 
Grande border, and Kerrville and 
Buescher parks.

Total visitors in April, latest 
figures available, were 681,871, as 
compared with 590,133 in the same 
month a year ago.

Dove Hunting Season
Texas will have representatives 

at the national dove conference in 
Washington on June 26 when the 
length and dates of the 1962 hunt­
ing seasons will be discussed.

Vacation Reading Stimulated
Fourth annual “Texas Reading' 

Club”—designed to encourage an 
interest in reading among young­
sters—during their summer vaca­
tion—is under way.

Sponsored by the Texas State 
Library and participating libraries 
in 89 cities and towns, the pro­
gram enrolled more than 16,000 
young people this year. Harold J. 
Marburger, director of rural lib­
rary services, State Library, des­
cribed the reading club as the 
largest of its kind in the nation.

Youths who read 12 books on 
their reading level before August 
31 will receive a reading certifi­
cate signed by Marburger and Dr. 
Dorman H. Winfrey, director and 
librarian, State Library.

In addition, all youngsters who 
enroll will receive a “reading log” 
to keep a record of books com­
pleted during the program.

Books in many instances are 
being furnished by the State Lib­
rary through inter-library loan, 
bookmobiles, multi-county regional 
libraries and through the loan of 
books as an extension service from 
the library field services.

Only toll road in Texas, the Fort 

Worth-Dallas Turnpike, seems to 
be making its way.

The Turnpike grossed $3,245,797 
last year, with operating expenses 
of $937,168. It put $1,641,977 into 
the fund to pay interest on the 
$58,500,000 it borrowed to build 
the road, and to build up its total 
reserves to nearly $5,000,000.

i Does Ford Fairlane’s 
"compact” price mean 
it’s a compact car?

Several years ago it was esti­
mated that the Eldorado-Divide 
Soil Conservation District had 275,- 
820 acres of brush (mesquite) in­
fested rangeland. This represents 
about 34% of the total rangeland 
acres in Schleicher county. This 
estimate included only the acres 
where the mesquite was so thick 
that brush control was considered 
as one of the needed practices to 
treat the land according to its 
needs. In the past few years the 
per cent of brush infested acres 
has increased. The old trees con­
tinue to get bigger, and more 
seedlings have come up in the 
already infested areas, and in 
areas that previously had very 
few big trees.

From a monetary standpoint 
mesquite is considered by most 
ranchers to be a liability. Since 
mesquite has no commercial value 
and furnishes very little forage 
for livestock, it is considered to be 
one of the most useless plants that 
grows on rangeland.

The fact that mesquite uses lots 
of water to produce a few pounds 
of forage for livestock use, is one 
of the reasons it should not be 
allowed to grow. Water that is 
used by mesquite could be used 
by good forage producing grasses. 
The amount of water available for 
use by the better forage producing 
plants is very important, because 
plants can only make growth ac­
cording to the available moisture 
and management they receive. The 
amount of grass cover and growth 
is very essential in holding the 
water where it falls and in pre­
venting erosion. By maintaining a 
good grass cover to conserve most 
of the rainfall received and by 
eliminating the undesirable users 
of moisture, more good grass can 
be grown for livestock production.

Fortunately the control of mes­
quite is like most other problems 
that confront a rancher. There is 
a solution to it. Several methods 
of control have been used in the 
Eldorado-Divide SCD. Probably the 
method used most is basal spray 
with kerosene. Some basal spray­
ing has been done with chemicals 
mixed with oils.

Since 1960 aerial spraying has 
been used in controlling mesquite. 
That year approximately 1280 
acres were aerial sprayed with 
2-4-5-T on the Thomson Bros. & 
Lawhon ranch six miles south of

Eldorado. The work was done in 
June after the mesquite had leafed 
out well and was making good 
growth. By late summer close to 
100% of the top growth was dead. 
“To date less than 50% of the 
mesquite has made regrowth,” 
states Glynn Edmondson, ranch 
foreman.

“Some of the advantages that 
have been realized on the brush 
controlled area are: eventual in­
crease in animal units per section, 
one third as much feed for cattle 
during winter months, no feed for 
sheep as compared to feeding all 
sheep (except yearling ewes) for 
30 days in lighter stocked pastures 
where no brush control has been 
done, cows and calves definitely 
better on brush controlled pas­
tures than cows and calves on un- j 
controlled pastures,” Glynn stated.

Some of the most impressive 
differences noted, Edmondson said 
are, “brush controlled area has 
20% better ground cover of grass 
than uncontrolled area in same 
pasture, also grass growth in con­
trolled area more uniform, and the 
grass on the brush controlled area 

j remained green for at least 10 
Idays longer than on the uncontrol­
le d  part of the pasture.”

For best results on aerial spray­
ing, the area is usually sprayed 
about three times over a period of 
about 12 years. Aerial control is 
like all methods used in that after 
all mesquite has been killed a 
good maintenance program to con­
trol regrowth and young seedlings 
should be carried out.

The control of any undesirable 
plant makes more of the rain re­
ceived and held on the land avail­
able for forage production. Brush 
control alone will not assure maxi­
mum production on rangeland. 
With any method of brush control 
good range management must be 
followed to help establish, improve 
and maintain good range condi­
tion.

Will medicare under Social Sec­
urity lead to socialized medicine?

So do other European 
countries where socialism is gen­
erally accepted.

Aimee Forand, former Congress­
man from Rhode Island, a chief 
architect of the compulsory meth­
od of providing health coverage 
for all over 65, regardless of whe­
ther desired or needed, recently ; 
stated: “If we can only break j
through and get our foot inside 
the door, then we can expand the 
program after that.”

George Humphrey Motors - Eldorado
gible age, increasing the social 
security tax even more, and pay­
ing more of the costs for hospital 
and doctors’ bills.

As it now stands, sponsors have 
to admit the pending medicare 
proposal, known as the King- 
Anderson bill, would be woefully 
inadequate. It provides coverage 
for only about one-fourth of the 
costs incurred for needy elderly 
people. It includes no aid for doc­
tors’ and drug bills. It deals only 
with hospital bills, and requires 
those who are aided to pay $10 
per day for up to 9 days for hos­
pitalization.

Moreover, it includes no aid 
whatever for the three million or 
more over 65 who would be left 
out in the cold because they are 
not under social security.

Two years ago the Congress 
enacted the Kerr-Mills Act which 
provides federal grants in aid to 
all states which desire to set up 
medical and hospital aid programs

for all needy elderly people. Al­
ready in effect in 25 states and 
territories, it has just begun to 
function. At the same time it has 
been revealed that 75% of the 
American people now carry some 
form of voluntary health insur­
ance.

It follows that the only logical 
explanation for now initiating new

■ compulsory plan under social sec- 
j urity is to get a “foot inside the 
j door”, make expansion of benefits 
and coverage an issue in every 
political campaign in the future
