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Mrs. Emma Campbell
Dies At Age Of 79

Funeral services were held Wed-
nesday afternoon at 2:30 in the
First Baptist church for Mrs. Emma
Campbell, 79, who died in a San
Angelo hospital Tuesday morning
following a long illness.

Mrs. Campbell, who was the
widow of the late Joab Campbell,
had been confined to hospitals
since she broke her hip August 6
at her home. She had undergone
surgery on the hip and sustained
a severe heart attack about a week
before her death.

Officiating at the funeral was
the Rev. W. D. Kiirkpatrick, who
was pastor of the First Baptist
church here from 1939 to 1941
when he left to serve as chaplain
during World War II. He now lives
in San Antonio. He was assisted
by the Rev. Doyle Morton of Son-
ora.

Interment was made in the Eldo-
rado cemetery under direction of
Ratliff-Kerbow Funeral Home. Pall
bearers were Ed Meador, Doug
Yates, Leslie Baker, W. R. Bearce,
E. H. Sweatt, Don MecCormick,
Eldon Calk, and Bernard Carr.

Mrs. Campbell was born Emma
Alexander on April 1, 1883, at
Prescott, Arkansas, the daughter of
the late Mr. and Mrs. J. W. Alex-
ander. While she was a small child,
the family moved to Brown county,
and came to Schleicher county in
January, 1901. She attended local
schools, and joined the Baptist
church when it was organized in
September, 1901. At the time of
her death, Mrs. Campbell was the
last surviving charter member of
the First Baptist church. She was
recognized by the church congre-
gation when homecoming was held
last year commemorating the 60th
anniversary of the church found-
ing.

On November 20, 1904, Emma
Alexander married Joab Campbell,
and during their married life he
served as Schleicher County attor-
mney, and later as surveyor, county
judge, and commissioner.

The couple had ranching inter-
ests northeast of town and they
lived there from 1914 until 1928.
To them were born two daughters,
Lorene, who died in 1911, and Nell,
who died in 1940.

Mr. Campbell retired from active
county service in 1951, and preced-
ed his wife in death in 1957.

Mrs. Campbell was a past Wor-
thy Matron of the Eastern Star, a
member of the El Dorado Chapter,
D.AR.,, and was active in P-TA
work, serving the organization as
president for a time.

Survivors include a brother, W.
0. Alexander, and two sisters, Mrs.
L. M. Hoover and Miss John Alex-
ander, all of Eldorado. Also sur-
viving are four nephews and three
nieces.

The Eagles fired up in the sec-
ond quarter with Halfback Gary
Whitten culminating a drive with
a 12-yard thrust to score.

power. He quickly punished the
Eagles with two touchdowns and a
successful try for two extra points
to pile up a third quarter Rankin
score of 20 to Eldorado’s 18.

This unhappy result of tempor-
izing with the Red Devils stung

Then McDonald struck again
with 20 and 30 yard rushes to score
and to make the extra points,
again dooming the Eagles with a
28-26 margin.

The Eagles took the ball on their
30-yard line with about 4% min-
utes left to out the “Red Devils” in
their proper place. They again put
together a sustained drive, winning
a gamble in midfield on a punt
situation. Then Captain Jurecek
and the boys issued Captain Lynn
Meador a hotly contested travel
visa over his own left tackle; and
Meador took off as if the “Devils”
were after him—and they reaily
were. But just like the story, he
sprouted wings on his heels and
crossed Rankin’s goal just inside
the red flag on the southwest cor-
ner, and Mack McAngus rammed
over for the two extra points to
put the “Devils” in their places,
34-28 which proved the final score.

The Eagles earned 22 first downs
to Rankin’s 20; piled up 347 yards
to Rankin’s 311, captured 145 yards
passing to Rankin’s 14; completed
5 out of 8 passes to Rankin’s 2 of
7; lost one fumble but captured
three of Rankin’s.

It wouldn’t be right not to tell
the Eagles who swapped the bruis-
es for stops out on the furiously
contested field. Captain Jurecek
earned 11 tackles, Loden, 10; Mack-
ey, 11; McAngus, 10; Captain
McGregor, 14; and Loden knocked
himself out for a time by throw-
ing one of the most devastating
blocks ever hurled on Eagle Field.
