Suit filed by the U. S. Justice
Department seeks to get the poll
tax ruled invalid as a requirement
for voting. Contention is that the
poll tax discriminates against Ne-
groes.

That isn’t so, Carr argued Friday
in a pre-trial hearing before U. S.
Distriet Judge Adrian Spears. Carr
claimed that a survey this spring
by the Southern Regional Council
showed that 57.7% of the Negroes
in Texas eligible to vote paid poll
taxes and registered to vote, but
only 53.2% of the Caucasians reg-
istered in that fashion.

Carr also contended that the
$1.50 State poll tax, levied in 1837
as a “head tax,” was tied to the
right to vote in 1902 not to keep
Negroes from voting, but to assure
collection of the head tax. He ad-
ded that revenue from the pre-
sent $1.75 poll tax goes to the
Available School Fund of the state,
amounting to more than $2 mil-
lion last year.

The Federal suit citation—which
centers on an all-white Austin pre-
cinct—was filed under the new
federal voting rights act. Carr not-
ed that the U. S. Commission on
Civil Rights in 1961 found no dis-
criminatory disenfranchisement.

(lark Cifes Means
To Affract Industry

Harry Clark, executive director
of the Texas Industrial Commis-
sion, was the speaker as the Lions
club met Tuesday at noon in the
Memorial Building.

Introduced by Mayor Eldon Calk,
Mr. Clark gave an interesting pre-
sentation of factors involved when
towns wish to attract new income
through new industry and payroil.

The three major sources of mo-
ney in small towns as well as large
ones were cited by Mr. Clark as
being, first, natural resources, or
income from agricultural crops
which the farmers spend; second,
the money that transients spend
whenever they stop in a town; and
third, income spent from indus-
trial payroll That is “new mo-
ney” which is brought into a town, |
and differs from “old monrv”%
already there which the local peo-;
ple spend with each other.

All towns and cities are com-)’
peting now for new industry, Mr.:
Clark pointed out, and major fac-

tors considered by any COMPANY | pocr

in locating a new plant are depen-|
dent, first, on being able to makel
a proﬁt in the town in which it
locates, and deciding on what
town is in turn dependent on more(
intangible factors.

Mr. Clark went on to cite Re-,
search and Analysis regarding the
local available supply, schools,;
churches, housing, etc., and how'
a new plant can fit in; finance,,
done by the company, the city, ori
both working together; sites avail-
able in a town, varying from small.
to large, and availability of utili-
ties and other needs; and finally,
the prospects that Eldorado and
other small towns can exploit to
attract new industry. !

Mr. Clark went on to describe
prospects for new industry as]
coming from several sources in
Eldorado or any town. Local indus-
tries, already here, are in position
to know the local situations and
what new businesses might “make
a go of it.” Second, some local pro-|
moters may come up with original |
ideas regarding new enterprise.
Third, there are allies such as the
West Texas Chamber of Com-
merce, the utility companies, and
the Texas Industrial Commission

which will aid any community
which puts forth effort. Fourth,
Texas manufacturers themselves

are in posmon to know in advance'
of expansion plans of many fxrms,‘
and fifth, local people can do all!
in their power to exploit all pos-
sible contacts through their ]ObS
and businesses.

Mr. Clark cited the well-known
statistic that in the past 35 years
over a hundred small communities
tn Texas have vanished, and that,
in the coming 35, about that many
more will also probably go by the
wayside. Small towns got their
start as rural trading centers, but
with modern transportation and
easy means of transportation to
larger trading centers, communi-!
ties everywhere are having to try
to attract additional payroll thru
new industry.

Post-war expansion of the gross
national product has affected all
lines of manufacture. It is expect-
ed that by 1975, the value of man-
ufactured products will be twice
what it was in 1950.

Mr. Clark’s talk was well re-
ceived by the club, and he went on
to Midland that night to give ano-
ther talk.

He had a good mention for El
Dorado Woclens which has been
reorganized and expanded the past
two years and which held oper
house in their fine new building

O’Banions Honored With' £

Farewell Party Sunday

This last Sunday was the final
day for Frank O’Banion to serve

i the First Baptist church as direc-
{ tor of music and education, a posi-

tion he had held for five years.

Home Rule for the District of
Columbia was virtually assured
last week when ten Texas Con-
gressmen broke an impasse and
signed a petition (which required
218 signatures) to force the issue.
Advocates had despaired of efforts
to get the bill considered at this
session, and then the Texans came
to the rescue, followed by others.

Behind the scenes, the clamor
for Home Rule had gained the
spotlight as a juicy political issue,
with Negro-bloc-vote overtones.
The District, now predominantly
Negro, is viewed by Negro leaders
as a political plum, and it was
felt that the crowd that could get
credit for delivering the city of
Washington to them would sew up
that bloc in the future elections.

Martin Luther King and Adam
Clayton Powell spearheaded the
drive, aided and abetted by other
outside, and some local, partisans.
When their drive faltered, Presi-
dent Johnson entered the fray and
threw the weight of the White
House behind the move.

The fact is that the founding
fathers meant for the District not
to have Home Rule. The Constitu-
tion says the Congress shall “exer-
cise exclusive Legislation in all
cases whatsoever,” over the Dis-
trict of Columbia. Many Americans
like to think of Washington as a
Federal City—set aside and main-
tained for all Americans, and gov-
erned by the Congress. But in re-
cent years politics got into the act
—and the Negro-bloc vote is re-
garded by some as a little pot of
gold at the end of the political
rainbow.

Washington is now about 55%
Negro—the largest Negro-dominat-
ed city in the USA. In a number
of respects it has the highest
crime rate in the country. Some
observers fear that with a Negro
Mayor and Chief of Police, law
enforcement may deteriorate. That
remains to be seen. Some cite the
riots in Los Angeles, New York,
Rochester, Philadelphia, and else-
where, as indicators that Negroes
have not advanced enough to pro-
perly rule the Nation’s capitol.

A past president of American
University Citizens Association
here voiced the fear of many
when he said: “This is no time to
experiment on a new regime . .
the safety and security of the city
should not be turned over to out-
side irresponsible and savage ele-
ments.”
