Today Is Thanksgiving

This is A Time For Thanks. This
year Thanksgiving——a national
religious festival—is 102 years old.
It began in 1863 and credit for
beginning the observance is usually
given to Mrs. Sarah Josepha Hale
(who is also famed as author of
“Mary Had a Little Lamb.”)

A month separates Thanksgiving
this year from Christmas, which
means that these two national reli-
gious observances are only 30 days
apart. However, Thanksgiving—
unlike Christmas—is not so highly
commercialized. !

The first Thanksgiving procla-
mation, issued by any President,
came in 1789, when George Wash-
ington ordered a day of Thanks-
giving for the adoption of the
Constitution. President Madison
also set a day to give thanks for
the peace during 1815, but it was

not until the time of Abraham |

Lincoln, in 1863, that we had a
national Thanksgiving proclama-
tion, setting apart the last Thurs-
day in November as a day to be
observed.

In more recent years, the fourth
Thursday has been the day, since
the administration of President
Franklin D. Roosevelt.

It is one of our most-enjoyed
holidays, a colorful observance and
an inspiration. It signifies the
coming end of the year, the com-
pletion of most of the harvesting
of the year.

Americans should keep in mind
the religious origin of the Thanks-
giving Day observance and give
thanks to God for their many
blessings.

Large Buck Rafes
Over 59 Poins
in Contest Here

Two large bucks have been en-
tered so far with Skeet Mace in
the Foxworth-Galbraith large buck
contest which continues until the
close of the season—the last day
of the year.

According to rules of the con-
test published last week the deer
is judged according to circumfer-
ence of beam at base of the deer
horn, plus length of beam.

Dick Preston brought in the
first large buck which scored 46
5/8 points, which was followed by
Orville Luedecke with one that
scored 59 1/8.

Nearly six weeks remains in the
hunting season and unless some-
one brings in a buck larger than
Luedecke’s he will have won the
Foxworth-Galbraith prize, which is
a Model 600 bolt action Reming-
ton rifle, 222 caliber, with a retail
price of $99.95.

The Hext locker continues to be
full of deer, but most hunters have
already learned by the grapevine
about the size of the Luedecke deer
and are not bringing them over,
according to Mace.

Weather this week has continued
unseasonably warm, which poses
the problem of caring for freshly
killed game.

A bulletin from the Wildlife
Dept., in Austin has this to say
about the season in general:

The deer derby didn’'t exactly
get off to a dazzling start but the
Texas Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment reported a substantial num-
ber of deer and turkey taken.

Bags of jackpot proportions oc-
curred in scattered areas, based on
receipts by locker plants. But the
other extreme existed in many
places.

The Department said prospects
nevertheless are excellent for the
remainder of the shoot extending
through December 31 in most
places and that the big game popu-
lation estimates continue high.
Sportsmen seeking wild turkey
were said to have been particularly
fortunate in South Texas and in
the Hill country.

The Department stressed the un-
favorable weather as the main hun-
ter handicap, with balmy breezes
prevailing instead of the needed
freeze to strip the heavy foliage
and expose the targets.

Field men agreed that the game
is there; the hunters certainly are
available and that the great need
now is for a cold blast to complete
the setting.

Just what is cashmere? We see
the product advertised, we hear
the word spoken and on reading
the tag hanging from a cashmere
coat or sweater we note that usu-
ally it’s a rather expensive gar-
ment.

Cashmere is wool spun from the
downy fleece of the cashmere goat
which is native to Central Asia.
Top quality cashmere is very soft
and luxurious, while less expensive
versions contain some of the coarse
outer hairs of the goat which do
not dye as evenly as the fleece.
There are also moderately priced
sweaters made of cashmere com-
bined with other wools.

Even the finest “pure” cash-
mere washes beautifully but re-
quires gentle handling. When
washing a cashmere sweater, use
cool-to-warm suds and rinse waters.
Just press the garment through
the suds, without rubbing and with
the least agitation possible. After
rinsing, blot excess moisture in a
towel, lay the sweater flat, and
block it to shape as it dries.

Modern detergents, cold water
soaps and other chemical solutions
of today have transformed wash
day, dish washing time and even
shampooing more than we can
realize.

Anybody past 40 remembers
what it was like to wash with
hard water and soft soap. Mama
used to add a little lye to the wash
water (of course that was years
ago) to, as she said, ‘break the
water.”

I remember looking carefully in-
to the wash pot to ses if I could
tell when it “broke.” I never
could. It always looked pretty

smooth.

