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Filing Date Extended
For Commissioner
Candidates In Prct. 3

Candidates for the office of
Commissioner of Precinct 3, will
have until April 12, to file for
a place on the Democratic pri-
mary ballot.

The above is a ruling pointed
out by County Democratic Chair-
man Dick Preston, following a
study of Texas election laws, after:
the resignation of Joe Wagley,
who resigned as Commissioner of
Precinct 3 to run for County
Judge.

Joe Christian was appointed by
Judge Bearce as Precinct 3 Com-
missioner to serve until the Gene-
ral Election in November. In
order to serve out Wagley’s entire
term (66-67-68) Christian will be
required to run in the coming
primary, and possibly with one or
more opponents. County Chairman
Preston had received no applica-
tion early this week.

Article 13 of Texas election
laws has substantially the follow-
ing wording regarding unexpired
terms:

“If vacancy occurs on or after
the 5th day preceding the regular
filing deadline and more than 30
days before the day of the primary
election . . . nomination shall be
made by primary election, and can-
didates shall have until the end of
the 25th day preceding the day of
the general primary in which to
file application for a place on the
primary ballot.”

Court ordered Phillip Pring, Jr,
to be paid $1,000 for right of way
easement to tie the Hulldale road
into the new Highway 277 route,
in the north part of the county.

Christian replaced Joe Wagley who
resigned the position to run for
office of county judge.

Emergency Loan Area

Due to drought conditions in
1965, Schleicher County has been
designated an = Emergency Loan
Area according to notice received
from the State Director of the
Farmers Home Administration by
Patrick F. Sullivan, county super-
visor for the agency. Initial emer-
gency loans may be made through
June 30, 1966 to eligible ranchers
and farmers for essential farm or
ranch and home operating ex-
penses, the replacement of equip-
ment, and replacement of livestock
disposed of because of the drought.

The interest rate is 3%; repay-
ment schedules depend upon the
purposes for which funds are ad-
vanced; loans for replacement of
livestock and equipment may be
scheduled for repayment over sev-
eral years, while loans for annual
recurring operating expenses are
scheduled for repayment when the
principal income for the year’s
operation normally would be re-
ceived.

Additional information may be
obtained from Sullivan, who will
be at the County Agent’s office on
the first and third Wednesdays
each month from 10:30 a.m. until

Who Shall Lead
Agriculture
Tomorrow!?

Agriculture Department
Sam Houston State College

Have you read what today’s U.
S. leaders are predicting for the
leadership of tomorrow in this
country? Have you detected their
note of pessimism when discussing
the ability of private citizens to
make wise decisions? Well I have,
and I feel challenged!

“Leadership by private indivi-
duals in the U. S. is declining rap-
idly,” wrote John W. Gardner. “As
a result,” he continued, “More and
more decisions that should be
dealt with in the private sector end
up being dealt with by our gov-
ernment.” Mr. Gardner concluded,
“the sad truth is that a great many
of our organizations are badly man-
aged or badly led.”

Mr. Gardner included these re-
marks in his introduction to the
recent annual report of the Carne-
gie Corporation. He is president of
the corporation but is on indefin-
ite leave to serve as Secretary of
Health, Education and Welfare.

Does Mr. Gardner include farm
organizations among those “badly
managed or badly led”? Is ht con-
cerned about trends in such groups
as the FFA? I wonder.

- In a separate yet somewhat simi-
lar article, Bill Durham in the
Houston Post reported “that the
USDA has instructed the farmer
committeemen elected to adminis-
ter the programs of the Agricul-
tural Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Administration to broaden the
scope of their interests.” He wrote
that, “They are being told to take
an interest in problems of the
whole rural community, not just
those pertaining to production.”

Does it mean that in the future
a farmer can expect to receive ad-
vice and help from local ASCS
committeemen in making all sorts
of decisions affecting his life?
Whether he needs or desires help?

Perhaps we should take a closer
look at our organization and see
where we’re going. What’s ahead
in agriculture, and how does FFA
fit in?

It seems apparent from what Mr.
Gardner and Mr. Durham wrote,
that superior leadership training
of future agriculturists is becom-
ing more and more imperative,
Farmers and others in our U. S.

L eadership

The young people of America
are sometimes disheartened when
they explore the history of our
country, because they often as-
sume that the exciting and drama-
tic events of the post over-shadow
the great strides for democracy
being taken today. A great many
of our youths feel that all the dra-
matic issues affecting our country
have been decided. This presump-
tion in turn breeds complacency
and disinterest in the minds of our
young people. No society can af-
ford this extravagant waste of
talent. The United States is a
young country; it must rely on its
youth for the leadership so essen-

_tial to its continued growth.

Throughout history, our govern-
ment has realized that it must
trust its youth to provide the
sustenance of vigorous leadership
that nurtures the seed of demo-
cracy. Our governments and civie
leaders have continually attempted
to foster programs which would
develop this potential for leader-
ship inherent in the young people
of America.

With the passage of the Smith-
Hughes Bill in 1917, our govern-
ment took a giant step toward ac-
complish this goal. At that time
there were some 2,000,000 young-
sters leaving school to seek em-
ployment, thus denying themselves
the vast opportunities offered by a
complete education. Many of these
young adults, unequipped to meet
the challenges of a demanding
society, were doomed to live the
majority of their lives as wards of
the state on public welfare rolls
or delinquents and criminals, or,
at best, to remain throughout life
on the border line between self-
supporting and self-respecting citi-
zens and the great body of classes
that more or less depend on soci-
ety for their support. The Con-
gress of the United States, though
incessantly preoccupied with af-
fairs of war, saw the tragedy in
this exploitation of America’s
youth and recognized that the
problem would continue to mag-
nify and expand unless -something
was done to enable these students
to remain in school and learn a
practical and occupational trade.

