Death of Young Foothall Goach

Usually whenever a school bus
filled with students pulls out for
a neighboring town, those in it
boisterously look forward to a
game, a contest meet, or other
event. But it was a quiet and sub-
dued Eagle foothall team, with
their coaches, and a number of

other faculty members and stu-|

dents who left Monday afternoon
in three buses for Bangs to attend
the funeral of Tommy Lee Sikes,
24, who served last year on the
coaching staff in the local schools
and was killed late Saturday af-
ternoon in an accident near San
Angelo.

Sikes, who had been here Satur-
day afternoon to assist the other
coaches and doctor in giving phy-
sical exams to the football boys,
had left late in the day in a
pick-up to return to his home
town of Bangs when his vehicle
was struck by a car at the inter-
section of State Highway 388 and
Loop 307 southeast of San Angelo.
The mishap occurred at about
5:50 p.m.

Sikes, and Jose Maximo DeLos
Santos, about 50, of Ballinger,
were pronounced dead at the

scene by Peace Justice O. L.
(Pop) Miller.
Andres Alvarado Vasques, 850,

of Ballinger, driver of the car, was
treated at Shannon hospital for a
cut lip and scalp and released.

Officers said Vasques was driv-
ing east on SH 388 and Sikes was
going north on Loop 306 when their
vehicles collided. They said l.oop
306 has the right of way at the
intersection.

Santos apparently was thrown
through the windshield of the
Vasques car. Sikes was thrown
from his pickup truck which over-
turned after being shoved across
a traffic island.

The force of the impact ripped
the truck bed from Sikes truck. It
lay several feet off the side of
the road.

Bodies of both dead men were
taken to Johnson’s Funeral Home.
Sikes’ body was later sent to Davis-
Morris Funeral Home at Brown-
wood.

Coach Sikes, a 1965 graduate of
Howard Payne College with a B.
A. degree in History, was hired a
year ago to teach Jr. High history
and social studies and to be Jr.
High coach in the Eldorado school.
He was a member of the Methodist
church, and was single.

Before coming to his initial
teaching job here, he did practice
teaching in history and social
studies in Brownwood Jr. High
school. He had graduated previ-
ously from Bangs High school
where he participated in all ath-
letics and was a four-year letter-
man in football and ftrack. He
performed in the Plateau Relays
here on the outstanding Bangs
rack team of the late 1950’s.

NUMBER TWELVE ON THE BALLOT

PROPOSED CONSTIT U-
TIONAL AMENDMENT
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN
ELECTION TO BE HELD
ON NOVEMBER 8, 1966.
HOUSE JOINT RESOLU-

TION NO. 48 proposing an

Amendment to Article IX of

the Constitution of the State

of Texas, providing the meth-
od and manner for dissolution
of hospital districts created
under Article IX of the Con-

stitution.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE

STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 9,
Article IX of the Constitution
of the State of Texas be
amended to read as follows:

“Section 9, The Legislature
may by law provide for the
creation, establishment, main-
tenance and operation of hos-
pital districts composed of one
or more counties or all or any
part of one or more counties
with power to issue bonds for
the purchase, construction, ac-
quisition, repair or renovation
of buildings and improvements
and equipping same, for hos-
pital purposes; providing for
the transfer to the hospital
district of the title to any
land, buildings, improvements
and equipment located wholly
within the district which may
be jointly or separately owned
by any city, town or county,
providing that any district so
created shall assume full re-
sponsibility  for  providing
medical and hospital care for
its needy inhabitants and as-
sume the outstanding indebt-
edness incurred by cities,
towns and counties for hos-
pital purposes prior to the
creation of the .district, if
same are located wholly with-
in its boundaries, and a pro
rata portion of such indebted-
ness based upon the then last
approved tax assessment rolls
of the included cities, towns
and counties if less than all

the territory thereof is includ-
ed within the district bound-
aries; providing that after its
creation no other municipality
or political subdivision shall
have the power to levy taxes
or issue bonds or other obli-
gations for hospital purposes
or for providing medical care
within the boundaries of the
district; providing for the levy
of annual taxes at a rate not
to exceed seventy-five cents
(75¢c) on the One Hundred
Dollar valuation of all taxable
property within such district
for the purpose of meeting
the requirements of the dis-
trict’s bonds, the indebtedness
assumed by it and its main-
tenance and operating ex-
penses, providing that such
district shall not be created
or such tax authorized unless
approved by a majority of the
qualified property taxpaying
electors thereof voting at an
election called for the pur-
pose; and providing further
that the support and mainte-
nance of the district’s hospi-
tal system shall never become
a charge against or obligation
of the State of Texas nor
shall any direct appropriation
be made by the Legislature
for the construction, mainte-
nance or improvement of any
of the facilities of such dis-
trict.

Provided, however, that no
district shall be created ex-
cept by act of the Legislature
and then only after thirty
(30) days’ public notice to the
district affected, and in no
event may the Legislature
provide for a district to be
created without the affirma-
tive vote of a majority of the
taxpaying voters in the dis-
trict concerned.

The Legislature may also
provide for the dissolution of
hospital districts provided that
a process is afforded by stat-
ute for:

(1) determining the desire '
of a majority of the qualified
voters within the district to
dissolve it;

(2) disposing of or trans-
ferring the assets, if any, of
the district; and

(3) satisfying the debts and
bond obligations, if any, of the
district, in such manner as to
protect the interest of the
citizens within the district, in-
cluding their collective prop-
erty rights in the assets and
property of the! district, pro-
vided, however, that any grant
from federal funds, however
dispensed, shall be considered
an obligation to be repaid in
satisfaction and provided that
no election to dissolve shall
be held more often than once
each year.

can enter the body by ingestion,
through the respiratory system and
in many cases through the skin.

A person would not knowingly
eat a chemical such as a pesticide;
however, failure to remove ' con-
taminated clothing and to wash
thoroughly prior to eating can
result in the ingestion of the chem-
ical on food handled by the indi-
vidual.

Absorption / of the chemical
through the respiratory tract can
occur by smoking cigarettes that
have contacted the chemical on
the hands of the individual. Ab-
sorption through the respiratory
tract can also occur when one is
exposed to chemicals in the form
of dusts, sprays or vapors. Ade-
quate ventilation will serve to
reduce the degree of exposure and
the use of a respiratory protection
device is a must in many cases if
use hazards are to be minimized

it is emphasized. j

Protective clothing should bf:]
worn at all times when chemicals;
are being! used. Their use willi
help prevent contact of the chemi-
cal with the skin, either directly
or indirectly, or as a result of
spillage, exposure to sprays or
dusts or indirectly through con-
tacts with surfaces, equipment and
utensils exposed to chemicals.
To prevent accidental poisoning,
these suggestions are offered:
Read, understand and follow the
container instructions; use protec-
tive clothing and respirators as

and water available at all times,
they are valuable protective devic-
es; if chemicals are spilled on the
skin or clothing, remove the eclo-
thing and wash the affected area
thoroughly with soap and water;
remove contaminated clothing up-
on completion of the chemical use
and scrub with soap and water;

In the long run, there is no
more important task that County
Agents do every day than to aid
in the educational profession and
teach how to use natural resources.

The amount of apparently un-
grazed or very lightly grazed for-
age is one index that can be used
to judge proper stocking rate. The
ideal situation is that 30 to 40%
of the pasture appears to be un-
grazed or lightly grazed.

When forage quality is high, as
in the spring, it may be grazed
lower without a loss in animal pre-
duction. But during the summer,
especially on perennial pastures,
it’s important not to overgraze if
