Sam Gausemeier, head foreman
at the local cotton gin, was the
only man on the premises Tuesday
afternoon, and he was repairing
tools. The gin apparently is ready
for the ginning season but no one
in charge is looking for a first bale
for some time to come.

The cotton crop in Schleicher
county is late and in many areas!
the stalks are small. Robert Nixon
expressed the opinion that if re-
cent rains were to continue, there
was still time for cotton to put on
lots of growth. But he also added
that in that case there would be
the problem of more insects.

Another extreme is the “rain
belt” west of town where a num-
ber of farmers have excellent
stands of cotton, and for Lester
Nixon it has turned out to be too
much of a good thing. His cotton
is standing in water and may be
drowned out.

The ASCS office reports that
after the drastic cut in acreage
this county has only 5,070 acres de-
voted to cotton this year, as com-
pared to between 6500 and 7000
acres last year.
