Menard Planning Improvemens on Hospital

“Bright Future is Seen for Hos-

pital Here.”

This was the headline in The
Menard News last week over an
anticle - describing some of the
problems their institution is facing
in order to qualify for Medicare
patients.

Apparently the people in Men-
ard are backing their hospital, the
county commissioners having in-
dicated a willingness to do every-
thing possible to improve it to the
extent needed.

The Menard News article is re-
printed, in part, as follows:

A bright future for Menard Hos-
pital and Retirement Home * was
visualized Wednesday by its ad-
ministrator, with the admonition
that an important decision must be
made within the mert few weeks.

The administrator, Fred Mur-
ray, spoke at the Menard Rotary
Club luncheon.

“Medicare,” he said, “has be-
come the law. It is our job to de-
termine how we can live with it.”

The future of the hospital is
bright, Murray said. from the
standpoint of having adequate per-

sonnel already on the job to sat-
isfy Medicare requirements. He
took note of one county, somewhat
more populous than Menard, which
hes only one registered nurse, the
wife of the county’s only doctor.
But the local hospital employs five
registered nurses, with two doctors
practicing here, and other key per-
sonnel in adequate numbers.

The important decision to be
made, Murray said, deals with im-
provements in the physical. plant
which will be required under Medi-
care. :

The local hospital has until Dec.
1 to declare its intentions. @ More
specific knowledge of what will be
required will be had after the visit
next Tuesday of Carrol Gregory,
chief of certification for Medicare
for Texas.

According to information from
hospital officials, it would be well
nigh impossible, economically
speaking, for a hospital no larger
than Menard’s to operate without
receiving Medicare patients. A
lange percentage of the patients
treated here are eligible for Medi-
care assistance, it was noted, and
the hospital cannot afford to turn
those patients away.

January 15 deadline, however.

Requests Almost Double

Texas’ state agencies have re-
quested 93% more money for the
1968-69 biennium than they are
receiving during this biennium.
Governor Connally said that’s evi-
dence of the increasing complexity
and magnitude of state govern-
ment. !

Connally said general revenue
appropriations for the current bi-
ennium total $635 million, and re-
quests for the next two-year period
amount to almost double that sum
—$1,216,000,000.

“Biggest item in the budget is
public and higher education,” Con-
nally said, “and it is in this critical
area where the largest increase is
requested.” The current approp-
riation in this area is $347 million,
but $683 million is requested, he
said.

Oil Allowable At Peak

Santa Claus came early for Texas
oil producers. Railroad Commission
set the highest production factor
in 7% years for December.

Statewide allowable will be 36.5
% of potential. Factor will permit
production of 3,322,712 barrels a
day, compared with November’s
34.5% which produced allowable
of 3,205,042 barrels daily.

Commented Commission Chair-
man Ben Ramsey in announcing
the happy tidings: “The crude oil

market is extremely tight. De-
mand is extremely strong, and will
remain strong for the next several
months.”

New Vofer Signup Proposed

A bi-partisan election law sub-
committee, headed by Sen. Tom
Creighton of Mineral Wells, has
agrieed unanimously on a proposed
new free registration system for
Texas voters.

System would work like this: all
voters must sign up personally with
county tax officials, initially. Af-
terward, they can register by sign-
ing an official application form
sent out by the tax office.

Viotiers must carry a registration
card or certificate and identify
themselves by signature at the
polls.

Creighton said he hopes to sub-
mit the plan, together with an
omnibus election law ‘“clean up”
bill, to the public hlearing early
next month.

Voters at the November 8 gene-
ral election expressed preference
for annual registration as opposed
to permanent signup.

Teachers’ Benefits

Texas college teachers may not
get salary increases from the 60th
Legislature, but they may get a
new battery of fringe benefits as
compensation, if the recommenda-
tions of the Interim Legislative
Committee on Faculty Compensa-
tion in State-Supported Colleges
and Universities are followed.

In reporting to approximately
200 college presidents and profes-
sors, the committee said it would
recommend to the Legislature an
optional retirement or annuity pro-
gram, paid research or study
leaves, state aid for group insur-
ance plans, the waivering of tui-
tion for faculty members and their
families and lifting the legal ban
against construction wof parking
lots that don’t charge user fees.

Water Plan Advisors

Twelve West Texans have been
named as an advisory group to the
Texas Water Development Board
to keep the board informed of
West Texas attitudes toward the
state’s fulfilling its Texas Water
Plan.

The 12, nominated by the West
Texas Chamber of Commerce and
the Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., of
Lubbock, will be kept fully inform-
ed and will be asked for advice
as two major Texas engineering
firms and fthe U. S. Bureau of Rec-
lamation explore various ways to
get water surpluses from East and
Northeast Texas to West Texas.

Board authorized the prepara-
tion of two contracts aimed at the
West Texas water problem and ac-
cepted the bureau’s offer to make
a study of the possibility of pump-
ing water back up the Colorado

River to serve San Angelo, Mid-!

land, Odessa and El Paso.

(might be called Broccoli, Waddill,
Bradley, Koy) :

2 packages Chopped frozen broc-
coli |

1 tablespoon flour

1 tablespoon butter

1 cup cream

15 cup mayonnaise

15 teaspoon salt

juice of Y4' lemon.

Melt butter, add flour and mix
well. Add cream, eggs, mayonnaise,
salt, lemon juice, and thawed broc-
coli. Bake in a greased casserole.
Put casserole in container of hot
water and bake for one hour at
375 F., or until mixture is firm.

