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New $489,934 School Budget 
i About $3,000 Over Last Year

Despite a $25,000 teachers’ pay 
hike, for the largest single in­
crease, the total school budget pre­
sented at the Board of Equalization 
meeting last Friday at school was 
only slightly $3,000 more than the 
one presented at this time a year 
ago.

The total budget presented Fri­
day was $489,935, compared with 
$486,350 for 1966.

In 1965 the budget was $403,- 
393.50; and in 1964 it came to 
$389,965. So there have been year 
by year step-ups in what it costs 
to operate our school system, but 
this year’s increase has been less 
than previously.

Completed and put into use this 
past year were the new Band Hall 
and Voc. Ag. buildings. Finish 
work is continuing on the relocated 
Eagle Field south of the high 
school gym.

DirscS Dialing To 
Begin September 10

On September 10, customers in 
Eldorado and 13 other General 
Telephone towns in West Texas 
will become the first to have a new 
long distance service called EDDD, 
according to R. R. McCullough, dis­
trict manager. The facilities which 
make it possible for approximately 
40,000 customers in Eldorado, Big 
Lake, Bronte, Carlsbad, Christoval, 
Eden, Mertzon, Milkes, Ozona, Ro­
bert Lee, Rowena, Sonora, San 
Angelo and Sterling City to dial 
person to person as well as station 
to station calls will be located in 
the office at 14 W .Twohig, in San 
Angelo.

Cost of the project making the 
new service available will be over 
$ 1, 200, 000.

Plans for a project, of this magni­
tude must be laid well in advance, 
McCullough stated. During the past 
three years, new central office 
buildings have been built in Carls­
bad, Christoval, Eldorado and Son­
ora. New central office equipment 
has been placed in these buildings. 
Additional long distance circuits 
have been added between San An­
gelo and the area towns that will 
have accses to the EDDD network. 
All customers in the exchanges in­
volved new have seven digit tele­
phone numbers except Sterling 
City. Sterling City customers will 
be assigned seven dieit numbers 
it  the time of the EDDD conver­
sion.

Expanded Direct Distance Dial­
ing (EDDD) is different from the 
conventional Direct Distance Dial­
ing (DDD) in that it allows custom­
ers to dial person to person, col­
lect, credit card or special calls as 
well as station to station calls.

The most startling array of scene- 
stealing props ever assembled in 
a picture competes for attention 
with Jack Lemmon, Tony Curtis 
and Natalie Wood in Warner Bros.’ 
The Great Race. These contrivanc­
es border on the fantastic, are eye­
catching, curious and mechanically 
appealing and their roles in the 
film almost equals that of the stars.

‘‘How can I out-perform a car,” 
pleaded Lemmon, “that mounts a 
cannon in front, raises and lowers 
like a perambulator, and has a 
mean look? It up-staged me every 
time I turned my back.”

Lemmon was referring to the 
Hannibal 8, the smoke-belching 
black automobile he drives in the 
early 1900’s race with Tony Curtis 
around the globe in the $12 million 
Blake Edwards comedy.

Curtis’ lily white car, the Leslie 
Special, was also a natural scene 
stealer with its graceful, sexy lines 
and come hither look in its big 
brass head lights.

The fabulous automobiles which 
cost $50,000 each and are driveable 
even on a freeway, are only two 
of the contraptions moving through 
The Great Race. Another is Tony 
Curtis’ red, white and blue balloon 
from which he twirls by his heels 
at the end of a rope as the 80-foot- 
high bag lifts off the ground.

The Great Race comes in big- 
screen color to the Eagle Drive-In 
on Sunday and Monday nights.

The race, posted by a pioneer 
automobile manufacturer, is from 
New York to Paris via the Ameri­
can Wild West and Siberia. Then 
a Prisoner of Zenda figures into it 
when the ruling prince of mythical 
Carpania looks exactly like Jack 
Lemmon and darned if he isn’t. 
Here Keenan Wynn plays a faith­
ful Curtis henchman while Peter 
Falk backs up the mendacious Lem­
mon.

The great race is no glorification 
of the motor car. It runs out of 
fuel, now and then, and the entry 
should “get a horse.”

This is especially true of the 
Stanley Steamer, when there isn’t 
a drop of water in the American 
desert. The driver is the most un­
likely of entrants and the most 
welcome of sights. She is Natalie 
Wood, who plays, among other 
things, a journalist and who is, 
among other things, one of the 
most titillating disrobers now be­
fore the camera.

