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Tax Valuafions
Top $17 Million

The Schleicher County tax valu-
etion for the upcoming year was
compiled recently in the office of
Orval Edmiston, sheriff and tax
zssessor-collector.

The new figure is $17,440,419, up
from the $16,838,928 of a year ago.
Increased oil and gas production
was cited as major factor in the
increase, since other property ren-
ditions decreased somewhat.

The county and state tax bills
will go into the mails at the end
of this month of September, and
collections will begin in the office
on October 2nd, at which time the
full 3% discount will be allowed.
Most years, about three-fourths of
the total collections are made in
October,

County tax bills this year will
include a 35-cent Hospital district
tax which will increase the aver-
age tax-payer’s bill by about 15%.

Also on October 2nd, the voter
registrations will begin for the
1968 voting year.

A new ruling that has gone into
effect is that voters 61 and wlder
in towns of less than 10,000 popu-
lation will no longer be exempt
from having to rgister to vote each
year. These older voters, toe, will
now be required to register fo
vote, during the four-month period
between Octobr 2nd and January
31st.

Many citizens take care of their
voter rgistration at the same time
they pay their taxes in the fall.

New Dialing System
To Start Sunday

Completion of a $1.2 million pro-
ject will make it possible for
customers in Eldorado and 13 oth-
er towns served by General Tele-
phone Company in ithis area to
dial their own long distance calls
beginning at 6:30 a.m, Sunday, Sep-
tember 10, according to R. R.
McCullodgh, distriet manager for
General Telephone Company of the
Southwest. :

Towns in the network are San
Angelo, Carlsbad, Christoval, Eldo-
rado, Sonora, Sterling City, Big
Lake, Bronte, Eden, Mertzon, Miles,
Ozona, Robert Lee and Rowena.

More than 40,000 telephones and
97.000 customers are in the net-
work which will make it possible
for customers to dial direct to
more than 93 million telephones
throughout the United States and
Canada.

All customers will receive by
mail before September 10 an in-
struction booklet which tells pre-
cisely how to use the new service.
Persons who have not received an
instruction booklet or anyone need-
ing additional copies may obtain
them by calling the business office
during regular office hours, Mec-
Cullough stated.

The egnipment making this new
service available is located in San
Angelo, McCullough said.  Plans
for, modification of, and changes
in local equipment were begun
more than four years ago. In
addition to installing the intricate
EDDD facilities in' San Angelo, the
overall project involved construct-
ing new central office buildings in
Carlsbad, Christoval, Eldorado and
Sonora and placing new central
office equipment in the buildings.
Additional long distance -circuits
‘have been added between San An-
gelo and area towns so customers
in the network can have access to
the equipment,

McCullough pointed - out that
General Telephone customers will
have a more advanced type of long
distance dialing service than most.
«All customers having DDD service

.can dial station-to-station long dis-

tance calls; however, the equip-
ment we have also permits custo-
mers to dial their own person-to-
person, collect or credit card calls.”

“Tong distance calls dialed by
customers are automatically timed
and all information about the call
is recorded to punched tape, thus
making the record of the call com-
plete and accurate,” MecCullough
said, The tape is later fed into a
computer so the call is properly
charged.

Thursday a Bill Schleicher. a very
personable voing man from Mount
Vernon, New York, who is the
great-great grandson of Gustave
Schleicher, the Teras pioncer for
whom this eourty i, named.

He was here trying to fint some
cariy history abcut his ancestor
and possibly iind some third or
fourth cousins in the state, Loecal
citizens and city and county offi-
cials " co-operated with the visitor
and gave him such information as
they had. He left with a copy of
the Schleicher county history edit-
ed by R. D. Holt and printed by
Archie Wright in 1930. He was
also informed there were people
by the name of Schleicher living
east of here—probably in the Aus-
tin area.

Gustave Schleicher of course
was never a resident of this part
of Texas, but he may have crossed
it as a surveyor back before the
Civil War. According to Holt’s his-
tory, Gustave was a German uni-
versity graduate who came to this
country in 1847 at the age of 24
and settled in San Antonio in 1850.
He was elected to the Texas Legis-
lature in 1853. At the close of his
term in 1854 he was chosen sur-
veyor of the Bexar land district,
an area larger than New England.
Out of that district many of these
West Texas counties were later
formed—probably 40 years later.