The mention of hard water re-|

minds me of a story a friend told
me the other day about some of
her early experiences in our part
of the west.

COUNTY AGENT’S
COLUMN

by Tiny Godwin

Schleicher County Agricultural Agent
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Friction between landowners and
sportsmen can be held to a mini-
mum if each will give full co-
operation in carrying out agree-
ments. Landowners should consi-
der some basic relations with
sportsmen in carrying out their
responsibilities. For instance here
are a few.

Landowners should:

1. Not sell anything he does not
have.

2. Get to know and understand
the sportsman; make him welcome
to the community and county.

3. Develop a written lease if at
all possible to include such things
rate and date of payment; time
limits or duration of lease; boun-
daries of lease arza; kinds of
game or fish included; names of
individuals or families in the
lease; guest privileges; associated
activities such as fishing, camping,
picnicking, etc.; and the use and
naintenance of any n or shel-
ter included in the lease.

4. Explain the check-out system
for reporting kill.

5. Use as much care as possible
in selecting hunters.

6. Give hunters the kind and
location of livestock in the pasture
to be hunted.

7. Encourage the following of
wounded game and give explicit
instructions in case wounded game
crosses a fence.

8. Consider your neighbors in all
matters and expect them to con-
sider you.

Nothing confuses a man more
than driving behind a woman who
does everything right.

Almost every gardener has a few
choice plants from which he de-
sires to collect seed and save for
use the next season. Storing seed
under proper conditions greatly
increase their longevity. Most seeds
should be air dried and placed in
glass jars with airtight lids or in
polyethylene bags and closed se-
curely with rubber bands. The
sealed containers should be kept
in a refrigerator or cool basement
where the temperature will remain
constant. Do not store in the deep
freeze.

Now is the time to take cuttings
from the house plants you set out-
doors last spring. Geraniums and
coleus can be carried over the
winter as small house plants and
then used as garden plants again
next summer. Be sure to place
them where they will receive at
least 4 to 6 hours of sun daily.

Fall is the time to clean. up
flower beds. Many troublesome
weeds get their start in early fall
and grow all winter. Many will
develop heavy root systems while
the top remains small and attracts
little attention. In the spring, be-
fore you realize what is happening,
these weeds take over the flower
bed. Areas to be planted next
spring can be plowed or spaded
this fall unless erosion is a prob-
lem. Do not level after spading;

the rough surface will catch mois-

ture resulting in better growth

next spring.

If you plan to mulch your peren-
nial border this winter, line up
your material now. Do not apply
it too early, however, as the pur-
pose of fall mulching is to protect
tender plants and to reduce the
wide fluctuations of soil tempera-
ture we frequently experience in
Texas. Wait until soil is cold to
apply mulch. Early application will
keep soil warm and plants will
remain tender rather than going

dormant.

A concentrated insecticidal at-
tack has been used this fall as a
new approach for reducing dia-
pausing boll weevils in the High
Plains Boll Weevil Control Pro-
gram.

The new approach, used in this
second year’s effort to keep the
weevil from firmly establishing it-
self on about 2 million acres of
High Plains cotton, was based on
findings of Dr. Perry Adkisson and
W. L. Sterling of the Texas A&M
University Entomology Depart-
ment. '

Their research indicated that a
two-phase program could be nine
times more effective than last
year’s single-phase system. Phase
1 was aimed at the last reproduc-
tive generation of weevils with
three applications of insecticide
(undiluted technical malathion)
made at five-day intervals begin-
ning Sept. 7.

This phase was designed to kill
newly emerging adult females be-
fore they could mate and lay eggs
that could produce potentially
overwintering adults. Diapause is
a dormant period which allows
weevils to survive the winter.

Phase 2 consists of insecticide
applications at 10 to 14-day inter-
vals which starts at completion of
Phase 1 and continues until frost.
The purpose is to kill any adult
weevils that might have emerged
from eggs laid before Sept. 7 and
to kill any adults that may have
survived the September applica-
tions.

If the program succeeds, Adkis-
son said, 90% of adults of the last
reproductive  generation should
have been killed in Phase 1, and
there should have been a corres-
ponding 90% decrease in egg out-
put. This means that for each 100
diapausing weevils that would have
developed under no control, only
10 will develop:

If Phase 2 treatments also kill
90% of the adults (mostly of the;
diapausing kind this time), for,
each 100 potentially overwintering
weevils that would have formed
with no_eontral, only one should
survive ,to leaye the cotton and
head for overwintering cover.