With the passage of the Smith-
Hughes bill, Congress launched its
support and aid into the existing
:sea of helplessness to create the
Vocational Education Program. It
required a great deal of personal
courage from our leaders to obli-
gate more than $45 million in the
midst of the war effort, but the
goal of training these young citi-
zens for useful civil pursuits were
drrevocably justified.

This was a decision of momen-
tous character that occurred in the
past. In revisiting the past, it be-
comes obvious that we in the
“United States have been blessed
‘with strong leadership and keen
insight of dedicated servants. But
et us not linger too long in the
Tealm of this bygone era, for to-
«day there is prevalent an even
greater challenge for decision.

To continue the growth and pro-
-gress so acutely essential to the
success of this country, we, as a
-nation, must foster and develop
Jeadership in the young people of
America. As the owl in the nat-
“jonal emblem of the Future Farm-
-ers of America is symbolic of wis-
«dom and knowledge, so does this

! Division with canned foods

democracy represent leadership
throughout the world. Democracy
thrives on leadership; it requires
and demands that the young peo-
ple of today accept the responsi-
bility of ieadership.

Organizations such as the Future

Farmers of America are heeding
the call by instilling in our young:
people the fundamental ideals of |
citizenship and patriotism.

I am confident that, confronted
with decisions of destiny, that
members of the Future Farmers of |
America, like that of all America,
will make, like many of our fore-
bearers, the right decision at the
proper time.

I agree, and I think you will
too, with Thomas Wolfe when he
wrote: “To every man, regardless
of his birth, his shining golden
opportunity, to every man the
right to live, to work, to be him-
self, and to become whatever thing
his manhood and his vision can
combine to make—this, seeker, is
the promise of America.”

Texas legislators were called
back to Austin for a special session
Monday by Gov. John Connally.

A three-judge federal -court’s
order knocking out the poll tax as
a requirement or voting prompted
Governor Connally, on advice of
Atty. Gen. Waggoner Carr, to call
the extraordinary meeting of law-
makers. Purpose is to pass a voter
registration law in case Carr’s ap-
peal of the lower court’s decision
to the U. S. Supreme Court is lost.’

Texas has no other form of voter
registration than machinery for
collecting the poll tax, noted the
governor. If the Supreme Court
an
unconstitutional infringement on
due process, Carr and Connally
feared local election officials!
would find it “virtually impossible
to determine who is a qualified
voter.”

Connally made it clear that if
the Supreme Court accepts Texas’
appeal and delays final disposition
through 1966 elections, only those
who paid the poll tax by January
31 will be permitted to vote. Come
what may, the governor thinks
those who paid the levy should be
considered automatically registered
this year. i

Federal judges here, while con-
vinced the poll tax is an improper
“charge on a very precious consti-
tutional right,” disagreed with U.
S. Atty. Gen. Nicholas Katzenbach
that it has been employed in mo-
dern times to deny Negroes the
right to vote. All evidence, they
concluded, is to the contrary.

As limited as the special ses-
sion’s subject matter is, state law-
makers already are finding room
to disagree. Some think voters
should be required to register
every year to guarantee purity of
the ballot box. Others feel the new
law should allow re-registration by
voting in elections.

A proposed state constitutional
amendment to abolish the poll tax
which will be voted on next Nov-
ember calls for annual registration.

Manufacturing at Record Level

All-time highs in employment,
payrolls and value of output were
set by Texas manufacturing indus-
tries in 1965, and outlook is even
brighter for 1966.

So .concludes a study of Texas
industrial expansion by the Univer-
sity of Texas Bureau of Business
Research.

Total Texas manufacturing em-

rise by 13%, with biggest increase
in electrical machinery produec-
tion. Estimated value addad by
manufacture for 1966 is anticipated
to be slightly above $8,500,000,000,
a 21% rise over 1963.

A serious problem facing Texas
manufacturers, BBR noted, is a
shortage of skilled labor (particu-
larly machinists) and engineers for
aerospace companies supporting
the Manned Spacecraft Center in
Houston.

Shortages of engineers, machin-
ists, technicians and managerial
talent emphasizes again the “need
to provide a superior educational
system at the elementary, secon-
dary and college levels,” BBR
stresses. Many industries, Bureau
warns, can move where needed la-
bor is available, and there is less
and less work for the uneducated
and unskilled.

Grass is our basic heritage. G

palatable grass is the cheapest
that can be grown.
It affords protection from floods,
guards our cities’ water supplies,
furnishes our cereal creps and pro-
vides forage for livestock and wild-
life,

Knowing which grasses grow on

your range can be the key to suc-:
cessful range management. Certain

pasture grasses are indicators, like
signs on a highway. They show
whether the range is going up-hill
or down, or if the way ahead will
be crooked or straight.

The ranchman should know the
kinds of plants growing on his
range. He should know their forage
value, how to use them properly
with the right kind of livestock
and at the proper season.

He should know the drouth re-

inert material, other crop seed and
weed seed must be on the seed
label, and these should add up
to 100.

Good seed of corn, oats, wheat,
cotton, barley, rice and sorghum
should contain at least 98.5% pure
seed. Good seed seldom has more
than 1.5% inert material.

Buying certified seed is the best
guarantee of varietal purity. Cer-
tified seed must meet a cerfain
standard of perfection and should
be the best seed of a particular
variety available.

To be certified, each bag of Tex-
as certified seed must have the
blue certification tag and the small
tin seal of the State of Texas at-
tached. If these are not attached,