The economy of the United
States is based on borrowed money.

Borrowers are regarded in many
different lights—“Neither a bor-
rower nor a lender be” was an

admonition of my grandparents’
day. Shylock is a famous example
of the other half of the borrowing

team—the lender.

Banks and other lending agen-
cies stake their economic success
on the borrower who will be able
to repay.

During the year of 1966 some
attitudes toward money have been
changed. Money has become
“tight.” Higher and higher inter-
est rates cause tight money. Indi-
viduals and corporations are think-
ing a little longer before borrow-
ing money at high interest rates.

Recently I asked some one here
in town about the standing of the
proposed motel for Eldorado being
discussed several months ago.

“Tight money got that project”
was the short but to the point
answer.

An individual may not borrow
huge sums of money but huge
sums of individuals borrow money
and buy on time every business
day of the year.

The National Association of Cre-
dit Unions offer these suggestions
for those who borrow money:

1. No matter how good the in-
terest rate sounds, find out what
the credit or loan will actually cost
you in money. This is the first
thing to do.

2. Before you sign any papers,
make sure all the figures are en-
tered correctly. Never leave any
blank spaces to be filled in later.

3. Question all insurance charg-
es. Find out what kind of insurance
you are buying, and exactly what
it covers. Many different insurance
“load-on” practices have been re-
ported.

4. On installment purchases you
may owe the payments to some
other firm, not the dealer. Find
out who it is, and if it is a repu-
table firm. If you have any doubts,
check.

5. Read the note or ocntract to
see what penalties are imposed for
late payments. Some penalties are
exorbitant.

6. See if there are any other
extra charges specified in the note
or contract. Don’t skip the fine
print or you may be sorry.

7. Read what is said about re-
possession in a time-payment con-
tract. Do you get a fair notice be-
fore the item is repossessed? What
repossession charges can be levied
against you? This is important.

8. Understand clearly what se-
curity you are giving. On a pur-
chase, find out if it includes other
merchandise you bought previous-

A beef herd bull that increases
the weaning weight of your calves
by 15 pounds may be worth much
more in increased income than you
realize.

Over a T-year period, with calves
selling at 24 cents per pound, he
could up income by $445. With
calves selling at 21 cents, a select-
ed sire could add $389 to the beef
income.

Let’s assume that 20 offspring
from the selected sire are sold each
yiear and that five daughters are
kept for replacements each of the
{hree years the bull is used. Each
of the 15 daughters should produce
five offspring before they are in
turn replaced.

The average weaning weight of
the daughter’s offspring, beginning
when they are three years of age
and producing for five more years,
should average about 12 3/4 lbs.
Add this to the increased weight
of the calves sold and you come up
with the $389 or $445 increase for
the 7-year period.

This information is contained in
a very recent Texas Agricultural
Extension Service publication, L-
€81, “Pay more for a Good Beef
Herd Bull.” The leaflet was writ-
ten by Tom Prater, farm manage-
ment specialist and L. A. Maddox,
animal husbandman.

Don’t let evergreen plants dry
out during the winter months. They
need adequate moisture all winter
long. Once the lawn grass turns
brown, we often forget to water
our evergreen plants. It is especi-
ally important to provide adequate
moisture just prior to the arrival
of a cold norther. Much cold injury
to plants can be avoided by keep-
ing them adequately watered.

* * *

Jt s easier to remove garden de-
bris now than to wait until the
winter rains make the job soggy
and hard to handle. Remove the
faded annuals, cut back the peren-
nials which have finished bloom-
ing, clean up the debris in flower
beds and renew the mulches that
were depleted by the long growing
season. By cleaning up now, you

of the insect and disease problems

which you may encounter during

the next year. Don’t rush the prun-

ing of woody ornamentals. Wait

until late winter, just before the

new growth starts.

A protective collar of asphalt
roofing paper around newly plant-
ed rose bushes will prevent desic-
cation of the canes by the drying
winter winds. To make such a col-
lar, use an eight-inch wide strip of
roofing paper about 36 inches long.
Use it to form a circle around the
newly planted rose and tie it with
wire. Fill the container thus made
with moist peat moss. This serves
as a mulech and prevents the canes
from drying out. As soon as the
canes start new growth, gradually
remove the inside material by lift-
ing the collar a few inches and
pulling out the mulch.

Don’t spare the pruning shears
when transplanting woody orna-
mentals. Bare root deciduous plants
should be pruncd back one-third
to one-half at planting time. This
halances the top with the root sys-
tem making it easier for the root
system to support the igrowing
points remaining.

Cotton Referendum Booklet was |
mailed all cotton producers from
the county agent’s office Monday.

Information as to the referendum
is coeverd in three parts: namely,
points of the law with major pro-
visions, (2- the cotton situation and
(3) cotton policy considerations.

The Act provides for a $1 check
off for cotton growers, the money
refundable on written request. The
money will be used for research
and promotion of cotton products.
Cotton growers will vote in the
referendum December 5-9 to ac-
cept or reject the proposal.

Research expenditures by man-
made fiber industry last year were
135 million compared to cotton re-
search funds of $26 million.

The decision you make in the
referendum requires an answer to
two basic questions:

First, do you think research and
promotion aimed at increasing the
gale of cotton is the proper method
to use to get a share of the fiber
market?

Second, if you believe increased
emphasis on research and promo-
tion will benefit cotton sales, then
is the organization of cotton pro-
ducers as proposed in cotton re-
search and promotion act accept-
able to you as a way to raise
money?

You, the grower, will make the
decision.