The Great Race achieves its 
greatest violence not in a Royal 
Nowhere of Europe but in a shoot 
'em up Cowtown of the American 
1908. Here, Lemmon’s Hannibal 8 
achieves further distinction by ris-

ing on braces, like an Army device, 
belching black smoke from a can­
non. Curtis achieves his distinction 
in the town’s saloon by getting 
involved with a dancing girl (Doro­
thy Provine).

The resultant brawl is good and 
complete and on a par with the 
prolonged pastry-throwing barrage 
in the palace kitchen where only 
Curtis escapes squashing; that is, 
for a time.

The race ends under the Eiffel 
Tower and who wins It wouldn’t 
be fair to tell who or how.

Probably nothing is funnier or 
more expressive of thematic futil­
ity than the two ice-bound vehicles 
in the frozen north. Lemmon is 
sure they are to perish. Curtis is 
certain they are on a floe and 
floating and he’s right. Natalie 
cooks well, but she also smokes 
cigars and sends back her newspa­
per copy via carrier pigeon. This1 
is addressed to Arthur O’Connell, 
an editor with a very bossy wife.

The Great Race has the ocular 
virtues of fine color and smooth,

Many ornamental plants, parti­
cularly roses, in Schleicher county 
are heavily infested with aphids. 
If large numbers of aphids are 
feeding on a planlt, its beauty is 
greatly marred—it becomes devi­
talized, and may die.

Aphids, commonly known as 
plant lice, are small, soft-bodied, 
pear-shaped insects. Cornicles, a 
pair of small tubes projecting from 
the back of the body, provide posi­
tive identification. Aphids are usu­
ally 1/25 to 1/8 of an inch long 
and vary in color from light yellow 
to green or black.

The plant lice are destructive in 
that they insert their short, stout 
beak into the plant and suck up 
vital plant juices. When large num­
bers are present, the plants are 
greatly devitalized, and the leaves 
become curled, cupped, or distort­
ed.

When the flower buds of roses 
fail to develop properly, the aphids 
are feeding on the growing tips 
and flower buds of the plant.

Aphids can be controlled by

treating the affected plants with 
Sevin, diazinon, Cygon, lindane, 
malathion, nicotine sulfate, or with 
a new granular systemic, disulfo- 
ton. Disulfoton is being marketed 
under various trade names.

In using any insecticide be sure 
to read the label carefully and fol­
low directions. ,

Good housing encourages compe­

tent, well-trained farm employees 
to stay on the farm as employees.

As an aid to farmers who may 
be planning living quarters for 
farm workers, the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture has recently 
released Plan 7178 which is a 3- 
bedroom house with 864 square ft. 
of living space and 99 square feet 
of porch space. Unit masonry 
walls and a concrete slab floor 
help keep the cost of construction 
and maintenance to a minimum.

Each bedroom is large enough 
to accommodate a double bed and 
other bedroom furniture. The ar­
rangement of doors and windows 
provide good air circulation and 
closet space is generous.

The house contains a living room 
and kitchen-dining area. A conver­
sation area in the living room is 
not bothered by traffic from the 
front door to the bedrooms. The 
relationship of the rooms permits 
large gatherings, with the dining 
area expanding into the living 
room.

It’s the middle income and the
better-off consumers, and not the 
producers, who “never had it so 
good.” But it won’t stay that way 
if the current decline in farm 
prices continues. Food prices are 
35% higher than 20 years ago and 
farm prices are 7% below what 
they were then. Consumers must 
realize that if farm prices are not 
strengthened the nation’s family 
farm system could be replaced by 
monolithic corporate farming op­
erations that conceivably could 
control food supply as to demand 
and set any price they want.

Excessive and improper tillage 
operations may cause more in­
come loss than is realized.

There are four basic reasons for 
a cultural or tillage operation: 
(1) To improve soil physical condi­
tion and promote water infiltra­
tion and aeration; (2) to destroy or 
control undesirable vegetation; (3) 
to incorporate crop residues and 
other organic materials into the 
soil; and (4) to prepare a seedbed.

Excessive tillage hastens decom­
position and reduction of soil or­
ganic matter.