During the Civil War he served
in the Confederate Army with the
rank of Captain, Following the
war he was engaged in railroad
work and later was elected to
Congress for three terms. He
died in Washington, D. C., in Jan-
uary 1879. He was only 55 years
old at the time of his death, but
he left a brilliant record for the
32 years he spent in this country.

The minislump is over and economists are asking them-

selves, what now : Business boom or minor recovery? All indi-
cations I've observed seem to justify a bullish outlook for

business and the economy for
the remainder of 1967 and into
1968.

The business upturn may be

“recession

= predictors”
or the “middle-of-the-roaders.”
But I'm less enthusiastic about
the prospects for profits.

The economic recovery has
been stimulated, in large meas-
ure, by a substantial increase
in consumer demand, and this
should continue for the balance
of the year. Our economy has a
tremendous “built-in demand
factor,” whose potential can
have a dramatic effect on the
business curve. Significantly,
two areas hard hit by consumer
reluctance to spend — automo-
biles and appliances—have re-
cently been the object of strong
consumer demand.

However, despite the in-
creased consumer spending, and
resultant business upturn, I see
declining production and rising
wage costs putting corporate
profits in a bind. Their future is
primarily dependent on two fac-
tors: taxes and labor costs.

The Administration is ex-
pecting such a strong upswing
in the economy, an income tax
increase has been proposed to

prevent inflation and a return
to tight money. I feel that this
concern is well taken. But how
big an increase and when will
it be enacted?

I predict the increase will
probably be higher than a 6%
surtax and it may be made ef-
fective this year, depending on
the momentum of the business
upturn. However, enacted too
soon, a tax increase could choke
off the recovery before it really
gets under way.

Another question that could
vitally affect both business and
the stock market: Is there to be
an auto strike in September?
Unfortunately, everything
points to it, and its effects on
the total economy will.be simi-
lar to the waves created by toss-
ing a pebble in a puddle.

Since stock prices tradition-
ally tend to rise or fall in antici-
pation of individual company
earnings, I think investment
success will demand the great-
est degree of selectivity. Recent
market strength probably re-
flected anticipation of at least
a moderate business upturn in
the last half of this year. But,
I feel that while disappointing
full year profits—somewhat be-
low 1966—have probably been
discounted, the market may not
have discounted a tax increase
of more than 6%, a protracted
auto strike and escalation of
the Vietnam War.

By a majority of 69 to 11 the
Senate last week confirmed Presi-
dent Johnson’s second and most
recent appointment to the Supreme
Court. Thurgood Marshall, a civil
rights advocate, was the choice.

Marshall’s color should not, of
course, have anything to do with
the merits of the appointment. It
is purely a matter of qualifications
and in that respect Marshall’s suit-
ability undoubtedly leaves much to
he desired,

Respected lawyers and other ob-
servers, who have followed Mar-

| For many years he

shall’s career, insist that he is by
no means a top lawyer, and they
question his judicial temperament.
was special
counsel for NAACP. Many issues
growing out of racial strife reach
the Supreme Court for final deci-
sions, Certainly there is nothing
in Marshall’s past which would
enable him to be judicial and ob-
jective in disposing of such mat-
ters. Yet Judges are supposed to
be fair and open-minded with res-
pect to interpretations of laws.

This appointee is a liberal, per-
haps an ulta-liberal. He has served
as an activist while a member of
the notorious National Lawyers
Guild—an outfit that was once
branded by the House Un-American
Actiivities 'Committee as a sub-
versive organization. He was also
once an active member of the
International Juridical Association
also once identified as subversive.
Whether Marshall subscribes to
the tenets of these left-wing groups
is not known. But in any event his
past associations raise serious
questions as to his judicial temper-
ament,

The importance of such appoint-
ments cannot be over-estimated. On

issues related to civil rights, por-
nography, education, religion, poli-
ties, passports, subversion and lo-
cal law enforcement, the court has
in the past often been closely div-
ided. A good many 4 to 3 decisions
have resulted. Experts are convinec-
ed that Marshall will side with the
Warren majority when such issues
arise, That has been true of Abe
TFortas, who was appointed a year
ago by President Johnson. Thus,
the Supreme Court bhecomes more
and more aligned with the Warren
liberal majority.