One tillage operation, plowing, 
may cause the formation of a plow 
sole—compacted soil usually form­
ed just beneath tile normal tillage 
depth. To minimize this problem, 
the tillage depth from year to 
year should be varied. It is often 
desirable to alternate deep chisel­
ing, subsoiling and/or deep plow­
ing on alternate years.

Do not operate wheel-type trac­
tors on wet soil, especially when 
heavy equipment is being pulled. 
A slipping tractor tire moving in

I a furrow smooths and seals the 
soil beneath it by smearing, thus 

1 creating a layer of soil that pre- 
j vents the downward movement of
j water and air.

A puffy souffle made of cheese and beaten eggs holds its shape 
well with the addition of corn starch. Serve it hot from the 
oven and enjoy its cheesy good flavor.

Cheese Souffle
1 cup milk
1 cup shredded Cheddar 

cheese (about 4 ounces) 
4 egg whites

NOTICE

4 egg yolks
3 tablespoons margarine 
3 tablespoons corn starch.

Vz teaspoon salt 
Vs. teaspoon pepper

Beat egg yolks with rotary beater until thick and lemon 
colored; set aside. Melt margarine in saucepan. Remove from 
heat. Blend in corn starch, salt and pepper. Gradually add milk, 
mixing until smooth. Cook over medium heat, stirring constantly, 
until mixture thickens and comes to boil. Reduce heat. Add 
cheese. Gradually stir cheese mixture into beaten egg yolks. Beat 
egg whites until stiff but not dry. Gently fold cheese mixture into 
egg whites. Pour into ungreased 1V2-quart casserole or souffle 
dish. Make shallow path in cheese mixture all around casserole 
about 1 inch from edge, using teaspoon or spatula. (This gives 
crown effect when souffle is baked.) Place dish in pan of warm 
water 1 inch deep. Bake in 350° F. (moderate) oven 114 hours. 
Makes 4 servings.

55 Deaths Predicted 
In Texas Over 4 i

Austin, Texas.—Col. Homer Gar­
rison, Jr., Director of the Texas 
Department of Public Safety, re­
ported this week that the DPS Sta­
tistical Services estimates 55 per­
sons will die in traffic accidents 
during the four-day Fourth of July 
holiday.

Garrison said the estimate w'as 
con) piled on the basis of past ex­
perience and the present trend of 
traffic deaths. Deaths so far dur­
ing 1967 are running about 6% 
ahead of the Same period for 1966.

“ Operation Motorcide,” a special 
emphasis program designed to fo­
cus attention on the added dangers 
of holiday travel, will be placed in 
effect from 6:00 p.m., Friday, June 
30,( through 11:59 p.m. Tuesday, 
July 4. Traffic fatalities will be 
tabulated by the DPS throughout 
the peroid, and the totals will be 
announced officially three times 
daily as a means of keeping safety 
uppermost in the minds of the 
motoring public.

Also, as a part of the DPS opera­
tion, additional personnel from oth­
er uniformed services will augment 
the regular Highway Patrol.

“Most traffic accidents are made 
even more tragic by the fact that 
with the proper awareness they 
could have been avoided,” Garri­
son stated. “To often even the best 
driver may let his attention wan­
der . . . and a fatal accident can 
be the result.

“If each driver wall assume the 
responsibility for his actions each 
time he takes the wheel of a car, 
and if he wall observe the traffic 
law s and rules of common courtesy 
on the road, the number of acci­
dents could be materially reduced.”

So—what’s good to eat these 

days? I’m delighted to answer that 
to me everything is good. Some 
things are better of course and 
among the good ones are fresh 
roasting ears, fresh tomatoes, wa­
termelon and home made ice 
cream. And—barbecued chicken. 
Or nearly any kind of barbecued 
meat or vegetables.

Let me give you this big sum­
mer, family sized, dee-lee-shus

Barbecue Sauce
4 cups sugar
2 cups catsup
2/3 cup vinegar
2/3 cup Worcestershire sauce 

(pronounced woostershear; 
it’s British so don’t ask me 
why)

1 tablespoon tobasco sauce
1 tablespoon red pepper
1 teaspoon garlic salt
1 chopped onion
Vz pound butter.

Bring all ingredients to a boil. 
Simmer IV2 to 2 hours. Take care 
not to burn; it’s easy with sugar 
and catsup, you know. Refrigerate 
and use as needed.