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Austin, Tex.—With the tolling of
school bells, some 2,598,000 stu-
dents are back in Texas classrooms.
Enrollment is 42,000 more than
last year.

An estimated 122,000 profession-
al people (teachers, principals, and
superintendents) are required in
the 1,275 school districts in Texas.

Texas State Teachers Associa-
tion reported a month ago there
were only 450 applications for
1,951 vacancies.

Texas Education Agency esti-
mates $1,350,300,000 will be spent
on public school education in 1967-
68. This is 4%, or $55,700,000, in-
crease over last year.

During the coming year, Texas
will be spending $505 for each pu-
pil. Average cost per child for
1966-67 was $479.

With an anticipated continuing
teacher shortage, TEA expects an
increase in the number of teach-
ing aides employed to do clerical
and other non-teaching tasks. Near-
ly 5,000 of these aides are expected
to be employed over the state, com-
pared with 4,317 in 1966-67.

While enrollment continues to
grow, some observers have neted
that the 2% increase this year is
not nearly as dramatic as the in-
creases in prior years.

Grades one to six will enroll ap-
proximately 1,418,000 pupils and
grades seven to 12 about 1,179,060.

City Sales Tax

A dozen Texas cities—including
Austin—are rushing into special
elections on the new 1% local op-
tion sales tax which became legal
on August 28.

Here’s what the big hurry is all
about: local levies approved in
elections this month will be col-
lectable January, 1. Elections
after October 1 would not provide
money in the till until April 1.

Thirty days’ notice is necessary
to call elections—either by order
of city governing bodies or in res-
ponse by petition by citizens.

First cities to vote on the sales
tax will be Elgin and El Paso.
Their elections will be held Sep-
tember 27. i

Aransas Pass, Corpus Christi,
Electra, Hearietta, Nacogdoche§,
Orange Grove, Texarkana and Wi-
chita Falls will vote September 28.

Voters in Austin and Taylor will
go to the polls on September 30.

John C. White. State Agriculture
Commissioner, has extended the
cotton stalk plow-up deadhl}e to
September 10 in Cameron, Willacy
and southern portions of Hidalgo
and Starr counties. .

White said 100% mop-up 1s nec-
essary to destroy winter hiberna-
tion quarters of the destructive
pink bollworm. Bollworm used o
destroy every third bale of cotton
in Rio Grande Valley. Now it does
only nominal demage, usually late
in the scason, says the Commis-
sioner.

Included were a 4.2 mile FM
road in San Jacinto county (from
Camilla northwest to FM 1514); a
loop around Huntsville; a route
for US 271 from Paris to the Red
River; a 12-mile FM road in Atas-
cosa county from the McMullen
county line where FM 2925 ends
northwest to US 281 at Campbell-
ton; two miles of FM 1397 in Bowie
County; a one-way street pattern
in Garland; six farm to market
roads to serve Sam Rayburn and
Toledo Bend reservoirs in San Au-
gustine, Nacogdoches, Angelina
and Newton counties; sections of
US 281 and SH 79 in Wichita coun-
ty; four miles of FM road in Polk
county from US 190 southeast to
FM 350; planuing of US 82 thru
Nocona; widening of SH 327 in
Silsbee; and two interchanges on
US 87 in Hale county.

Air Control

State Air Control Board, armed
with new powers and money, has
called on major cities and counties
to set up local air control pro-
grams, promising help and cooper-
ation,

San Antonio, Dallas and Houston
all have city-county programs un-
der way. First evidence of the suc-
cess of such co-operative efforts
came in Harris county when oper-
ators of 11 private garbage dumps
were persuaded, without court ac-
tion, to abandon the burning of
trash and to install sanitary land-
fill methods of garbage disposal.