The following recipe will be 
worthwhile on Which to try your 
barbecue sauce—

Chicken Supreme
1 broiling chicken (our mar­

kets handle these)
Salt.

Split chicken in half or cut in 
quarters. Sprinkle chicken wdth 
salt. Place on rack with skin sides 
down on oven broiler rack or bar­
becue rack. Brush generously with 
sauce. Place rack not more than 
10-12 inches from heat and broil 
20 to 25 minutes.

Turn chicken and brush wdth 
more sauce; continue broiling for 
about 15 minutes more or until 
tender. Makes 4 servings.

want their Chicken hot. If it isn’t 
handy to serve fried chicken im­
mediately, as soon as it is done, 
drain and put in a paper bag. Keep 
the chicken both warm and crisp 
in a slow oven until serving time.

Peeled irish potatoes turn dark 

if left standing very long. The 
darkening is a form of oxidation, 
harmless, but certainly spoils the 
looks of a cooked potato. Potatoes 
which must stand may be kept 
white if covered with salt water— 
about a tablespoon or so for 5 or 
6 cups of water.

It’s too bad to link the two toge-

■ ther, but food poisoning and pic- 
! uics on occasion, seem to iiaopcn 
j at the same time.

The cause? Carelessness on the 
part of the one who manages the 
food. (You are the manager, in 
most cases.) Keep the foods ei­
ther hot (above 120 F.) or cold 
(below' 50 F.). The luxe warmness 
of things brings on spoilage.

It’s a good idea to leave the salad 
dressing or mayonnaise out of 
potato salad and cole slaw until 
you are ready to eat. Foods wdth 
mayonnaise or salad dressing are 
particularly susceptible to food poi­
soning bacteria.

Never carry hot foods, such as 
fried chicken, baked beans, mara- 
roni and cheese, or casseroles, un­
less they are packed in an insulated 
container—or are thoroughly chil­
led first, refrigerated, and then 
reheated at the picnic.

Take it easy on the left overs; 
they are dangerous and could turn 
out to be very expensive savings. 
Salads, sandwich fillings, casser­
oles and foods which have been 
mixed and handled a lot are prime 
targets for food poisoning bacteria.

Be careful and be safe! Have 
a good 4th of July.

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Austin, Texas.------Exercising his
veto power to cut appropriations, 
Gov. John Connally sliced off $3,- 
214,121 of the one-year general 
appropriation bill and killed 37 
bills passed by the 60th Legisla­
ture.

Nine of the vetoed bills called 
for total annual expenditures of 
$12,819,760 beginning September 1, 
1968.

By way of explanation of his line- 
item vetoes in the appropriations 
bill, Connally said, “I endorse the 
actions taken by the Legislature to 
provide the funds needed to meet 
the state’s increasing services to its 
becple. However, there are several 
items of expenditures for which 
money was appropriated that I do 
not consider essential or justified.”

Connally deleted a $600,000 ap­
propriation which would have al­
lowed the new Texas Research Ins­
titute of Mental Sciences at Hous­
ton to lease and operate hospital 
facilities. “This item was not re­
quested by the Department of Men­
tal Health and Mental Retardation 
in its budget request, nor was it 
included in my budget recommen­
dations or those of the Budget 
Board,” the Governor explained.

A $300,000 appropriation for ad­
ditional Phase I construction at 
the Corpus Christi State School 
also was vetoed. Connally said it 
was not requested by the MHMR 
Department or in budget recom­
mendations submitted by the Leg­
islative Budget Board or by Con­
nally. He pointed out that the 1965 
Legislature appropriated $2,224,000 
for the proposed school.

Connally slashed $800,000 off the 
appropriation for the University of 
Texas Medical School at San An­
tonio. “With construction of the 
medical school and teaching hospi­
tal and the recruitment of faculty 
and staff still in process, the num­
ber of students actually enrolled

Your Mattress
Needs

\- Most Americans are far taller 
i than their ancestors and getting 
; steadily taller. According to the 
I Sleep Information Bureau of the 
| National Association of Bedding 
| Manufacturers, we’re all grow- 
; ing at the rate of an inch per 
! generation. At the turn of the 
■ century, only one man in 25 was 
! over six feet tall. Today that 
figure has increased to one in five.