City and state air pollution con-
trol engineers provided technical
advice to the operators, and the
threat of an injunction and civil
penalties ranging up to $1,000 2
day under the new law was enough
to convince ithe operators they
should make the change.

The crop year 1967 will soon be
over and farmers in the Eldorado-
Divide Soil and Water Conserva-
tion District will know the per
acre yield of the crops on their
places, Most farmers already know
approximately how muech -cotton
and grain sorghum they will make.
Unfortunately, crop yields will be
low throughout most of the dis-
trict.

Water, one of the most import-
ant elements in crop production,
has not been adequate to meet the
needs of crops. The amount of
rainfall received this year has not
been a lot different than what has
been received over the past 25
years. Through July the county
average was about 10 inches. Year-
ly rainfall averages mean very lit-
tle. Probably the most value of an
average rainfall record would be
the reminder that rainfall in this
area is not often in excess of what
is needed and all the rainfall re-
ceived needs to be kept where it
falls. The rainfall that is received
each year is not what makes the
crops. Water that is kept where it
falls for crop use is what helps
make the maximum yields.

This year’s crop yields have
been benefitted by soil, water and
plant conservation practices that
have been applied and maintained
on the land. Even though most
of the crops have not been har-
vested, it is very evident that
crops are much better on terraced
and contoured fields. The most
obvious difference can be seen in
the areas that received the least
amount of rain from August of
last year up till now. The only
crop to amount to anything in
these areas is just above each ter-
race where all the water was held.
Where the most rainfall has been
received it is easy to see that the
yield above terraces will be bet-
ter than where water was not held
by terraces. Some of the crop yields
can be attributed to the good rains
the latter part of last year. Sorne
of the lake areas that filled with
water last year and destroyed last
vear’s crops, have good crops this
veer, The unterraced area above
these lakes have very little crops
where rainfall has been low this
year.

Each year, from as far back as
they remember, farmers in the
Eldorado-Divide SCD can cite in-

stances of increased yields as a
result of conservation practices
applied and maintained. Last year
on dry cropland, cotton was 30%
better on Ello Wilde’s farm on
the area benefitted by water back-
ed up by terraces. This was the
case even though there was no big
rains on Wilde’s farm after Janu-
ary 1, 1966. The good yield was
due in part to rainfall received in
1965. The 124 bales on 114 acres
make an average of about 1.09
bales per acre. The areas bene-
fitted by water backed up by ter-
races made 1.25 bales per acre. The
per acrz yield on land contour
farmed aud not benefitted by wa-
ter backed up by terraces was .93
bale per acre,

If farmers in the District could
get a guarantee of .9 bale of cotton
on dry cropland there is little
doubt but what every farmer
would take the guarantee. This
of course is impossible. However,
holding the water that is received
from_ rainfall where it falls for
crop use, is not impossible. It is
not impossible then to assure the
best yields possible from the am-
ount of rainfall received whether
it be a little or large amount,

Each farmer in the Eldorado-
Divide Soil and Water Conserva-
tion District should take a close
look at their farming operation
and determine what is happening.
Where it is obvious that water is
lost from the fields by runoff and
crops in lake areas destroyed by
water lost from other fields, im-
mediate steps should be taken to
eliminate this situation.

Even though water is one of the
most essential elements in crop
production, the other items essen-
tial to good production must not
be overlooked. Soil fertility must
not be overlooked. Soil fertility is
equally as important as the need-
ed moisture for crop yields. Poor
soils produce poor crops low in
the necessary elements needed in
both animal and human nutrition.
The application and maintenance
of all the needed soil, water and
plant conservation practices is the
only way that maximum yields can
be attained.

Assistance in planning and lay-

cut of all needed conservation prac-
tices on all agriculture land is
available through the Ssil Conser-
vation Service assisting the Dis-
trict.

Cost share in applying enduring
type conservation practices is
available through the Great Plains
Conservation Program adminis-
tered by the Soil Conservation Ser-
vice, and from the Schleicher
County A.S.C.