Hospitals, hotels 
and other institutions use ure­
thane foam mattresses because 
of their versatility as far as 
cleaning is concerned. Although 
light weight and very durable,

I the mattresses can be washed,
; dry-cleaned, steamed and steril- 
I ized without harm to the inner 
1 construction.j Other advantages of this new 
i man-made material is that mat- 
| tresses made from urethane foam 
! are non-allergenic because they 
| contain no natural fibers such as 

hair, rubber and cotton.

will be limited during the 1968 fis­
cal year,” the Governor said.

“Even after vetoing this item,” 
he continued, “the medical school’s 
appropriation for the 1968 fiscal 
year will exceed my recommenda­
tion by $685,795 and will represent 
a 145% increase over the amount 
appropriated for the current year.”

Also vetoed was -325,000 ear­
marked to the State Department of 
Agriculture for expanding market 
outlets for Texas’ agricultural com­
modities. Connally explained that 
“The appropriation of $325,000 dup­
licated in purpose a major portion 
of the $500,000 ‘special program’ 
appropriation for marketing and 
market outlet research, quality re­
search, statistical reporting and 
other programs relating to agricul­
ture.”

Other bills vetoed included those 
extending the curfew for alcoholic 
beverage drinking until 2 a.m. in 
the metropolitan counties, doubling 
retirement benefits for legislators 
and improvements in state employ­
ees’ retirement benefits, prohibit­
ing employing of youngsters under 
21 in stores which sell beer and 
liquor, permitting broader powers 
for the State Soil & Water Conser­
vation Board, allowing the State 
Comptroller to seize property for 
tax debts and sell it without court 
action, setting up special county- 
boards to assess tax values an agri­
cultural land near cities, and grant­
ing cities police powers on private 
property such as shopping center 
parking lots.

Costly Overtime
Extension of the federal mini­

mum wage act to state hospital and 
school employees would cost state 
government in Texas at least $14 
million a year, according to Atty. 
Gen. Crawford C. Martin.

Martin says he intends to keep 
fighting inclusion of state institu­
tions under the act all the way to 
the Supreme Court.

Three federal judges in Mary­
land recently handed down con­
flicting opinions on the issue but 
not a final order.

Under the new appropriations 
bill, all State employees will get 
more than the required federal 
minimum wage. Big catch is that 
the federal act also requires time 
and a half payment for overtime 
—or an hour and a half compen­
satory time off for every hour of 

I overtime worked during the same 
j pay period. Texas employees get 
compensatory time off (no cash) on 

i an hour-for-hour basis.

Car Insurance
Careless Texas drivers will pay 

more for their car insurance on 
! policies written after July 31. They 
I will be charged more because of 
i their accidents or traffic, law vio­
lations during the nine months 
which ended May 1.

Penalties which range from 15 
to 90%, depending on the number 
and importance of the law viola­
tion—will add up to $6,439,362 dur­
ing the year starting August 1.

These penalties, feeding that 
much more money into the auto 
insurance “kitty” will prevent rate 
increases for most drivers.

State Board of Insurance held 
its annual auto insurance rate hear­
ing and got a stiff recommendation 
for a general rate reduction of 
1% in insurance rates. It varies 
from area to area, and from class­
ification of cars and drivers.

There would have been a gene­
ral rate increase had it not been 
for the more than $6 million in 
penalties which will be charged 
against the drivers who violate the 
law and have accidents.

College Tuition
Instead of doubling tuition as re­
quested by the Coordinating Board 
of the Texas College and Univer­
sity system, the Legislature made 
it easier for poorer youngsters to 
get tuition and fee exemptions.

Exemptions would go only to 
students from families with gross 
incomes of $4,800 a year or less. 
No student would be allowed to

attend college more than six years 
under the exemption plan.

To be eligible, student's must be 
graduated in the top 25% of their 
high school classes. Or score in 
the top 20% in a nationally stand­
ardized college admission examina­
tion.

Dipping No Longer Required
Panhandle cattle no longer must 

be dipped before shipment to Cal­
ifornia.

Dr. S. B. Walker, director of 
Texas Animal Health Commission 
said the West Coast has removed 
the requirement since inspection of 
Panhandle herds during last win­
ter showed no evidence of scabies. 
Herd owners in nine Texas coun­
ties and north and west of them 
need only permit and health in­
spection certificates for California 
shipment: Yoakum, Lynn, Garza, 
Kent, Terry, Stonewall, King, 
Cottle and Childress.
